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DIVISION A—DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE AUTHORIZATIONS
TITLE I—PROCUREMENT

LEGISLATIVE PROVISIONS
SUBTITLE A—AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS
Section 101—Authorization of Appropriations

This section would authorize appropriations for procurement at the levels
1dentified in section 4101 of division D of this Act.

TITLE II—RESEARCH, DEVELOPMENT, TEST, AND EVALUATION
LEGISLATIVE PROVISIONS
SUBTITLE A—AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS
Section 201—Authorization of Appropriations

This section would authorize appropriations for research, development,
test, and evaluation at the levels identified in section 4201 of division D of this Act.

SUBTITLE B—PROGRAM REQUIREMENTS, RESTRICTIONS, AND LIMITATIONS

Section 211—Modification of Science, Mathematics, and Research for
Transformation (SMART) Defense Education Program

This section would amend section 2192a of title 10, United States Code, by
establishing a scholarship for service pilot subprogram under the Department's
Science, Mathematics, and Research for Transformation Defense Education
Program for students at minority institutions to diversify and strengthen the
national security workforce. This section would require the Secretary of Defense to
submit an initial report to the congressional defense committees by December 31,
2022, on the establishment of the pilot subprogram, and a final report by September
30, 2024, on the success of the pilot program in recruiting individuals for
scholarships under this section and hiring and retaining those individuals in the
public sector workforce.

Section 213—Codification of the National Security Innovation Network

This section would amend chapter 139 of title 10, United States Code, by
Inserting a new section 2358c, National Security Innovation Network. This new



section would establish a program office to be known as the National Security
Innovation Network (formerly the MD5 National Security Technology Accelerator)
as a permanent office within the Under Secretary of Defense for Research and
Engineering or another organization at the discretion of the Secretary of Defense.
This section would require the Secretary of Defense to submit a report no later than
180 days after the date of the enactment of this Act on the Department's plan to
establish this office. This section would require the Comptroller General of the
United States to submit a review of the report to the congressional defense
committees not later than 180 days after the Secretary’s implementation report.
Finally, this section would require the Comptroller General to review and submit an
evaluation of the program to the appropriate congressional committees not later
than 3 years after the date of the enactment of this Act.

Additionally, the committee notes that Hacking for Defense (H4D) is
authorized as a National Security Innovation and Entrepreneurial Education
Program in the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2018 (Public
Law 115-91) to enable Department of Defense innovation. H4D is a university
course developed by U.S. military combat veterans and private sector entrepreneurs
taught at universities across the United States in which students apply cutting-
edge problem-solving techniques to real-world national security and defense
problems. The committee finds that H4D supports solution development directly for
the warfighter, improves U.S. military readiness, and stimulates growth within the
National Security Innovation Base, consistent with the 2018 National Defense
Strategy. Further, the committee believes H4D fosters the growth of an emerging
generation of national security leaders and mission-driven entrepreneurs by
improving and expanding the science, technology, engineering, and math skill sets
within the U.S. workforce. The committee believes that the Department should fully
resource H4D and its growing ecosystem of national security innovators and
entrepreneurs through the provision of the annual funding required to enhance
existing H4D university courses.

Section 216—Digital Data Management and Analytics Capability

This section would direct the Secretary of Defense to develop and
implement an advanced digital data and analytics capability to digitally integrate
all elements of the Department of Defense’s acquisition process; digitally record and
track all relevant data generated during the research, development, testing, and
evaluation of systems; and maximize the use of such data to inform the further
development and improvement of both acquisition systems and the acquisition
process for those systems.

The committee is aware that several U.S. Government Accountability Office
reports have cited the need for improved data management processes surrounding
the Department’s overall management framework. While most relevant data is
government owned and authorized for Department-wide use, there is no enterprise
mechanism facilitating the discovery, access, correlation or integration, and use of
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acquisition-related data across organizational boundaries. Each functional
organization has established and locally optimized its own data and analytic
processes for its own needs, and in many cases even these local practices are highly
manual and inefficient.

To this end, this section would direct the Secretary of Defense to conduct a
significant review of data content and requirements to support management
functions; implement demonstration activities to develop lessons learned and
inform the way forward; conduct a comparative analysis that assesses the risks and
benefits of the digital management and analytics capability relative to the
Department’s traditional data collection, reporting, exposing, and analysis
approaches; and update the Department’s policy and guidance based on the results
of the demonstration activities.

This section would also require the Defense Innovation Board, in
consultation with the Defense Digital Service, to conduct an independent
assessment and submit a report to both the Secretary and the congressional defense
committees no later than 180 days from enactment of this Act on recommended
approaches for implementation of the capability. This section would then require
the Secretary to submit an implementation report to the congressional defense
committees not later than 90 days after the Defense Innovation Board’s assessment.
Finally, it would require the Defense Innovation Board and the Defense Science
Board to submit an independent joint assessment on the Department’s progress by
March 15, 2022.

TITLE III—OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE
LEGISLATIVE PROVISIONS
SUBTITLE A—AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS
Section 301—Authorization of Appropriations

This section would authorize appropriations for operation and maintenance
activities at the levels identified in section 4301 of division D of this Act.

SUBTITLE C—LOGISTICS AND SUSTAINMENT
Section 333—Independent Advisory Panel on Weapon System Sustainment
This section would require the Secretary of Defense to establish an
independent advisory panel to conduct a review and make recommendations related

to the weapon system sustainment ecosystem.

Section 335—Materiel Readiness Metrics and Objectives for Major Weapon Systems
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This section would amend section 118 of title 10, United States Code, to
require the Department of Defense to develop materiel readiness metrics and
objectives for major weapon systems, to regularly review and update the metrics
and objectives, and report on them with the annual budget request.

SUBTITLE E—OTHER MATTERS

Section 351—Pilot Program for Temporary Issuance of Maternity-Related Uniform
Items

This section would authorize the Defense Logistics Agency to create a pilot
program to issue maternity uniforms to pregnant service members at no cost to the
service member. The authority to carry out the pilot program would terminate on
September 30, 2026.

Section 352—Servicewomen's Commemorative Partnerships
This section would authorize the Secretary of the Army to enter into a
contract, partnership, or grant with a non-profit organization for the purpose of
providing financial support for the maintenance and sustainment of infrastructure

and facilities at military service memorials and museums that highlight the role of
women in the military.

TITLE V—MILITARY PERSONNEL POLICY
LEGISLATIVE PROVISIONS
SUBTITLE F—MILITARY FAMILY READINESS AND DEPENDENTS' EDUCATION

Section 554—Continued Assistance to Schools with Significant Numbers of Military
Dependent Students

This section would authorize $40.0 million for the purpose of providing
assistance to local educational agencies with military dependent students, and

$10.0 million for local educational agencies eligible to receive a payment for children
with severe disabilities.

TITLE VI—COMPENSATION AND OTHER PERSONNEL BENEFITS
LEGISLATIVE PROVISIONS

SUBTITLE A—PAY AND ALLOWANCES
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Section 603—Reorganization of Certain Allowances other than Travel and
Transportation Allowances

This section would make two technical amendments to title 37, United
States Code, enabling the Department of Defense to transfer these two provisions
from chapter 8 of that title back to chapter 7 of title 37.

SUBTITLE C—FAMILY AND SURVIVOR BENEFITS
Section 624—Study on Feasibility of TSP Contributions by Military Spouses

This section would direct the Secretary of Defense to study the feasibility of
authorizing a spouse to contribute to the Thrift Savings Plan account of their
service member spouse.

SUBTITLE E—OTHER PERSONNEL BENEFITS
Section 641—Maintenance of Funding for Stars and Stripes

This section would maintain the enacted fiscal year 2020 funding levels for
Stars and Stripes, and would require the Secretary of Defense to submit a report to
the Committee on Armed Services of the House of Representatives detailing a
business case analysis to maintain Stars and Stripes as an information benefit to
service members.

TITLE VIII—ACQUISITION POLICY, ACQUISITION
MANAGEMENT, AND RELATED MATTERS

LEGISLATIVE PROVISIONS
SUBTITLE A—ACQUISITION POLICY AND MANAGEMENT

Section 801—Congressional Notification of Termination of a Middle Tier Acquisition
Program

This section would modify section 804 of the National Defense
Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2016 (2302 note of title 10, United States Code) to
direct the Secretary of Defense to provide notification to the congressional defense
committees 30 days after a program is terminated that used the "middle tier" of
acquisition authority.

Section 802—Modification to the Definition of Nontraditional Defense Contractor
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This section would amend section 2302(9) of title 10, United States Code, by
adding to the term "nontraditional defense contractor" under the Other Transaction
Authority an entity that is owned entirely by an employee stock ownership plan.

Section 803—Contractor Business Systems

This section would amend section 893 of the Tke Skelton National Defense
Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2011 (Public Law 111-383; note 2302 of title 10,
United States Code) by replacing “significant deficiency” with the term “material
weakness.” The committee notes that the proposed revised definition will better
align review and approval of contractor business systems with generally accepted
commercial and government auditing standards.

Section 804—Acquisition Authority of the Director of the Joint Artificial
Intelligence Center

This section would authorize the Director of the Joint Artificial Intelligence
Center with responsibility for the development, acquisition, and sustainment of
artificial intelligence technologies, services, and capabilities through fiscal year
2025.

SUBTITLE B—AMENDMENTS TO GENERAL CONTRACTING AUTHORITIES, PROCEDURES,
AND LIMITATIONS

Section 811—Contractor Whistleblower Protections Relating to Nondisclosure
Agreements

This section would amend section 2409 of title 10, United States Code, and
section 4712 of title 41, United States Code, to clarify that contractors,
subcontractors, or grantees are protected from reprisal for disclosure of certain
information, including gross mismanagement of a Federal contract or grant or an
abuse of authority relating to a Federal contract or grant.

Section 812—Inclusion of Optical Transmission Components in the Analytical
Framework for Supply Chain Risks

This section would amend section 2509(b)(2)(A)(11) of title 10, United States
Code, by striking the phrase “(other than optical transmission components)” .

Section 813—Modifications to Comptroller General Assessment of Acquisition
Programs and Related Initiatives

This section would amend section 2229b(b)(2) of title 10, United States
Code, to allow the Comptroller General of the United States to include key analysis
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of organizational, policy, and legislative changes at the Department of Defense that
predate its most recent annual assessment.

Section 814—Amendment to Definition of Qualified Apprentice

This section would strike paragraph three (3) of section 2870(d) of title 10,
United States Code, as added by section 865 of the National Defense Authorization
Act for Fiscal Year 2020 (Public Law 116-92).

Section 815—Contract Closeout Authority for Services Contracts

This section would amend section 836 of the National Defense
Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2017 (Public Law 114-328) by reducing the
contract closeout period from the current 17 years to 7 years for service contracts,
but no less than the Federal Acquisition Regulation’s record retention
requirements. This section would also direct the Secretary of Defense, acting
through the Director of the Defense Contract Management Agency, to establish and
maintain a centralized capability with necessary expertise and resources to provide
oversight of the closeout of a contract or group of contracts covered by this section.

Section 816—Disclosure of Beneficial Owners in Database for Federal Agency
Contract and Grant Officers

This section would amend section 2313 of title 41, United States Code, and
require the database used by Federal agency contract and grant officers for
contractor responsibility determinations to reflect information about contractors'
beneficial owners.

Section 817—Sustainment Reform for the Department of Defense

This section would amend section 113 of title 10, United States Code, to add
a requirement to develop a strategic framework for prioritizing and integrating
activities relating to sustainment of major defense acquisition programs. This
section would also clarify additional responsibilities of the Under Secretary of
Defense for Acquisition and Sustainment.

SUBTITLE C—INDUSTRIAL BASE MATTERS
Section 821—Quarterly National Technology and Industrial Base Briefings

This section would amend section 2504 of title 10, United States Code, to
require quarterly briefings to monitor progress toward eliminating gaps or
vulnerabilities in the industrial base as identified in the Annual Industrial
Capabilities Report to Congress, as required by section 2504 of title 10, United
States Code.
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Section 822—Modifications to Supervision and Award of Certain Contracts

This section would amend section 2851 of title 10, United States Code, to
direct the Department of Defense to publicly post identifying information on
military construction contracts once awarded in the Federal Register and require
prime contractors for military construction projects to publicly post all available
subcontracting work of $250,000 or more on relevant websites of the Small Business
Administration and General Services Administration. This section would also
amend section 644 of title 15, United States Code, to allow Federal agencies to
award additional small business credit toward meeting subcontracting goals for
awarding a contract to a local business.

Section 823—Amendments to Submissions to Congress Relating to Certain Foreign
Military Sales

This section would amend section 887(b)(1) and section 887(b)(2) of the
National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2018 (Public Law 115-91) to
revise the reporting requirements and to extend the sunsets of the quarterly and
annual reports to December 31, 2024.

Section 824—Revisions to Requirement to Use Firm Fixed-Price Contracts for
Foreign Military Sales

This section would amend section 830 of the National Defense
Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2017 (Public Law 114-328) by applying the
requirement for firm, fixed-price type contract vehicles exclusively to production
contracts for foreign military sales cases whether on a stand-alone contract, on a
mixed contract for both domestic and foreign military sales production, or on a
mixed contract for both international cooperative program and foreign military
sales production.

Section 825—Small Business Industrial Base Resiliency Program

This section would establish the Small Business Industrial Base Resiliency
Program and would authorize the Assistant Secretary of Defense Industrial Base
Policy to enter into transactions to purchase or make a commitment to purchase
goods or services from small business concerns in response to the COVID-19
pandemic. These transactions are intended to support the monitoring and
assessment of small businesses in the defense industrial base by addressing critical
1ssues in the small business industrial base relating to urgent operational needs in
response to the pandemic, supporting efforts to expand the small business
industrial base in response to the pandemic, and addressing supply chain
vulnerabilities related to the pandemic for small businesses.
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Section 826—Assessment of the Requirements Processes of the Military
Departments

This section would require the Secretary of each military department to
conduct an assessment of the requirements process and to each submit a report by
March 31, 2021, with recommendations to improve the agility and timeliness of
such requirements process for acquisition programs of the military department.

The committee notes that recent reforms to shift authority for acquisition
and requirements decisions to the military departments have placed increasing
importance on the efficiency and effectiveness of the military departments’
requirements processes. However, the committee is concerned that the military
departments’ requirements processes, including the extent to which they are
aligned with the acquisition system and the budget process, continue to hinder the
development of timely, realistic, and achievable requirements. Moreover, the
committee believes that recent efforts of the Department of Defense to implement
its adaptive acquisition framework call for a new look at how requirements are
generated within each of the acquisition pathways in this framework (including
major capability acquisition, middle tier of acquisition, software acquisition, and the
acquisition of services, among others) to the benefit of the defense acquisition
system.

Section 827—Report on Transfer and Consolidation of Certain Defense Acquisition
Statutes

This section would require the Secretary of Defense to submit a report to
the congressional defense committees with a proposal for the transfer and
consolidation of certain defense acquisition statutes within the framework of part V
of subtitle A of title 10, United States Code (as enacted by section 801 of the
National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2019 (Public Law 115-232)) by
February 21, 2021.

TITLE IX—DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE ORGANIZATION AND
MANAGEMENT

LEGISLATIVE PROVISIONS
Section 901—Assistant Secretary of Defense for Industrial Base Policy

This section would amend section 138 of title 10, United States Code, to
require one of the Assistant Secretaries to be the Assistant Secretary of Defense for
Industrial Base Policy, whose principal duty would be the overall supervision of
policy of the Department of Defense for developing and maintaining the defense
industrial base of the United States and ensuring a secure supply of materials
critical to national security. This section would also make conforming changes.
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Section 902—Assistant Secretary of Defense for Space and Strategic Deterrence
Policy

This section would amend paragraph (5) of section 138(b) of title 10, United
States Code, to require one of the Assistant Secretaries to be the Assistant
Secretary of Defense for Space and Strategic Deterrence Policy, whose principal
duty would be the overall supervision of policy of the Department of Defense for
space, nuclear deterrence, and missile defense. This section would also make
conforming changes.

Section 904—Establishment of Deputy Assistant Secretaries for Sustainment
This section would require the military departments to each establish a

position of a Deputy Assistant Secretary for Sustainment and would outline the
responsibilities of each position.

TITLE X—GENERAL PROVISIONS
LEGISLATIVE PROVISIONS
SUBTITLE A—FINANCIAL MATTERS
Section 1001—General Transfer Authority
This section would allow the Secretary of Defense, with certain limitations,
to make transfers between amounts authorized for fiscal year 2020 in division A of
this Act. This section would limit the total amount transferred under this authority
to $4.00 billion.

Section 1002—Determination of Budgetary Effects

This section would state the budgetary effects of this Act for the purpose of
complying with the Statutory Pay-As-You-Go Act of 2010.

Section 1003—Pandemic Preparedness and Resilience National Security Fund

This section would provide limitations and additional authorities for the
amounts authorized to be appropriated for Research and Development, Defense-
Wide, Pandemic Preparedness and Resilience National Security Fund. It would
also establish a notice requirement for transfers from the Fund, and would exempt
transfers under this section from counting towards the dollar amount limitation
under section 1001.

SUBTITLE B—COUNTERDRUG ACTIVITIES
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Section 1011—Support for Counterdrug Activities and Activities to Counter
Transnational Organized Crime Affecting Flow of Drugs into the United States

This section would modify the authority to provide support to other
agencies for counterdrug activities and activities to counter transnational organized
crime.

Section 1012—Congressional Notification with Respect to Department of Defense
Support Provided to Other United States Agencies for Counterdrug Activities and
Activities to Counter Transnational Organized Crime

This section would clarify notification requirements for subsection (b) of the
authority to provide support to other agencies for counterdrug activities and
activities to counter transnational organized crime.

SUBTITLE C—NAVAL VESSELS
Section 1024—Preference for United States Vessels in Transporting Supplies by Sea

This section would amend section 2631 of title 10, United States Code, to
increase compliance with military cargo preference requirements.

SUBTITLE D—COUNTERTERRORISM

Section 1031—Prohibition on Use of Funds for Transfer or Release of Individuals
Detained at United States Naval Station, Guantanamo Bay, Cuba, to Certain
Countries

This section would prohibit the use of funding authorized to be
appropriated or otherwise made available for the Department of Defense during the
period beginning on the date of the enactment of this Act and ending on December
31, 2021, to transfer, release, or assist in the transfer or release of any individual
detained at U.S. Naval Station, Guantanamo Bay, Cuba, to Libya, Somalia, Syria,
and Yemen.

SUBTITLE E—MISCELLANEOUS AUTHORITIES AND LIMITATIONS

Section 1043—Modification and Technical Correction to Department of Defense
Authority to Provide Assistance Along the Southern Land Border of the United
States

This section would modify the authority under section 1059 of the National
Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2016 (Public Law 114-92) to require the
Secretary of Defense to fully consider readiness, mission, and task alignment to
requested support from Custom and Border Protection, when determining the
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Department of Defense's ability to provide assistance to secure the United States
southern land border. Additionally, this section would add reporting requirements.

Section 1045—Requirements Relating to Newest Generations of Personal Protective
Equipment

This section would require the Secretaries of the military departments to
each submit a report on the fielding of the newest generations of personal protective
equipment to the Armed Forces, to include: the numbers (aggregated by total
number and by sex) of Modular Scaleable Vests and Marine Corps Plate Carrier
Generation III; and a description and assessment of the barriers, if any, to the
development and fielding of such generations of equipment, including cost overruns,
contractor delays, and other challenges. This section would also requires the
Director of the Defense Health Agency to develop and maintain a system for
tracking data on injuries among service members and for the Periodic Health
Assessment of members of the Armed Forces to include one or more questions on
whether members incurred an injury in connection with ill-fitting or malfunctioning
personal protective equipment.

Section 1046—Prohibition on Use of Funds for Retirement of A-10 Aircraft

This section would prohibit the Secretary of the Air Force from
implementing any actions during fiscal year 2021 that would retire, prepare to
retire, or place into storage or back-up aircraft inventory any A-10 aircraft unless
the Secretary determines on a case-by-case basis an aircraft is no longer mission
capable due to a mishap or damage that is uneconomical to repair.

TITLE XI—CIVILIAN PERSONNEL MATTERS
LEGISLATIVE PROVISIONS
Section 1101—Family and Medical Leave Amendments

This section would make technical corrections relating to parental leave for
Federal employees.

Section 1102—Exercise of Delegated Authority under the Federal Service Labor-
Management Relations Statute

This section would require the Secretary of Defense to submit a report, not
later than October 31, 2020, to the congressional defense committees describing the
conditions under which the Secretary would exercise the authority under 7103(b) of
title 5, United States Code, delegated to the Secretary by the President on January
29, 2020. In addition, this section would prohibit the Secretary from excluding any
Department of Defense agency or subdivision from collective bargaining rights until
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30 days after the Secretary submits a report to the congressional defense
committees.

Section 1106—Limiting the Number of Local Wage Areas Defined within a Pay
Locality

This section would amend section 5343 of title 5, United States Code, to
prohibit the Office of Personnel Management from including more than one local
wage area within a General Schedule pay locality in order to align Federal Wage
System Areas with General Schedule locality pay areas.

TITLE XII—MATTERS RELATING TO FOREIGN NATIONS
LEGISLATIVE PROVISIONS
SUBTITLE A—ASSISTANCE AND TRAINING
Section 1201—Extension of Report on Workforce Development

This section would extend a report on Department of Defense security
cooperation workforce development, as required by section 1250 of the National
Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2017 (Public Law 114-328), by 5 years.

SUBTITLE B—MATTERS RELATING TO AFGHANISTAN AND PAKISTAN

Section 1211—Extension and Modification of Authority for Reimbursement of
Certain Coalition Nations for Support Provided to United States Military
Operations

This section would extend through December 31, 2021, the authority to
make Coalition Support Fund payments under section 1233 of the National Defense
Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2008 (Public Law 110-181) as most recently
amended by section 1217 of the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year
2020 (Public Law 116-92).

Section 1212—Extension of the Afghan Special Immigrant Visa Program

This section would extend the Afghan Allies Protection Act of 2009 (Public
Law 111-8) as well as extend an expiring report.

The committee notes the critical importance of the Special Immigrant Visa
Program for U.S. Government operations in Afghanistan. Last year's modification
and extension reinforce the importance of this program by authorizing 4,000
additional visas and returning applicant eligibility requirements to the original
criteria set forth in the Afghan Allies Protection Act of 2009. This year, the
committee extended Department of Defense and Department of State reporting
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requirements to ensure the program is executed efficiently. The committee remains
committed to Afghan citizens who, at great personal risk, support United States
operations in Afghanistan.

SUBTITLE C—MATTERS RELATING TO SYRIA, IRAQ, AND IRAN

Section 1221—Extension and Modification of Authority to Provide Assistance to
Counter the Islamic State of Iraq and Syria

This section would modify section 1236 of the Carl Levin and Howard P.
“Buck” McKeon National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2015 (Public
Law 113-291) to provide assistance to the security forces of the Government of Iraq
to counter the Islamic State of Iraq and Syria and extend the authority through
December 31, 2021. This section would also require the Secretary of Defense to
submit an annual report detailing the weapons and equipment purchased using the
Counter-ISIS Train and Equip Fund, as well as the incremental costs for operations
and maintenance for Operation Inherent Resolve (OIR) in the previous fiscal year.
This section would also require the Department to submit annual budget
justifications for OIR for fiscal years 2022 and 2023.

Section 1222—Extension of Authority to Provide Assistance to the Vetted Syrian
Opposition

This section would extend and modify section 1209 of the Carl Levin and
Howard P. “Buck” McKeon National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2015
(Public Law 113-291), by extending the authority to support vetted Syrian groups
and individuals through December 30, 2021, and the required notice before the
provision of assistance. This section would also direct the Secretary of Defense to
certify to the House Committee on Armed Services, the Senate Committee on
Armed Services, the House Committee on Foreign Affairs, and the Senate
Committee on Foreign Relations within 30 days of the date of the enactment of this
Act that no U.S. military forces are being used or have been used for the extraction,
transport, transfer, or sale of oil from Syria.

Section 1223—Extension of Authority to Support Operations and Activities of the
Office of Security Cooperation in Iraq

This section would extend section 1215 of the National Defense
Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2012 (10 U.S.C. 113), the Office of Security
Cooperation-Iraq authority, as most recently amended by section 1223 of the
National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2020 (Public Law 116-92),
through fiscal year 2021. It would limit the expenditure of funds pending the
submission of the certification required by section 1223 of Public Law 116-92.
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Section 1224—Prohibition on Provision of Weapons and Other Forms of Support to
Certain Organizations

This section would prohibit the use of funds authorized to be appropriated
by this Act to the Department of Defense for fiscal year 2021 to provide weapons or
any form of support to al-Qaeda, the Islamic State of Iraq and Syria, Jabhat Fateh
al Sham, Hamas, Hizballah, Palestinian Islamic Jihad, al-Shabaab, Islamic
Revolutionary Guard Corps, or any individual or group associated with these
organization.

SUBTITLE D—MATTERS RELATING TO RUSSIA

Section 1231—Prohibition on Availability of Funds Relating to Sovereignty of the
Russian Federation over Crimea

This section would extend by 1 year the prohibition imposed by section 1245
of the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2016 (Public Law 114-92),
as amended by section 1232 of the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal
Year 2020 (Public Law 116-92). This section would prohibit the use of fiscal year
2021 funds to implement any activity that recognizes the sovereignty of Russia over
Crimea. This section would also allow the Secretary of Defense, with the
concurrence of the Secretary of State, to waive the prohibition if the Secretary of
Defense determines that doing so would be in the national security interest of the
United States and submits a notification to the House Committee on Armed
Services, the Senate Committee on Armed Services, the Senate Committee on
Foreign Relations, and the House Committee on Foreign Affairs.

Section 1232—Extension of Limitation on Military Cooperation between the United
States and the Russian Federation

This section would extend for 1 year section 1232(a) of the National Defense
Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2017 (Public Law 114-328), as most recently
amended by section 1231 of the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year
2020 (Public Law 116-92). This section would limit the use of fiscal year 2021 funds
for bilateral military-to-military cooperation between the Government of the United
States and Russia until the Secretary of Defense, in coordination with the Secretary
of State, provides a certification to appropriate congressional committees relating to
certain actions by Russia. This extension includes a rule of construction that
nothing in the provision shall be construed to limit bilateral military-to-military
dialogue for the purpose of reducing the risk of conflict.

Section 1233—Modification and Extension of Ukraine Security Assistance Initiative

This section would extend by one year section 1250 of the National Defense
Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2016 (Public Law 114-92), most recently amended
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by section 1244 of the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2020
(Public Law 116-92), to authorize the Secretary of Defense to provide security
assistance and intelligence support to the Government of Ukraine, with the
concurrence of the Secretary of State. This section would also authorize $250.0
million to carry out this authority in fiscal year 2021.

This section would extend for 2 years the reports on military assistance to
Ukraine required in section 1275(e) of the Carl Levin and Howard P. "Buck"
McKeon National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2015 (Public Law 113-
291).

Section 1234—United States Participation in Open Skies Treaty

This section would require that in the event of a provision of notice of intent
to withdraw the United States from the Open Skies Treaty, the Secretary of
Defense and Secretary of State jointly shall submit to the appropriate defense
committees either:

(1) a notification that agreements are in place with other state parties that
host U.S. military forces and assets to ensure that after such withdrawal the U.S.
will be provided sufficient notice of observation flights over the territory of those
state parties under the Treaty; or,

(2) if agreements are not in place, a description of how the U.S. will
consistently and reliably be provided sufficient warning of observation flights
described above, including a description of assets, personnel, and policy implications
of using such other means.

This section would also require the Secretary of Defense and Secretary of
State, in coordination with the Director of National Intelligence, to jointly submit a
report of the impacts of potential future U.S. withdrawal on:

(1) collaboration with allies, U.S. leadership in the North Atlantic Treaty
Organization, and continued dialogue with Russia that the Treaty offers,

(2) how imagery captured under the Treaty will be replaced,

(3) how intelligence gained under the Treaty will be replaced, and

(4) the ability of the U.S. to influence future decisions on certification of
new sensors within the Treaty that could pose a threat to deployed U.S. military
personnel and assets.

The report would also include unedited correspondence between the U.S.
and Treaty state parties with respect to potential U.S. withdrawal.

SUBTITLE E—MATTERS RELATING TO THE INDO-PACIFIC REGION
Section 1241—Indo-Pacific Reassurance Initiative
This section would direct the Secretary of Defense to carry out a program of
prioritized activities to reassure United States allies and partners, appropriately

prioritize activities and resources to implement the National Defense Strategy, and
enhance the ability of Congress to provide oversight of an support to Department of

Defense efforts. It would define five objectives for an Indo-Pacific Reassurance
Initiative: (1) optimizing the presence of U.S. Armed Forces in the Indo-Pacific; (2)
strengthening and maintaining bilateral and multilateral military exercises and
training with partners and allies in the Indo-Pacific; (3) improving infrastructure in
the Indo-Pacific to enhance the responsiveness of U.S. Armed Forces; (4) enhancing
the prepositioning of equipment and materiel in the Indo-Pacific; and (5) building
the defense and security capabilities, capacity, and cooperation of partners and
allies in the Indo-Pacific. This section would also require a future years plan on
activities and resources of the Initiative, a budget justification for the Initiative, an
end of fiscal year report, and a briefing on funds obligated for the Initiative.

Section 1242—Report on China's One Belt, One Road Initiative in Africa

This section would direct the Secretary of Defense to provide a report not
later than 1 year after the date of the enactment of this Act on China's One Belt,
One Road Initiative in Africa. Such report shall include a strategy to address
impacts on United States military and defense interests in Africa.

Section 1244—Limitation on Use of Funds to Reduce the Total Number of Members
of the Armed Forces Serving on Active Duty Who Are Deployed to South Korea

This section would prohibit the use of funds authorized to be appropriated
by this Act to reduce the number of members of the Armed Forces serving on Active
Duty in the Republic of Korea below 28,500 until 180 days after the date that the
Secretary of Defense certifies to the congressional defense committees that such a
reduction is in the national security interest of the United States, will not
significantly undermine the security of the United States' allies in the region, is
commensurate with a reduction in the threat posed by North Korea, that South
Korea is capable of deterring a conflict, and the Secretary has appropriately
consulted with allies of the United States regarding such a reduction.

SUBTITLE F—OTHER MATTERS

Section 1251—Consolidated Budget Display and Report on Operation Spartan
Shield

This section would require the Secretary of Defense to provide a report to
the House Committee on Armed Services not later than 180 days after the date of
the enactment of this Act, and annually thereafter in fiscal years 2022 and 2023, on
Operation Spartan Shield. This section would also require the Department to
submit annual budget justifications for Operation Spartan Shield for fiscal years
2022 and 2023.

Section 1252—Report on Operation Freedom Sentinel
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This section would direct the Secretary of Defense to provide a report on
Operation Freedom Sentinel activities to the House Committee on Armed Services
and the Senate Committee on Armed Services not later than 90 days after the date
of the enactment of this Act and with each Presidential budget request for the
following 2 fiscal years. The report would include specific direct war requests, costs
that occur inside and outside the geographical boundaries of Afghanistan, activities
that fund the services, as well as transportation and logistical support.

Section 1253—Report Relating to a Reduction in the Total Number of United States
Armed Forces Deployed to United States Africa Command Area of Responsibility

This section would require a report to Congress 60 days after enactment of
this Act on the average total number of United States Armed Forces under the
direct authority of the Commander of United States Africa Command and deployed
to the United States Africa Command area of responsibility and a follow up report
not later than 90 days after enactment of this Act should the Department reduce
the total number of United States Armed Forces under the direct authority of the
Commander of United States Africa Command and deployed to the United States
Africa Command area of responsibility.

Section 1254—Rule of Construction Relating to Use of Military Force

This section would establish that nothing in this Act or any amendment
made by this Act may be construed to authorize the use of military force.

TITLE XIII—COOPERATIVE THREAT REDUCTION
LEGISLATIVE PROVISIONS

Section 1301—Funding Allocations; Specification of Cooperative Threat Reduction
Funds

This section would allocate specific funding amounts for each program
under the Department of Defense Cooperative Threat Reduction (CTR) Program
from within the overall $373.7 million that the commaittee would authorize for the
Cooperative Threat Reduction Program. The allocation under this section reflects
the amount of the budget request for fiscal year 2021.

This section would specify that funds authorized to be appropriated to the
Department of Defense for the Cooperative Threat Reduction Program, established
under the Department of Defense Cooperative Threat Reduction Act (50 U.S.C.
3711), would be available for obligation for fiscal years 2021, 2022, and 2023.

TITLE XIV—OTHER AUTHORIZATIONS
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LEGISLATIVE PROVISIONS
SUBTITLE A—MILITARY PROGRAMS
Section 1401—Working Capital Funds

This section would authorize appropriations for Defense Working Capital
Funds at the levels identified in section 4501 of division D of this Act.

Section 1402—Chemical Agents and Munitions Destruction, Defense

This section would authorize appropriations for Chemical Agents and
Munitions Destruction, Defense at the levels 1dentified in section 4501 of division D
of this Act.

Section 1403—Drug Interdiction and Counter-Drug Activities, Defense-Wide

This section would authorize appropriations for Drug Interdiction and
Counter-Drug Activities, Defense-wide at the levels identified in section 4501 of
division D of this Act.

Section 1404—Defense Inspector General

This section would authorize appropriations for the Office of the Inspector
General at the levels identified in section 4501 of division D of this Act.

Section 1405—Defense Health Program

This section would authorize appropriations for the Defense Health
Program at the levels identified in section 4501 of division D of this Act.

Section 1406—National Defense Sealift Fund

This section would authorize appropriations for the National Defense
Sealift Fund at the levels identified in section 4501 of division D of this Act.

TITLE XV—AUTHORIZATION OF ADDITIONAL APPROPRIATIONS
FOR OVERSEAS CONTINGENCY OPERATIONS

LEGISLATIVE PROVISIONS
SUBTITLE A—AUTHORIZATION OF APPROPRIATIONS

Section 1501—Purpose
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This section would establish the purpose of this title and make
authorization of appropriations available upon enactment of this Act for the
Department of Defense, in addition to amounts otherwise authorized in this Act, to
provide for additional authorization of funds due to overseas contingency operations
and other additional funding requirements.

Section 1502—Procurement

This section would authorize additional appropriations for procurement at
the levels identified in section 4102 of division D of this Act.

Section 1503—Research, Development, Test, and Evaluation

This section would authorize additional appropriations for research,
development, test, and evaluation at the levels identified in section 4202 of division
D of this Act.

Section 1504—Operation and Maintenance

This section would authorize additional appropriations for operation and
maintenance programs at the levels identified in section 4302 of division D of this
Act.

Section 1505—Military Personnel

This section would authorize additional appropriations for military
personnel at the levels identified in section 4402 of division D of this Act.

Section 1506—Working Capital Funds

This section would authorize additional appropriations for Defense Working
Capital Funds at the levels identified in section 4502 of division D of this Act.

Section 1507—Drug Interdiction and Counter-Drug Activities, Defense-Wide
This section would authorize additional appropriations for Drug
Interdiction and Counter-Drug Activities, Defense-Wide, at the levels identified in
section 4502 of division D of this Act.

Section 1508—Defense Inspector General

This section would authorize additional appropriations for the Office of the
Inspector General at the levels identified in section 4502 of division D of this Act.

Section 1509—Defense Health Program
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This section would authorize additional appropriations for the Defense
Health Program at the levels identified in section 4502 of division D of this Act.

SUBTITLE B—FINANCIAL MATTERS
Section 1511—Treatment as Additional Authorizations

This section would state that amounts authorized to be appropriated by this
title are in addition to amounts otherwise authorized to be appropriated by this Act.

Section 1512—Special Transfer Authority

This section would authorize the transfer of up to $2.50 billion of additional
war-related funding authorizations in this title among the accounts in this title.

SUBTITLE C—OTHER MATTERS
Section 1521—Afghanistan Security Forces Fund

This section would extend the Afghanistan Security Forces Fund through
fiscal year 2021. This section would also set a goal of using $29.1 million to support,
to the extent practicable, the efforts of the Government of Afghanistan to promote
the recruitment, training, integration, and retention of Afghan women into the
Afghan National Defense and Security Forces.

This section would also continue to require the Secretary of Defense, in
consultation with the Secretary of State, to submit an assessment of the
Government of Afghanistan’s ability to meet shared security objectives and manage,
employ, and sustain equipment divested under the Afghanistan Security Forces
Fund. If the results of said assessment were unfavorable, the Secretary of Defense

would be required to withhold assistance under the Afghanistan Security Forces
Fund.

TITLE XVI—STRATEGIC PROGRAMS, CYBER, AND
INTELLIGENCE MATTERS

LEGISLATIVE PROVISIONS
SUBTITLE A—SPACE ACTIVITIES
Section 1603—National Security Space Launch Program
This section would prohibit changes to the phase 2 acquisition strategy of

the National Security Space Launch program, including with regard to mission
performance requirements, acquisition schedule, and the selection of two launch
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providers. It would also mandate that the period for ordering phase 2 launch
missions end by September 2024, cap the Launch Services Agreement funding
amount for providers selected for phase 2, and require a termination date for
Launch Services Agreements with providers not selected for phase 2.

This section would also require a certification on reusability of previously-
flown launch hardware. In addition, this section would require the Secretary to
begin investments toward phase 3 to maintain competition and support innovation,
by providing up to $150.0 million for the Secretary to conduct a full and open
competition and enter into three agreements to fund certification and infrastructure
requirements and transformational technologies.

This section would also include a rule of construction about not delaying
phase 2 awards.

SUBTITLE B—DEFENSE INTELLIGENCE AND INTELLIGENCE-RELATED ACTIVITIES

Section 1611—Validation of Capability Requirements of National Geospatial-
Intelligence Agency

This section would amend section 442 of title 10, United States Code, to
require the National Geospatial-Intelligence Agency to assist the Joint Chiefs of
Staff, combatant commands, and the military departments in establishing
coordinating, consolidating, and validating mapping, charting, geodetic data, and

safety of navigation capability requirements through a formal process governed by
the Joint Staff.

Section 1612—National Academies Climate Security Roundtable

This section would require the Under Secretary of Defense for Intelligence
and Security, in coordination with the Director of National Intelligence, to enter
into a joint agreement with the National Academies of Science to create a new
“National Academies Climate Security Roundtable” for the purpose of establishing
best practices for identifying and disseminating climate indicators and warnings to
ensure that environmental security is included in operational planning and
intelligence analysis. This roundtable would support the work of the Climate
Security Advisory Council.

SUBTITLE C—CYBERSPACE-RELATED MATTERS
Section 1622—Cyberspace Solarium Commission
This section would modify section 1652 of the John S. McCain National
Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2019 (Public Law 115-232) to update the

Cyberspace Solarium Commission's membership. Additionally, this section would
permit the organization to extend further for the purposes of providing regular
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updates to the legislative and executive branches on the implementation of the
Commission's findings.

Section 1624—Responsibility for the Sector Risk Management Agency Function of
the Department of Defense

This section would assign full responsibility for certification, coordination,
harmonization, and deconfliction of the various efforts, initiatives, and programs
that the Department of Defense manages in the furtherance of its responsibilities as
the Sector-Specific Agency (SSA) for the Defense Industrial Base to the Principal
Cyber Advisor. Presently, the Department is the only SSA that has not unified its
various physical and cybersecurity efforts under one organization. For the purposes
of carrying out its SSA mission, the Principal Cyber Advisor will be tasked with the
management of all functions associated with SSAs under Presidential Policy
Directive-21.

SUBTITLE D—NUCLEAR FORCES

Section 1641—Coordination in Transfer of Funds by Department of Defense to
National Nuclear Security Administration

This section would require the Secretary of Defense and Secretary of
Energy to use appropriate interagency processes during the process of developing
the budget materials of the Department of Defense and the National Nuclear
Security Administration (NNSA), and to do so not later than the third quarter of the
fiscal year preceding the budget request. This section would further require a
report describing any transfers made to the NNSA and certifying that such
transfers were developed in the manner described in this provision.

TITLE XVII—REPORTS AND OTHER MATTERS
LEGISLATIVE PROVISIONS
SUBTITLE A—STUDIES AND REPORTS
Section 1702—FFRDC Study of Explosive Ordnance Disposal Agencies

This section would direct the Secretary of the Defense to enter into an
arrangement with a federally funded research and development center (FFRDC) to
conduct a study that identifies and evaluates the roles and responsibilities of the
military services involved in the Explosive Ordnance Disposal (EOD) program. The
study shall include an identification and evaluation of technology, research and
development activities, an identification of gaps in the industrial base, an
evaluation of training and retention for EOD service members, an assessment of
risk in EOD force structure, and demand for activities in support of both
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Department of Defense and Federal agencies for EOD activities. The Secretary of
Defense shall report to the congressional defense committees on the findings of the
study not later than August 31, 2021.

SUBTITLE B—OTHER MATTERS

Section 1721—Technical, Conforming, and Clerical Amendments

This section would make a number of technical, conforming, and clerical
amendments of a non-substantive nature to existing law.

Section 1722—Quarterly Briefings on Joint All Domain Command and Control
Concept

This section would require the Director of the Joint All Domain Command
and Control (JADCZ2) Cross Functional Team, in consultation with the Vice
Chairman, Joint Chiefs of Staff and the Chief Information Officer of the

Department of Defense, to provide quarterly briefings to the House Committee on
Armed Services on progress on the JADCZ2 concept development.

DIVISION B—MILITARY CONSTRUCTION AUTHORIZATIONS

TITLE XXVIII—MILITARY CONSTRUCTION GENERAL
PROVISIONS

LEGISLATIVE PROVISIONS
SUBTITLE A—MILITARY CONSTRUCTION PROGRAM CHANGES

Section 2801—Modification and Clarification of Construction Authority in the
Event of a Declaration of War or National Emergency

This section would modify and clarify the use of military construction
authorities available in the event of a declaration of war or national emergency.

SUBTITLE E—MILITARY LAND WITHDRAWALS

Section 2841—Renewal of Land Withdrawal and Reservation to Benefit Naval Air
Facility, El Centro, California

This section would renew the land withdrawal and reservation for the
benefit of Naval Air Facility El Centro, California, for a period of 25 years.
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Section 2842—Renewal of Fallon Range Training Complex Land Withdrawal and
Reservation

This section would renew the existing land withdrawal and reservation for
the Fallon Range Training Complex for a period of 25 years.

Section 2843—Renewal of Nevada Test and Training Range Land Withdrawal and
Reservation

This section would renew the existing Nevada Testing and Training Range
land withdrawal and reservation for a period of 25 years.

Section 2844—Specified Duration of White Sands Missile Range Land Withdrawal
and Reservation and Reservation of Airspace for Northern and Western Expansion
Areas

This section would renew the land and airspace withdrawals for White

Sands Missile Range and its call-up areas for a period of 25 years as well as make
technical changes to airspace withdrawal.

AUTHORIZATIONS

TITLE XXXI—DEPARTMENT OF ENERGY NATIONAL SECURITY
PROGRAMS

LEGISLATIVE PROVISIONS
SUBTITLE A—NATIONAL SECURITY PROGRAMS AND AUTHORIZATIONS
Section 3101—National Nuclear Security Administration

This section would authorize appropriations for the National Nuclear
Security Administration of the Department of Energy for fiscal year 2021 at the
levels specified in the funding table in division D of this Act.

Section 3102—Defense Environmental Cleanup

This section would authorize appropriations for defense environmental

cleanup for the Department of Energy for fiscal year 2021 at the levels specified in

the funding table in division D of this Act.

Section 3103—O0ther Defense Activities
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This section would authorize appropriations for other defense activities for
the Department of Energy for fiscal year 2021 at the levels specified in the funding
table in division D of this Act.

Section 3104—Nuclear Energy

This section would authorize appropriations for nuclear energy for the
Department of Energy for fiscal year 2021 at the levels specified in the funding
table in division D of this Act.

SUBTITLE B—PROGRAM AUTHORIZATIONS, RESTRICTIONS, LIMITATIONS, AND OTHER
MATTERS

Section 3111—Uncosted and Unobligated Amounts of National Nuclear Security
Administration

This section would require the National Nuclear Security Administration to
report in the President's annual budget request, for the next 5 fiscal years, uncosted
and unobligated balances by program element and the year in which the funds were
appropriated.

Section 3112—Extension of Limitation Relating to Reclassification of High Level
Waste

This section would extend by 1 year the prohibition on the Department of
Energy to reclassify high level waste in the state of Washington.

Section 3113—Independent Study on Effects of Use of Nuclear Weapons

This section would require the Administrator of the National Nuclear
Security Administration to enter into contract with the National Academies of
Sciences, Engineering, and Medicine to study the effects of nuclear use under
specific scenarios.

Section 3114—Reports on Diversity of Certain Contractor Employees of National
Nuclear Security Administration

This section would require the Administrator of the National Nuclear
Security Administration (NNSA) to submit a report to the congressional defense
committees on an annual basis through 2022 regarding diversity in hiring and
retention at the NNSA's laboratories plants and sites. This section would also
require the reports to be published on the Department of Energy website. This
section also contains the sense of Congress on the importance of hiring a highly
educated and diverse workforce as NNSA increases its workload in order to meet
modernization requirements.
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TITLE XXXII—DEFENSE NUCLEAR FACILITIES SAFETY BOARD
LEGISLATIVE PROVISIONS
Section 3201—Authorization

This section would authorize $28,836,000 for the Defense Nuclear Facilities
Safety Board.

TITLE XXXV—MARITIME ADMINISTRATION
LEGISLATIVE PROVISIONS
SUBTITLE A—MARITIME ADMINISTRATION
Section 3501—Authorization of the Maritime Administration

This section would authorize appropriations for the national security
aspects of the Maritime Administration for fiscal year 2021.

Section 3503—Nonapplicability of Requirement Relating to Minimum Number of
Operating Days for Vessels Operating under MSP Agreements

This section would waive the minimum number of operating days required
for vessels operating under maritime security program agreements.

DIVISION D—FUNDING TABLES

Section 4001—Authorization of Amounts in Funding Tables

This section would provide for the allocation of funds among programs,
projects, and activities in accordance with the tables in division D of this Act,
subject to reprogramming guidance in accordance with established procedures.

Consistent with the previously expressed views of the committee, this
section would also require that a decision by an agency head to commit, obligate, or
expend funds to a specific entity on the basis of such funding tables be based on
merit-based selection procedures in accordance with the requirements of section
2304(k) and section 2374 of title 10, United States Code, and other applicable
provisions of law.

Soldier Enhancement Program

The budget request contained no funds for the Soldier Enhancement
Program (SEP). The committee is disappointed and concerned by the absence of
funds in the budget request, as well as across the Future Years Defense Program.

The committee commends the work accomplished to date by the SEP
through the Program Executive Office-Soldier that continues to provide critically
needed improvements and upgrades to individual soldier equipment. This program
was created by Congress and mandated to evaluate and, where appropriate, type
classify existing prototypes or commercially available items that enhance soldiers'
ability to execute their combat missions. The committee notes that through soldier-
led evaluations, SEP initiatives resulted in the procurement of items that meet
current operational needs, close a capability gap, provide real-time operational
feedback, inform requirements, generate new requirements or transition a system
into a new or existing Program of Record. The committee also notes that
approximately 40 percent of the Program Executive Office-Soldier portfolio was
started or initiated within SEP, such as Soldier Borne Sensors, AT 4 Confined
Space Warhead, Polymer Magazines, and 50 Cal. Quick Change Barrel.

Therefore, the committee recommends $5.0 million for continuation of the
SEP. The committee also directs the Secretary of the Army to provide a briefing to
the House Committee on Armed Services, not later than December 1, 2020, on the
current and future programs being evaluated by the SEP.

AIRCRAFT PROCUREMENT, AIR FORCE
Items of Special Interest
Wide area motion imagery

The budget request contained $121.5 million in PE 0305206F, Airborne
Reconnaissance Systems, but no funding for continued development of Gorgon Stare
(GS) wide area motion imagery (WAMI) surveillance capabilities. The committee is
aware that the GS WAMI system supports multiple daily orbits in the U.S. Central
Command area of operations with critical intelligence, surveillance, and
reconnaissance (ISR). Other combatant commands have requested WAMI
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capability, but the Air Force lacks enough systems to satisfy all combatant
command requirements.

The committee 1s concerned that, despite daily operational tasking, and
despite GS WAMI having been designated as a program of record in 2014, there is
still no budget request for modernization of this combat-proven ISR system. The
committee notes that prior year congressional funding has helped GS develop
beyond-line-of-sight communications, near vertical direction finding, and multi-
intelligence capabilities. Additional funding is needed to modernize sensor tip and
cue, sensor field of view, and to optimize machine learning in support of Project
MAVEN.

Therefore, the committee recommends $131.5 million, an increase of $10
million, in PE 0305206F for WAMI enhancements. The committee further directs
the Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff to provide a report to the House
Committee on Armed Services by March 1, 2021, on the plan for apportionment of
Gorgon Stare to meet geographic combatant commanders’ requirements worldwide.

PROCUREMENT, DEFENSE-WIDE
Items of Special Interest

Increased research for counter unmanned aircraft systems in austere locations
abroad

The budget request contained $293.3 million for Warrior Systems. Of this
amount, $12.5 million was requested for the counter unmanned aircraft system
(cUAS) program.

The committee notes that there is currently an operational requirement for
increased research and development into cUAS capabilities. Recent events in Syria,
Iraq, and Djibouti highlight that this is an increasing threat to military personnel
engaged in countering violent extremism and great power competition missions
which, if left underdeveloped, the committee understands to be an immediate threat
challenging U.S. strategic locations abroad.

The committee is aware of the efforts underway by the U.S. Army to
evaluate and field alternative cUAS capabilities to meet the force protection needs
of the joint force. The committee supports U.S. Army efforts, but appreciates the
testing and experimentation of such emergent cUAS capabilities in austere
locations facilitated by U.S. Special Operations Command (USSOCOM). Given the
rapid pursuit of armed unmanned aircraft systems (UAS) technologies by
adversaries of the United States, the committee understands that desirable criteria
for any cUAS technologies must be able to autonomously search, identify, and track
threats while fusing multiple data sources with the sense-making ability enabled by
radar, electro-optical, and infrared collection capabilities to employ an effect against
adversary UAS.

While the committee notes that such individual technologies exist today to
meet this force protection requirement, work remains to integrate these
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requirements in more austere environments. Therefore, the committee recommends
$17.5 million, an increase of $5.0 million, for further development of an integrated,
multi-sensor autonomous cUAS program.

Further, the committee directs the Commander, USSOCOM, to provide a
briefing to the House Committee on Armed Services by October 30, 2020, on the
efforts to develop and field test autonomous, multi-sensor cUAS capabilities in
austere environments. The briefing shall also include details on efforts to share best
practices and capability updates with the U.S. Army, as designated lead for cUAS
systems and strategies development for the joint force.

TITLE II—RESEARCH, DEVELOPMENT, TEST, AND EVALUATION
RESEARCH, DEVELOPMENT, TEST, AND EVALUATION, DEFENSE-WIDE
Items of Special Interest

Establishing a research consortium of excellence for irregular warfare and advanced
analytics

The budget request contained $35.6 million in PE 0601110D8Z for Basic
Research Initiatives.

The committee recognizes the importance of basic research and academic
engagement as critical to shaping the effectiveness of current and future national
security policies and strategy. The committee understands that there is currently a
wide range of social science research in the areas of irregular warfare that should be
leveraged, including the better use of, and integration with, existing research by
organizations maintaining public repositories of incidents related to acts of
terrorism, societal responses, and trends of sympathies towards violent extremist
ideologies. The committee believes that it is within the purview of the Department
of Defense, and specifically the Under Secretary of Defense for Research and
Engineering (USD(R&E)) to foster academically rigorous studies of these strategic
challenges facing the Department.

Academic research activities provide a foundational understanding for how
to assess the effectiveness of strategic and operational irregular warfare activities
and programs as the Department enhances non-kinetic efforts below the level of
armed conflict to compete with near-peer adversaries, while balancing existing
capabilities and efforts postured to counter violent extremist organizations. The
committee therefore believes that the USD(R&E) Basic Research Office should
establish a research consortium of excellence for irregular warfare and advanced
analytics.

The committee is aware the Department has been investing in the National
Consortium for the Study of Terrorism and Responses to Terrorism (START) and is
the largest consumer of data from this program. START is a university-based
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research and education center that provides an effective resource that has informed
current counterterrorism policies and strategy.

The committee therefore recommends $40.6 million, an increase of $5.0
million, in PE 0601110D8Z for Basic Research Initiatives to establish and fund the
START consortium as a research consortium of excellence for irregular warfare and
advanced analytics. Further, the committee directs the Under Secretary of Defense
for Research and Engineering to provide a briefing to the House Committee on
Armed Services by January 29, 2021, on the processes and procedures to establish
and fund the START consortium as a research consortium of excellence for irregular
warfare and advanced analytics.

Evaluation of emergent technologies in support of special operations forces in great
power competition

The budget request contained $137.2 million in PE 1160408BB for the
Operational Enhancements program.

The committee recognizes that continued investment and research in
emerging technologies such as Machine Learning/Artificial Intelligence (ML/AI) is
critical to securing the competitive advantage of the United States. The committee
remains committed to ensuring the Department of Defense continues to prioritize
the development of such capabilities, and is aware of a recent Government
Accountability Office report on long-range emerging threats facing the United
States that highlighted the aggressive pursuit of ML/AI technologies by our
adversaries.

The committee appreciates the substantial efforts by the Joint Artificial
Intelligence Center to establish standards, manage development, and integrate
ML/ATI technologies for the benefit of the Joint Force, and the close coordination
with US. Special Operations Command (USSOCOM). The committee notes the
importance of demonstrating the operational use of these capabilities in semi- and
non-permissive environments, such as those forces deployed from USSOCOM. The
committee 1s interested in better understanding the application of such capabilities
in strategically dynamic environments with near-peer adversaries.

Therefore, the committee directs the Director of the Joint Artificial
Intelligence Center, in coordination with Commander, USSOCOM, to provide a
briefing to the House Committee on Armed Services by November 1, 2020, on an
assessment of ML/AI technologies to enable operational maneuver, autonomous or
otherwise, in highly-contested environments with near-peer adversaries.

The committee recommends $147.2 million, an increase of $10.0 million, in
PE 1160408BB for the Operational Enhancements program.

TITLE VIII—ACQUISITION POLICY, ACQUISITION
MANAGEMENT, AND RELATED MATTERS

ITEMS OF SPECIAL INTEREST
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Assessment of Section 889 of the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal
Year 2019

The committee directs the Comptroller General of the United States to
submit a report to the congressional defense committees not later than August 13,
2026, on an assessment of the implementation of section 889 of the National
Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2019 (Public Law 115-232). The
assessment shall examine:

(1) the extent to which agencies have assessed applicability of section 889 to
their activities to include: identifying whether and how they use the prohibited
equipment, components, or services, to include those on Federal property; inventory
of active contracts or other agreements with an entity that uses prohibited
equipment, components, or services;

(2) the steps agencies have taken to implement section 889, to include:
contract actions or changes to agreements; removal of equipment or components
from programs and activities; description of waivers agencies have requested,
associated rationales, and their dispositions; and

(3) the challenges agencies face in implementing section 889 and
recommendations for improvement.

The committee further directs the Comptroller General to submit an
interim report to the congressional defense committees not later than August 13,
2021.

Briefing on Section 889 of the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year
2019

The committee reaffirms its ongoing national security concerns about
proliferation of video surveillance or telecommunications equipment in the Federal
and commercial space produced by Huawei, ZTE, Hytera, Hikvision, or Dahua, as
defined in section 889 of the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year
2019 (Public Law 115-232). Consistent with draft regulation issued in November
2019, and the anticipated August 2020 regulation related to this statute, the
committee directs the Secretary of Defense, in coordination with the Secretary of
Commerce, to provide a briefing to the House Committee on Armed Services not
later than December 1, 2020, on the implementation status of the full requirements
in section 889. This briefing should address the following:

(1) whether the final implementing regulation has been issued and, if not,
why;

(2) whether the interim rule prohibits "covered" equipment/services only if
they are a "substantial or essential component of any system", or as "critical
technology as part of any system";

(3) clarify how the Departments interpret “substantial or essential” as well
as “critical";

(4) how the Department of Commerce determines which “affiliates and
subsidiaries” are on the covered list;
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(5) the amount and type of exceptions and waivers that have been granted
to date, as allowed 1n section 889;

(6) whether the Departments plan to seek a delay to the August 2020
mandate, which bans agencies from contracting with a company that uses covered
equipment and services;

(7) how the Secretary of Defense, in consultation with the Director of
National Intelligence and the Director of the Federal Bureau of Investigation, would
designate additional entities believed to be owned or controlled by a foreign
government as authorized; and

(8) whether the Departments plan to make funds available for the
replacement of the prohibited covered equipment.

Consistency in the Management and Execution of Audits of Contractor Business
System Reviews Conducted by the Defense Contract Audit Agency

The committee notes that the Department of Defense is planning to
significantly increase the number of audits performed on contractor business
systems (CBS) during the next few fiscal years, particularly those audits for which
the Defense Contract Audit Agency (DCAA) has primary responsibility. The
Defense Contract Management Agency (DCMA) and DCAA generally conduct their
respective CBS reviews on a 3-year cycle. However, DCAA has fallen far short of
maintaining this schedule during fiscal years 2013 through 2018 and the
Government Accountability Office (GAO) recently reported that DCAA completed
only 9 of 76 planned CBS audits during fiscal year 2017. In order to “catch up,”
DCAA plans to significantly increase its annual pace and conduct almost 300 CBS
audits between fiscal years 2019 and 2022. In their report, the GAO also noted that
DCAA’s ability to meet its goal was dependent upon three factors, including:

(1) the ability to shift resources from conducting incurred cost audits to
business systems audits;

(2) the use of independent public accounting firms (IPAs) to perform a
portion of the incurred cost audits; and

(3) the ability of DCAA auditors to use new audit plans and complete the
required business system audits in a timely manner.

Further, the committee 1s aware of concerns about how DCAA contracted
for and oversaw the work of IPAs. The committee believes it is essential that DCAA
and DCMA improve their execution, management, and oversight of contractor
business systems reviews, including their use of IPAs.

Therefore, the committee directs the Comptroller General of the United
States to assess:

(1) whether DCAA and DCMA have improved their visibility into the
number of reviews needed to be conducted and the length of time it takes to resolve
issues identified during these reviews;
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(2) the progress made and challenges encountered, if any, by DCAA toward
achieving its goal of becoming current on all of its contractor business systems
audits by fiscal year 2022;

(3) the extent to which DCAA has used IPAs to help conduct incurred cost
audits; and

(4) the extent to which DCAA is collecting and using the lessons learned
from its initial use of IPAs to facilitate their use.

The committee further directs the Comptroller General to provide a briefing
to the House Committee on Armed Services by March 1, 2021, on preliminary
observations and submit a report to the congressional defense committees at a date
agreed upon at that time.

Department of Defense Proposal for Reports on Acquisition Programs and Activities

The committee notes that the Comptroller General of the United States
annual assessment of the Department of Defense’s acquisition programs plays an
important role in enabling the congressional defense committees’ detailed oversight
of the Defense Acquisition System.

Section 830(b) of the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year
2020 (Public Law 116-92) required the Secretary of Defense to submit to the
congressional defense committees not later than October 15, 2020, a proposal for an
alternative methodology for reporting on all acquisition programs that includes,
among other things, the reporting requirements for Selected Acquisition Reports.
The committee 1s aware that the Comptroller General’s annual assessment of
acquisition programs relies extensively on data included in Selected Acquisition
Reports. Therefore, the committee directs the Comptroller General to assess the
Secretary of Defense’s proposal for an alternative methodology. At a minimum, the
review shall address:

(1) potential benefits and challenges associated with the Department’s
proposed methodology as they relate to Comptroller General and congressional
oversight of the Defense Acquisition System, including the ability to report on
trends in acquisition program performance over time; and

(2) the extent to which the proposal includes reporting on elements of
program performance that align with acquisition best practices.

The committee further directs the Comptroller General to provide a briefing
to the House Committee on Armed Services not later than 120 days after the
submission of the Secretary of Defense’s report on the Comptroller General’s
preliminary findings and to submit a final report to the congressional defense
committees on a date agreed to at the time of the briefing.

Efforts to Improve the Domestic Nonavailability Waiver Process
The committee notes that there continues to be congressional interest in

how the Department of Defense executes its domestic nonavailability waiver
process, including how the Department communicates with private industry and
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determines whether there are new domestic sources available to meet the
Department's needs. Therefore, the committee directs the Assistant Secretary of
Defense for Sustainment to provide a briefing to the House Committee on Armed
Services not later than December 1, 2020, on the Department's domestic
nonavailability waiver process. The briefing shall address recent actions taken by
the Department, including waivers granted under sections 2533a and 2533b of title
10, United States Code, since the related briefing required by the National Defense
Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2020 (Public Law 116-92), and new efforts to
develop domestic supplies.

Efforts to Streamline the Internal Control Audit Framework Used to Evaluate
Contractor Business Systems

The committee recognizes that consistent with a recommendation of the
Section 809 Panel Report, streamlining the Department of Defense's 18
government-unique criteria used to assess contractor business systems is
anticipated to result in more efficient, effective, objective, and material audits. The
committee urges the Department to review the system criteria used to audit
contractor systems (Cost Estimating Systems, Earned Value Management Systems,
Material Management and Accounting Systems, Purchasing Systems, and Property
Management Systems) to determine whether an internal control audit framework
consistent with private sector auditing standards would provide a more efficient
and effective approach to auditing these systems as compared to the current
government-unique system criteria set forth in the Defense Federal Acquisition
Regulation Supplement. The committee directs the Secretary of Defense to provide
a briefing to the House Committee on Armed Services not later than February 1,
2021, on how the Department plans to improve its audit framework and its timeline
for doing so.

Incremental Funding of Services Contracts

The committee is concerned about the use of incremental funding in
services contracts and its potential impact on contractor performance and outcomes
at the Department of Defense. The committee acknowledges that the frequent use of
continuing resolutions has forced the Department to operate with less or uncertain
funding for longer periods of time and may be incrementally funding contracted
work, even when the services under contract are non-severable. However, the
committee also recognizes that this may create an administrative burden,
particularly on small businesses, and further, could result in suboptimal contractor
performance.

Therefore, the committee directs the Comptroller General of the United
States to:

(1) assess whether buying activities in the Department of Defense
incrementally funded work required under contracts for services awarded during
the fiscal years 2017, 2018, 2019;
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(2) describe whether the regulations applicable to procurement or fiscal law
permits or facilitates such incremental funding;

(3) describe the processes by which the buying activities justify, approve,
and monitor the use of incremental funding of services contracts; and

(4) describe whether the use of incremental funding on contracts for
services poses administrative burdens, financial risks, or performance challenges to
either the Department or its contractors.

The committee further directs the Comptroller General to provide a briefing
to the House Committee on Armed Services by March 1, 2021, on the Comptroller
General's preliminary findings and to submit a final report on a date agreed to at
the time of the briefing.

Report on Cybersecurity Maturity Model Certification

The committee acknowledges that the Department of Defense has taken
initial steps to ensure that its contractors are aware of the actions necessary to
protect the government's data and networks from cybersecurity threats. However,
the committee 1s concerned that there remain key unanswered questions about how
1t will implement its cybersecurity framework, especially given the level of
collaboration necessary between industry and government for its success.

Therefore, the committee directs the Under Secretary of Defense for
Acquisition and Sustainment to submit a report to the congressional defense
committees by January 15, 2021, regarding the Cybersecurity Maturity Model
Certification (CMMC) program. The report shall address the following:

(1) the estimated annual costs to the Department to implement CMMC and
the estimated annual costs to the Department for CMMC expenses that will be
considered an allowable cost on a government contract for each of fiscal years 2020
through 2024,

(2) the estimated costs for compliance and certification for each category of
small, medium-sized, and large businesses, by CMMC tier;

(3) the status of Department efforts to revise regulations, issues related to
current contract clauses, the timelines proposed for each step in the regulatory
process, and the planned applicability to contracts once a final regulation is
implemented;

(4) the efforts of the Department to incorporate CMMC training into the
Department's and Defense Acquisition University’s training requirements;

(5) the efforts of the Department to address issues surrounding exclusivity
of the standard and the certification across the enterprise;

(6) a discussion of the roles, responsibilities, and liabilities for the prime
contractors and subcontractors with regard to the assigning of the CMMC tier;

(7) a discussion of the plan for the CMMC Accreditation Board to engage
and train the appropriate resources to conduct certifications for the defense
industrial base as it pertains to the timelines included in the Department’s rollout

of CMMC;
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(8) a plan for the Department to obtain and retain the CMMC Accreditation
Board as the exclusive provider of CMMC certifications; and

(9) a discussion of how the CMMC Accreditation Board will prioritize the
requests for CMMC certification and the factors used to determine priority, if any,
specifically with regard to company size, sole source contracting, and the timelines
included in the Department’s rollout of CMMC.

Report on Source Content Supplier for Major Defense Acquisition Programs

The committee believes the Department of Defense’s acquisition processes
should be in line with the standards of the Buy American Act of 1933 (Public Law
72-428). The committee also believes the Department should set a goal to acquire
and procure American-made equipment and products where possible to ensure a
strong national industrial base to support warfighters in time of need.

Therefore, the committee directs the Secretary of Defense to submit a
report to the congressional defense committees not later than March 1, 2021,
assessing the source content of procurement carried out in connection with major
defense acquisition programs (as defined in section 2430 of title 10, United States
Code). The report shall include the proportion of items procured in connection with
a major defense acquisition program that are manufactured in the United States
which are substantially all from articles, materials, or supplies mined, produced, or
manufactured in the United States.

The report shall also include a detailed description of which components of
major defense acquisition programs are sole-sourced from a foreign supplier,
including those sourced from a member of the North Atlantic Treaty Organization
or a country that otherwise qualifies for a waiver under the Buy American Act. The
report should be organized by major defense acquisition program and may contain a
classified annex, but should be unclassified to the extent practicable.

Status of Implementing Regulations Related to Procurement Administrative Lead
Times

The committee notes that section 886 of the National Defense
Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2018 (Public Law 115-91) and section 878 of the
National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2019 (Public Law 115-232)
required the Department of Defense and Administrator of the Office of Federal
Procurement Policy, respectively, to define, track, and publicly report on
Procurement Administrative Lead Times (PALT) within 180 days of the date of the
enactment of the Acts. The committee understands that the Department and the
Administrator have taken positive steps to implement requirements to define,
track, and report on PALT but, to date, have not met the statutorily imposed
deadlines for implementation. Therefore, the committee directs the Secretary of
Defense and the Administrator to increase the priority of these regulations and to
each provide a briefing to the House Committee on Armed Services by November 1,
2020, on progress in finalizing the implementation of these regulations.
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Strategic and Critical Materials in Department of Defense Industrial Base

The committee supports the Department of Defense’s recent investments in
upgrading domestic manufacturing through the Industrial Base Analysis and
Sustainment (IBAS) program. The committee is encouraged by the Department’s
latest effort to mitigate supply chain vulnerabilities and address strategic material
gaps. The IBAS program is an effective tool to support the domestic defense
industrial base and can be further utilized to strengthen the critical materials
industry, often metals such as tungsten, neodymium iron boron magnets, niobium,
indium, gallium, germanium, and tin. The committee notes these materials are
economically important, enabling emerging technologies as a result of their unique
properties. These metals are essential in United States military applications as well
as medical, electronics, 5G, automobile, aerospace, and solar industries, supporting
both national security and sustainable living. Rare earth minerals and elements are
necessary components of technology and defense tools, including smartphones,
computer chips, radar sensors, and other electronics.

The Strategic and Critical Materials Stockpiling Act of 1939 provides for
the acquisition and retention of certain strategic and critical materials. It is in the
Defense Logistics Agency’s (DLA) mission to foster the conservation and
development of domestic sources within the United States thereby abating
dangerous and costly dependence on foreign sources and single points of failure.
Despite the act, the United States import of these metals amounted to 392 thousand
metric tons (mt) between 2014 and 2018 whereby the consumption amounted to 89
percent. Additionally, the United States has no stockpile for these critical metals
except 4mt of 95 percent contaminated tin. Per World Mine Productions and
Reserves (2017 Estimates), the United States 1s one of the five countries that does
not produce rare earth metals and has only 1.17 percent of the world’s total.

Therefore, the committee directs the Secretary of Defense to include in the
submission of the Annual Industrial Capabilities Report to Congress not later than
March 1, 2021, as required by section 2504 of title 10, United States Code, a report
on the state of the domestic supply chain, economic importance, risks associated,
and availability of rare earth metals, including tungsten, neodymium iron boron
magnets, niobium, indium, gallium, germanium, and tin. The assessment shall
evaluate the need to stockpile these elements along with others the Department
identifies due to their critical role for national security and sourcing from foreign
entities.

TITLE IX—DEPARTMENT OF DEFENSE ORGANIZATION AND
MANAGEMENT

ITEMS OF SPECIAL INTEREST

Assistant Secretary of Defense for Space and Strategic Deterrence
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The committee notes the benefit and importance of establishing an
Assistant Secretary of Defense for policy with responsibility for space, nuclear
deterrence and missile defense policy in order to realign policy on strategic
deterrence. The committee directs the Secretary of Defense to provide a briefing to
the House Committee on Armed Services by October 30, 2020, on realigning nuclear
deterrence, missile defense, and space policy under one assistant secretary in order
to streamline deterrence policy development and to adequately inform acquisition of
capabilities to support strategic deterrence.

TITLE X—GENERAL PROVISIONS
ITEMS OF SPECIAL INTEREST
OTHER MATTERS
Audit Innovation

The committee continues to be interested in the Department of Defense’s
efforts to incorporate commercial digital technologies, such as robotic process
automation, cognitive and artificial intelligence to improve the quality and richness
of financial data, and eliminate manual process and complex financial
reconciliations, and accelerate the Department’s goal of auditable financial
statements. Furthermore, the committee is interested in the Department’s
leveraging of data gleaned from these systems and utilized beyond the financial
statement audit to derive meaningful insights and inform strategic and operational
decisions.

Therefore, the committee directs the Secretary of Defense to submit a
report to the House Committee on Armed Services by January 31, 2021, on the
adoption of advanced analytics in the execution of the Financial Improvement and
Audit Remediation Plan and how they may be used to improve mission analytics,
measuring and improving audit performance, identifying inefficiencies,
redundancies and news risks, and preventing fraud, waste, and abuse. In addition,
the report should include an understanding of the Department’s efforts to
standardize and improve data fidelity across the enterprise. Finally, an
understanding on how the Department is implementing key initiatives to address
future financial management workforce needs in data and technology skill sets.

Report on Service Consolidation of General Ledger Financial Management Systems

The committee recognizes the progress made by the Department of Defense
towards an unmodified audit opinion, but remains aware that audit readiness and
remediation efforts must lead to and be aligned with further efficiencies and process
improvements if the investment of time and effort into the audit is to be fully
leveraged. In particular, the committee recognizes the significant efforts made to
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date by the military services to consolidate enterprise software and general ledger
financial management systems in their business operations, and encourages the
military services to continue to reduce the number of such systems. The committee
directs the Secretaries of the Army, Air Force, and Navy each to provide a report to
the House Committee on Armed Services not later than January 31, 2021,
specifying the date by which each military service will achieve consolidation to a
single general ledger financial management system, detailing efforts and funding
critical to achieving consolidation, possible ways to accelerate consolidation, and
such additional information as each Secretary deems appropriate.

TITLE XII—MATTERS RELATING TO FOREIGN NATIONS
ITEMS OF SPECIAL INTEREST
Authorities for U.S. Military Personnel in Syria

The committee remains concerned that the United States Strategy for Syria
expresses objectives that cannot be achieved with the means identified.
Furthermore, the committee is concerned about the stated purpose of U.S. military
forces serving in Syria and tasks assigned to those forces. The committee directs the
Secretary of Defense to provide a briefing to the House Committee on Armed
Services not later than October 30, 2020, on the applicable domestic and
international legal authorities that would authorize the U.S. military presence in
oilfields in northeast Syria and to deny the Government of Syria access to them.

Efforts to Implement the Foreign Investment Risk Review Modernization Act

The committee recognizes the United States’ status as the world’s largest
recipient of foreign direct investment. The committee understands the importance
of balancing the many benefits of foreign direct investment to the U.S. economy
with the associated risks to U.S. national security. The committee supports the
Department of Defense’s collaborative efforts and innovative measures to protect
the defense industrial base and the U.S. critical infrastructure and critical
technology sectors from such national security risks. The committee recognizes the
Department of Defense’s essential role, as a frequent co-lead agency and voting
member of the Committee on Foreign Investment in the United States (CFIUS), in
preventing and mitigating national security threats related to foreign direct
investment. The committee is aware that the Foreign Investment Risk Review
Modernization Act of 2018 (FIRRMA), which was signed into law as part of the John
S. McCain National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2019 (Public Law
115-232), significantly strengthened and expanded CFIUS’ jurisdiction to address
emerging threats to U.S. national security.

To better understand the initial impacts of FIRRMA implementation on the
Department of Defense, the committee directs the Under Secretary of Defense for
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Acquisition and Sustainment to provide a briefing to the House Committee on
Armed Services, not later than January 1, 2021. Such briefing shall include an
assessment of the following:

(1) the Department’s ability to monitor and enforce compliance with
mitigation agreements;

(2) the Department’s efforts to incorporate findings and recommendations
from the “Protecting Critical Technology Task Force” in its review and mitigation
processes;

(3) the Department’s efforts to assist allies and partners with establishing
foreign direct investment screening processes that are similar to CFIUS;

(4) the impact on the Department’s ability to attract and work with startup
companies producing emerging technologies that receive funding from venture
capital companies; and

(5) any other impacts to the Department associated with FIRRMA
1mplementation.

Military Exchanges between Senior Officers and Officials of the United States and
Taiwan

The committee endeavors to fully understand the extent of the exchange of
officials between the United States and Taiwan at all levels and the impact of the
exchanges on military-to-military relations and Taiwan's self-defense capabilities.
Therefore, the committee directs the Secretary of Defense to provide a briefing to
the House Committee on Armed Services not later than December 1, 2020, on
exchanges between senior military officers and senior officials of the United States
and Taiwan. At a minimum, the briefing shall cover:

(1) the objectives of military exchanges between senior officers and officials
of the United States and Taiwan;

(2) the number of exchanges in the two previous calendar years;

(3) the primary focus of each such exchange;

(4) a summary of exchanges that were focused on threat analysis, military
doctrine, force planning, logistical support, intelligence collection and analysis,
operational tactics, techniques, and procedures, and humanitarian and disaster
relief;

(5) the number and primary focus of exchanges planned for the following
calendar year; and

(6) any other relevant matters the Secretary of Defense determines should
be included.

Report on Activities and Resources Necessary to Achieve the Objectives of the Indo-
Pacific Reassurance Initiative

The committee believes that the Department of Defense's resource

requirements should be forward-looking and driven by strategy. Additionally, the
committee requires a detailed summary of those requirements in order to meet its
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oversight responsibilities. Therefore, the committee is including a complimentary
requirement, similar to a requirement appearing elsewhere in this Act, to inform
the committee's deliberations in fiscal year 2022.

The committee directs the Secretary of Defense, in consultation with the
Commander of U.S. Indo-Pacific Command, to submit a report to the congressional
defense committees not later than February 1, 2021, on the activities and resources
necessary to achieve the objectives of the Indo-Pacific Reassurance Initiative. The
report shall be unclassified but may contain a classified annex. At a minimum, the
report shall include:

(1) a summary of progress made towards meeting the objectives of the Indo-
Pacific Reassurance Initiative.

(2) an assessment of resource requirements to achieve the objectives of the
Indo-Pacific Reassurance Initiative.

(3) an assessment of capabilities requirements to achieve the objectives of
the Indo-Pacific Reassurance Initiative.

(4) an assessment of logistics requirements, including force enablers,
equipment, supplies, storage, and maintenance requirements, to achieve the
objectives of the initiative.

(5) the intended force structure and posture of the assigned and allocated
forces within the area of responsibility of the U.S. Indo-Pacific Command for the
last fiscal year of the plan and the manner in which such force structure and
posture support the objectives of the Initiative.

(6) an assessment of logistics requirements, including force enablers,
equipment, supplies, storage, fuel storage and distribution, and maintenance
requirements, to achieve the objectives of the Indo-Pacific Reassurance Initiative.

(7) an analysis of the challenges to the ability of the United States to deploy
necessary forces from the continental United States to the Indo-Pacific theater in
the event of a major contingency, and a description of the plans of the Department
of Defense, including military exercises, to address such challenges.

(8) an assessment and plan for security cooperation investments to enhance
the objectives of the Indo-Pacific Reassurance Initiative.

(9) a plan to resource U.S. force posture and capabilities, including: (a) the
infrastructure capacity of existing locations and their ability to accommodate
additional U.S. forces in the Indo-Pacific; (b) the potential new locations for
additional U.S. forces in the Indo-Pacific, including an assessment of infrastructure
and military construction resources necessary to accommodate additional U.S.
forces in the Indo-Pacific; (c) a detailed timeline to achieve desired posture
requirements; (d) a detailed assessment of the resources necessary to achieve the
requirements of the plan, including specific cost estimates for each project under the
Indo-Pacific Reassurance Initiative to support optimized presence, exercises and
training, enhanced prepositioning, improved infrastructure, and building
partnership capacity; and (e) a detailed timeline to achieve the force posture and
capabilities, including force requirements.
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(10) any other matters the Secretary of Defense determines should be
included.

Security Sector Assistance Training for Foreign Students

The committee 1s aware that the United States has trained foreign partner
forces for decades and the Department of Defense conducts security sector
assistance related training for international military students from around the
world. The committee supports the goal that training international military
students advances U.S. national security interests by building defense partnerships
and facilitating interoperability with our foreign partners. The committee is aware
that the Secretary of Defense directed a review of vetting procedures for all
international military students who train in the United States. The committee
supports such a review. The committee is aware that the Department already
implemented certain modifications to vetting procedures, and that additional
modifications may be forthcoming, which may impact the population of
international military students training in the United States.

Therefore, the committee directs the Secretary of Defense to provide a
briefing to the House Committee on Armed Services not later than March 1, 2021,
on foreign partner force training in the United States. Such briefing shall, at a
minimum, include results of the Secretary’s review of vetting procedures for
international military students, any changes to policies and procedures as a result
of such review, the current locations for international military student training
(including flight training), the number of international military students being
trained at each location, the type of training, the potential impact of modified
vetting procedures to the international military student population at all locations,
and measures being taken to ensure that the goals of training international military
students in the United States are achieved.

Defense Nuclear Nonproliferation

Incident at Harborview Research and Training Facility
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The committee notes the release of the Joint Investigation Report on the
breach of the sealed source and resultant contamination of personnel, observers, the
Harborview Research and Training Facility and local environment that occurred in
May 2019. The report concluded that "[t]his event was preventable. It was the
result of weak and partially implemented processes within the Department of
Energy, Triad, and INIS." The committee notes the National Nuclear Security
Administration's (NNSA) efforts to understand the causes of this incident and to
ensure that any and all remediation necessary is completed in a safe and timely
manner, and the committee emphasizes the need and to improve oversight and
accountability at the subcontractor, contractor, and Federal levels.

Therefore, the committee directs the Administrator of the National Nuclear
Security Administration to provide a briefing to the House Committee on Armed
Services not later than October 30, 2020, on the report and remediation activities.
The briefing shall include the following elements:

(1) NNSA's efforts and progress in implementing findings and
recommendations of the report;

(2) status of remediation efforts and timelines for completion;

(3) total costs expected to complete remediation;

(4) any actions taken to ensure accountability for the incident at the
subcontractor, contractor, and Federal levels, and any barriers to doing so; and

(5) any other lessons learned to reduce the risk of another incident, and to
1mprove safety and emergency planning.

  (A) An evaluation of the water sources and supply connections for a military installation, including water flow rate and extent of competition for the water sources. 
  (B) An evaluation of the age, condition, and jurisdictional control of water infrastructure serving the military installation. 
  (C) An evaluation of the military installation’s water-security risks related to drought-prone climates, impacts of defense water usage on regional water demands, water quality, and legal issues, such as water rights disputes. 
  (D) An evaluation of the resiliency of the military installation’s water supply and the overall health of the aquifer basin of which the water supply is a part, including the robustness of the resource, redundancy, and ability to recover from disruption. 
  (E) An evaluation of existing water metering and consumption at the military installation, considered at a minimum— 
  (i) by type of installation activity, such as training, maintenance, medical, housing, and grounds maintenance and landscaping; and 
  (ii) by fluctuations in consumption, including peak consumption by quarter. 
  (c) Evaluation of installations for potential net zero water usage 
  (1) Evaluation required The Secretary concerned shall conduct an evaluation of each military installation under the jurisdiction of the Secretary to determine the potential for the military installation, or at a minimum certain installation activities, to achieve net zero water usage. 
  (2) Elements Required elements of each evaluation shall include the following: 
  (A) An evaluation of alternative water sources to offset use of freshwater, including water recycling and harvested rainwater for use as non-potable water. 
  (B) An evaluation of the practicality of implementing Department of Energy guidelines for net zero water usage, when practicable to minimize water consumption and wastewater discharge in buildings scheduled for renovation. 
  (C) An evaluation of the practicality of implementing net zero water usage technology into new construction in water-constrained areas, as determined by water management and security assessments conducted under subsection (b). 
  (d) Improved Landscaping management practices 
  (1) Landscaping management The Secretary concerned shall implement, to the maximum extent practicable, at each military installation under the jurisdiction of the Secretary landscaping management practices to increase water resilience and ensure greater quantities of water availability for operational, training, and maintenance requirements. 
  (2) Arid or semi-arid climates For military installations located in arid or semi-arid climates, landscaping management practices shall include the use of xeriscaping.  
  (3) Non-arid climates For military installations located in arid or non-arid climates, landscaping management practices shall include the use of plants common to the region in which the installation is located and native grasses and plants. 
  (4) Pollinator Conservation Reference Guide The Secretary concerned shall follow the recommendations of the Department of Defense Pollinator Conservation Reference Guide (September 2018) to the maximum extent practicable in order to reduce operation and maintenance costs related to landscaping management, while improving area management. Consistent with such guide, in the preparation of a military installation landscaping plan, the Secretary concerned should consider the following: 
  (A) Adding native flowering plants to sunny open areas and removing overhanging tree limbs above open patches within forested areas or dense shrub. 
  (B) Removing or controlling invasive plants to improve pollinator habitat. 
  (C) Preserving known and potential pollinator nesting and overwintering sites. 
  (D) Eliminating or minimizing pesticide use in pollinator habitat areas. 
  (E) Mowing in late fall or winter after plants have bloomed and set seed, adjusting timing to avoid vulnerable life stages of special status pollinators. 
  (F) Mowing mid-day when adult pollinators can avoid mowing equipment. 
  (e) Implementation report 
  (1) Report required Not later than one year after the date of the enactment of this Act, the Secretary of Defense, in coordination with the other Secretaries concerned, shall submit to the Committees on Armed Services of the Senate and the House of Representatives a report on the progress made in implementing this section. 
  (2) Report elements The report shall include the following: 
  (A) The methodology developed under subsection (b) to conduct water management and security assessments. 
  (B) A list of the military installations that have been assessed using such methodology and a description of the findings.

  (2) The terms  Secretary concerned and  Secretary mean the Secretary of a military department and the Secretary of Defense with respect to the Pentagon Reservation. 
  (3) The term  xeriscaping means landscape design that emphasizes low water use and drought-tolerant plants that require little or no supplemental irrigation.

  (a) Pilot program authorized The Secretary of Defense may conduct a pilot program (to be known as the Emergency Diesel Generator Microgrid Program) to evaluate the feasibility and cost effectiveness of connecting existing diesel generators at a military installation selected pursuant to subsection (c) to create and support one or more microgrid configurations at the installation capable of providing full-scale electrical power for the defense critical facilities located at the installation during an emergency involving the loss of external electric power supply caused by an extreme weather condition, manmade intentional infrastructure damage, or other circumstances. 
  (b) Goal of pilot program The goals of the Emergency Diesel Generator Microgrid Program are— 
  (1) to test assumptions about lower operating and maintenance costs, parts interchangeability, lower emissions, lower fuel usage, increased resiliency, increased reliability, and reduced need for emergency diesel generators; and 
  (2) to establish design criteria that could be used to build and sustain emergency diesel generator microgrids at other military installations. 
  (c) Pilot program locations As the locations to conduct the Emergency Diesel Generator Microgrid Program, the Secretary of Defense shall select two major military installations located in different geographical regions of the United States that the Secretary determines— 
  (1) are defense critical electric infrastructure sites or contain, or are served by, defense critical electric infrastructure; 
  (2) contain more than one defense critical function for national defense purposes and the mission assurance of such critical defense facilities are paramount to maintaining national defense and force projection capabilities at all times; and 
  (3) face unique electric energy supply, delivery, and distribution challenges that, based on the geographic location of the installations and the overall physical size of the installations, adversely impact rapid electric infrastructure restoration after an interruption. 
  (d) Specifications of diesel generators and microgrid 
  (1) Generator specifications The Secretary of Defense shall use existing diesel generators that are sized >/= 750kW output. 
  (2) Microgrid specifications The Secretary of Defense shall create the microgrid using commercially available and proven designs and technologies. The existing diesel generators used for the microgrid should be spaced within 1.0 to 1.5 mile of each other and, using a dedicated underground electric cable network, be tied into a microgrid configuration sufficient to supply mission critical facilities within the service area of the microgrid. A selected military installation may contain more than one such microgrid under the Emergency Diesel Generator Microgrid Program.  
  (e) Program authorities The Secretary of Defense may use the authority under section 2914 of title 10, United States Code (known as the Energy Resilience and Conservation Investment Program) and energy savings performance contracts to conduct the Emergency Diesel Generator Microgrid Program. 
  (f) Definitions For purposes of the Emergency Diesel Generator Microgrid Program: 
  (1) The term  defense critical electric infrastructure has the meaning given that term in section 215A of the Federal Power Act (16 U.S.C. 824o–1). 
  (2) The term  energy savings performance contract has the meaning given that term in section 804(3) of the National Energy Conservation Policy Act (42 U.S.C. 8287c(3)).  
  (3) The term  existing diesel generators means diesel generators located, as of the date of the enactment of this Act, at a major military installation selected as a location for the Emergency Diesel Generator Microgrid Program and intended for emergency use. 
  (4) The term  major military installation has the meaning given that term in section 2864 of title 10, United States Code.   
  2827 [Log71111]. Improved electrical metering of Department of Defense infrastructure supporting critical missions 
  (a) Options to improve electrical metering The Secretary of Defense and the Secretaries of the military departments shall improve the metering of electrical energy usage of covered defense structures to accurately determine energy consumption by such a structure to increase energy efficiency and improve energy resilience, using any combination of the options specified in subsection (b) or such other methods as the Secretary concerned considers practicable. 
  (b) Metering options Electrical energy usage options to be considered for a covered defense structure include the following: 
  (1) Installation of a smart meter at the electric power supply cable entry point of the covered defense structure, with remote data storage and retrieval capability using cellular communication, to provide historical energy usage data on an hourly basis to accurately determine the optimum cost effective energy efficiency and energy resilience measures for the covered defense structure. 
  (2) Use of an energy usage audit firm to individually meter the covered defense structure using clamp-on meters and data storage to provide year–long electric energy load profile data, particularly in the case of a covered defense structure located in climates with highly variable use based on weather or temperature changes to accurately identify electric energy usage demand for both peak and off peak periods for a covered defense structure. 
  (3) Manual collection and calculation of the connected load via nameplate data survey of all the connected electrical devices for the covered defense structure and comparing it to the designed maximum rating of the incoming electric supply to determine the maximum electrical load for the covered defense structure. 
  (c) Consideration of partnerships The Secretary of Defense and the Secretaries of the military departments shall consider the use of arrangements (known as public-private partnerships) with appropriate entities outside the Government to reduce the cost of carrying out this section. 
  (d) Definitions In this section: 
  (1) The term  covered defense structure means any infrastructure under the jurisdiction of the Department of Defense inside the United States that the Secretary of Defense or the Secretary of the military department concerned determines— 
  (A) is used to support a critical mission of the Department; and 
  (B) is located at a military installation with base-wide resilient power. 
  (2) The term  energy resilience has the meaning given that term in section 101(e)(6) of title 10, United States Code.   
  (e) Implementation report As part of the Department of Defense energy management report to be submitted under section 2925 of title 10, United States Code, during fiscal year 2022, the Secretary of Defense shall include information on the progress being made to comply with the requirements of this section.

  2831 [Log71046]. Transfer of administrative jurisdiction, Naval Support Activity Panama City, Florida, parcel 
  (a) Transfer to the Secretary of the Navy Administrative jurisdiction over the parcel of Federal land consisting of approximately 1.23 acres located within Naval Support Activity Panama City, Florida, and used by the Department of the Navy pursuant to Executive Order 10355 of May 26, 1952, and Public Land Order Number 952 of April 6, 1954, is transferred from the Secretary of the Interior to the Secretary of the Navy. 
  (b) Land survey The exact acreage and legal description of the Federal land transferred by subsection (a) shall be determined by a survey satisfactory to the Secretary of the Navy and the Secretary of the Interior. 
  (c) Consideration and reimbursement 
  (1) No consideration The transfer made by subsection (a) shall be without consideration. 
  (2) Reimbursement The Secretary of the Navy shall reimburse the Secretary of the Interior for any costs incurred by the Secretary of the Interior under subsection (b) in conducting the survey and preparing the legal description of the Federal land transferred by subsection (a). 
  (d) Status of land after transfer Upon transfer of the Federal land by subsection (a), the land shall cease to be public land and shall be treated as property (as defined in section 102(9) of title 40, United States Code) under the administrative jurisdiction of the Secretary of the Navy.

  2843 [Log 70808]. Renewal of Nevada Test and Training Range land withdrawal and reservation Notwithstanding section 3015 of the Military Lands Withdrawal Act of 1999 (title XXX of Public Law 106–65; 113 Stat. 892), the withdrawal and reservation of lands (known as the Nevada Test and Training Range) made by section 3011(b) of such Act (113 Stat. 886) shall terminate on November 6, 2046.  
  2844 [Log71047]. Specified duration of White Sands Missile Range land withdrawal and reservation and reservation of airspace for northern and western extension areas 
  (a) Duration of land withdrawal and reservation The withdrawal and reservation of lands (known as the White Sands Missile Range) made by section 2951 of the Military Land Withdrawals Act of 2013 (title XXIX of Public Law 113–66; 127 Stat. 1039), and the special airspace reservation made by this section, shall terminate on October 1, 2046.  
  (b) Airspace reservation area 
  (1) Reservation The airspace of the airspace reservation area, excluding the portion of the airspace reservation area under the administrative jurisdiction of the Secretary of the Army, is reserved for use by the Secretary of the Army for military purposes consisting of overflight research, development, test, and evaluation and training. 
  (2) Army lands The portion of the airspace reservation area under the administrative jurisdiction of the Secretary of the Army is reserved for use by the Secretary of the Army for military purposes as determined by the Secretary of the Army. 
  (c) Description of airspace For purposes of applying the reservation made by subsection (b), the airspace of the airspace reservation area is deemed to begin 50 feet above the surface estate of the lands included in the airspace reservation area. 
  (d) Exception from height restrictions The Secretary of the Army may permit, on a case-by-case basis, the erection into the airspace of the airspace reservation area of a structure that extends higher than 50 feet in height above the surface estate. 
  (e) Maps and legal descriptions Section 3012 of the Military Land Withdrawals Act of 2013 (title XXIX of Public Law 113–66; 127 Stat. 1026) shall apply with respect to the maps referred to in subsection (a) and the preparation of legal descriptions of the airspace reservation area, except that the reference to the date of the enactment of that Act shall be deemed to refer to the date of the enactment of this Act. 
  (f) Rule of construction regarding existing agreements The reservation of the airspace reservation area made by subsection (b) shall not be construed to alter the terms, operation, or duration of any agreement entered into before the date of the enactment of this Act by the Secretary of the Army or the Secretary of the Interior involving any portion of the lands included in the airspace reservation area, and the Secretaries shall continue to comply with the terms of any such agreement. 
  (g) Airspace reservation area defined In this section, the term  airspace reservation area means the approximately 341,415 acres of public land (including interests in land) in Socorro and Torrance Counties, New Mexico, and the approximately 352,115 acres of public land (including interests in land) in Sierra, Socorro, and Doña Ana Counties, New Mexico, depicted as Northern Call-Up Area and Western Call-Up Area, respectively, on the maps entitled  WSMR Northern Call-Up Area and  WSMR Western Call-Up Area, both dated August 16, 2016. These lands include approximately 10,775 acres under the administrative jurisdiction of the Secretary of the Army.

  (a) Findings Congress makes the following findings:

  (4) A foreign flagged tanking vessel support strategy induces excessive risk to support United States disaggregated operations in a highly contested environment. 
  (5) The inadequacies of the legacy bulk fuel management strategy is particularly acute in the United States Indo-Pacific Command Area of Responsibility. 
  (b) Sense of Congress It is the sense of Congress that a single organizational element should be responsible for the bulk fuel management and delivery throughout the United States Indo-Pacific Command Area of Responsibility.  
  (c) Study and strategy required The Secretary of the Navy shall— 
  (1) conduct a study of current and projected bulk fuel management strategies in the United States Indo-Pacific Command Area of Responsibility; and 
  (2) prepare a proposed bulk fuel management strategy that optimally supports bulk fuel management in the United States Indo-Pacific Command Area of Responsibility. 
  (d) Elements of study The study required by subsection (c) shall include the following elements: 
  (1) A description of current organizational responsibility of bulk fuel management in the United States Indo-Pacific Command Area of Responsibility from ordering, storage, strategic transportation, and tactical transportation to the last tactical mile. 
  (2) A description of legacy bulk fuel management assets that can be used to support the United States Indo-Pacific Command. 
  (3) Options for congressional consideration to better align organizational responsibility through the entirety of the bulk fuel management system in the United States Indo-Pacific Command Area of Responsibility, as proposed in the bulk fuel management strategy prepared pursuant to paragraph (2) of such subsection. 
  (e) Coordination The Secretary of the Navy shall conduct the study and prepare the bulk fuel management strategy required by subsection (c) in coordination with subject-matter experts of the United States Indo-Pacific Command, the United States Transportation Command, and the Defense Logistics Agency. 
  (f) Report required Not later than one year after the date of the enactment of this Act, the Secretary of the Navy shall submit to the congressional defense committees a report containing the results of the study required by subsection (c) and the bulk fuel management strategy required by such subsection. 
  (g) Prohibition on certain construction pending report None of the funds authorized to be appropriated by this Act or otherwise made available for fiscal year 2021 for the Navy for construction related to additional bulk fuel storage in the United States Indo-Pacific Command Area of Responsibility may be obligated or expended until the report required by subsection (f) is submitted to the congressional defense committees.

  (c) Noise reduction threshold To be eligible to receive funds under the pilot program, the commander must determine that, if noise insulation is installed as requested, noise at the private residence would be reduced by at least 5 dB. 
  (d) Other funding limitations Funds provided under the pilot program shall be used for the installation of noise insulation at a private residence— 
  (1) located within a Department of Defense noise contour between 65 dB day-night average sound level and 75 dB day-night average sound level as validated on a National Environmental Policy Act-compliant assessment within the past three years; and 
  (2) where interior noise has been measured at 45 dB day-night average sound level by the installation. 
  (e) Goals and best practices In carrying out the pilot program, a commander shall pursue the following goals and use the following best practices: 
  (1) Minimize cost in order to maximize number of homes served. 
  (2) Focus efforts on private residences newly impacted by increased noise levels.

  (H) Civilians who are experts on domestic violence or who provide services relating to domestic violence, including— 
  (i) not fewer than two representatives from the national domestic violence resource center and the special issue resource centers referred to in section 310 of the Family Violence Prevention and Services Act (42 U.S.C. 10410); 
  (ii) not fewer than two representatives from national domestic violence organizations; 
  (iii) not fewer than two representatives from State domestic violence and sexual assault coalitions; and

  (L) One or more representatives of the Family Violence Prevention and Services Program of the Department of Health and Human Services. 
  (M) One or more representatives from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention. 
  (4) Appointment by Secretary of Defense 
  (A) In general The Secretary of Defense shall appoint the members of the Task Force specified in subparagraphs (A) through (M) of paragraph (3). 
  (B) Consultation 
  (i) Consultation with Attorney General In appointing members under subparagraph (K) of paragraph 3, the Secretary of Defense shall consult with the Attorney General. 
  (ii) Consultation with Secretary of HHS In appointing members under subparagraphs (L) and (M) of such paragraph, the Secretary shall consult with the Secretary of Health and Human Services 
  (C) Inclusion of certain personnel The Secretary shall ensure that the members appointed by the Secretary under this subparagraph include— 
  (i) representatives of the Office of the Secretary of Defense; 
  (ii) general and flag officers; 
  (iii) noncommissioned officers; and 
  (iv) other enlisted personnel of the covered Armed Forces. 
  (5) Total number of members The total number of members appointed to the Task Force shall be not more than 25. 
  (6) Chairperson 
  (A) Nominee list On an annual basis, the Task Force shall submit to the Secretary a list of members of the Task Force who may be considered for the position of chairperson of the Task Force. 
  (B) Selection From the list submitted to the Secretary under subparagraph (A) for each year, the Secretary of Defense shall designate one member of the Task Force to serve as the chairperson of the Task Force. 
  (C) Term The chairperson designated by the Secretary under subparagraph (B) shall serve for a term of one year and may serve for additional terms of one year if redesignated as the chairperson by the Secretary under such subparagraph. 
  (7) Meetings The first meeting of the Task Force shall convene not later than 180 days after the date of the enactment of this Act. Thereafter, the task Force shall meet in plenary session not less frequently than once annually. 
  (8) Compensation and travel expenses Each member of the Task Force shall serve without compensation (other than the compensation to which such member may be entitled as a member of the covered Armed Forces or an officer or employee of the United States, as the case may be), but shall be allowed travel expenses, including per diem in lieu of subsistence, at rates authorized for employees of agencies under subchapter I of chapter 57 of title 5, United States Code, while away from the member’s home or regular places of business in the performance of services for the Task Force. 
  (9) Site visits In the carrying out the duties described in paragraph (2), members of the Task Force shall— 
  (A) on an annual basis, visit one or more military installations outside the United States; and 
  (B) on a semiannual basis, visit one or more military installations within the United States. 
  (10) Oversight and administration The Secretary of Defense shall designate an appropriate organization within the Office of the Secretary of Defense to— 
  (A) provide oversight of the Task Force; 
  (B) provide the Task Force with the personnel, facilities, and other administrative support that is necessary for the performance of the Task Force’s duties; and 
  (C) on a rotating basis, direct the Secretary of each military department to— 
  (i) coordinate visits of the Task Force to military installations; and 
  (ii) provide administrative, logistical, and other support for the meetings of the Task Force. 
  (11) Reports 
  (A) Reports to Secretary 
  (i) Initial report Not later than one year after the date on which the members of the Task Force are appointed under paragraph (3), the Task Force shall submit to the Secretary of Defense recommendations with respect to each matter described in paragraph (2). 
  (ii) Subsequent reports After submitting the initial report under subparagraph (A), the Task Force shall, from time to time, submit to the Secretary of Defense such analyses and recommendations as the Task Force considers appropriate to improve the effectiveness of the covered Armed Forces in responding to and preventing domestic violence. 
  (B) Reports to Congress On an annual basis until the date on which the Task Force terminates under paragraph (12), the Task Force shall submit to Congress a report that includes— 
  (i) a description of any improvements in the response of the covered Armed Forces to domestic violence over the preceding year; 
  (ii) an explanation of any pending research on domestic violence that may be relevant to domestic violence involving members of the covered Armed Forces; and 
  (iii) such analyses and recommendations as the Task Force considers appropriate to improve the effectiveness of the covered Armed Forces in responding to and preventing domestic violence 
  (12) Termination 
  (A) In general Except as provided in subparagraph (B), the Task Force shall terminate on the date that is five years after the date of the first meeting of the Task Force. 
  (B) Continuation 
  (i) In General Subject to clause (ii), the Secretary of Defense may continue the Task Force for a period of up to two years after the termination date applicable under subparagraph (A) if the Secretary determines that continuation of the Task Force is advisable and appropriate. 
  (ii) Notice to Congress If the Secretary determines to continue the Task Force under clause (i), not later than 90 days before the termination date applicable under subparagraph (A) and annually thereafter until the new date of the termination of the Task Force, the Secretary shall submit to the Committees on Armed Services of the Senate and the House of Representatives a notice describing the reasons for the continuation and confirming the new termination date. 
  (13) Implementation of recommendations 
  (A) In general Except as provided in subparagraph (B), not later than 180 days after the date on which the Secretary of Defense receives the initial report of the Task Force under paragraph (11)(A)(i), the Secretary shall, in consultation with the Task Force, implement the recommendations of the Task Force with respect to each matter described in paragraph (2). 
  (B) Waiver The Secretary of Defense may waive the requirement under subparagraph (A) with respect to a recommendation of the Task force by submitting to the Committees on Armed Services of the Senate and the House of Representatives a written notification setting forth the reasons for the Secretary’s decision not to implement the recommendation.

  (A) Regular information collection Using the mechanism developed under subparagraph (B), the Secretary of Defense shall regularly collect information to measure the prevalence of domestic violence involving members of the covered Armed Forces, their intimate partners, and immediate family members. 
  (B) Mechanism to measure domestic violence The Secretary of Defense, in coordination with the Centers for Disease Control and civilian organizations with expertise in conducting informational surveys, shall develop a mechanism to carry out the information collection required under subparagraph (A). 
  (2) Annual report on domestic violence 
  (A) Report required On an annual basis, the Secretary of Defense shall submit to the congressional defense committees a report on domestic violence in the covered Armed Forces. 
  (B) Elements The report required under subparagraph (A) shall include, with respect to the year covered by the report, the following: 
  (i) Based on the information collected under paragraph (1), an assessment of the prevalence of domestic violence involving members of the covered Armed Forces, their intimate partners, and immediate family members. 
  (ii) The number of convictions under section 928b of title 10, United States Code (article 128b of the Uniform Code of Military Justice). 
  (iii) The recidivism rate for members of the covered Armed Forces convicted of domestic violence offenses. 
  (iv) The number instances in which a member of the covered Armed Forces received an administrative discharge as a result of the member’s involvement in a domestic violence incident. 
  (v) The number of instances in which a member of the covered Armed Forces was prohibited from possessing firearms as a result of the member’s conviction for a domestic violence offense. 
  (vi) Of the incidents described in clause (v), the number of instances in which the member received a waiver of such prohibition or was otherwise allowed to access firearms for duty purposes. 
  (vii) An explanation of the status of data sharing between the Department of Defense and civilian law enforcement agencies on matters relating to domestic violence. 
  (c) Covered Armed Forces defined In this section, the term  covered Armed Forces means the Army, the Navy, the Air Force, and the Marine Corps.  
  533 [log71402]. Coordination of support for survivors of sexual trauma 
  (a) In general Not later than one year after the date of the enactment of this Act, the Secretaries of Defense and Veterans Affairs shall jointly develop, implement, and maintain a standard of coordinated care for members of the Armed Forces who are survivors of sexual trauma. Such standard shall include the following: 
  (b) Minimum elements The standard developed and implemented under subsection (a) by the Secretaries of Defense and Veterans Affairs shall include the following: 
  (1) Information for members of the Armed Forces The Secretary of Defense shall ensure that— 
  (A) Sexual Assault Response Coordinators and Uniformed Victim Advocates receive annual training on resources of the Department of Veterans Affairs regarding sexual trauma; 
  (B) information regarding services furnished by the Secretary of Veterans Affairs to survivors of sexual trauma is provided to each such survivor; and 
  (C) information described in subparagraph (B) is posted in the following areas in each facility of the Department of Defense: 
  (i) An office of the Family Advocacy Program. 
  (ii) An office of a mental health care provider. 
  (iii) Each area in which sexual assault prevention staff normally post notices or information. 
  (iv) High-traffic areas (including dining facilities). 
  (2) Coordination between staff of the Departments The Secretaries shall ensure that a Sexual Assault Response Coordinator or Uniformed Victim Advocate of the Department of Defense who receives a report of an instance of sexual trauma connects the survivor to the Military Sexual Trauma Coordinator of the Department of Veterans Affairs at the facility of that Department nearest to the residence of that survivor if that survivor is a member separating or retiring from the Armed Forces. 
  (c) Reports 
  (1) Report on residential treatment Not later than 180 days after the date of the enactment of this Act, the Secretaries of Defense and Veterans Affairs shall provide a report to the appropriate committees of Congress regarding the availability of residential treatment programs for survivors of sexual trauma, including— 
  (A) barriers to access for such programs; and 
  (B) resources required to reduce such barriers. 
  (2) Initial report Upon implementation of the standard under subsection (a), the Secretaries of Defense and Veterans Affairs shall jointly submit to the appropriate committees of Congress a report on the standard. 
  (3) Progress reports Not later than 180 days after submitting the initial report under paragraph (2), and on December 1 of each subsequent year, the Secretaries of Defense and Veterans Affairs shall jointly submit to the appropriate committees of Congress a report on the progress of the Secretaries in implementing and improving the standard. 
  (4) Updates Whenever the Secretaries of Defense and Veterans Affairs update the standard developed under subsection (a), the Secretaries shall jointly submit to the appropriate committees of Congress a report on such update, including a comprehensive and detailed description of such update and the reasons for such update.

  (1) The term  sexual trauma means psychological trauma described in section 1720D(a)(1) of title 38, United States Code. 
  (2) The term  appropriate committees of Congress means—

  534  Log 71488. Policy on separation of victim and accused at military service academies

  (2) The term  military service academy means the following: 
  (A) The United States Military Academy. 
  (B) The United States Naval Academy. 
  (C) The United States Air Force Academy. 
  (3) The term  minor collateral misconduct means any minor misconduct that is potentially punishable under chapter 47 of title 10, United States Code (the Uniform Code of Military Justice), that— 
  (A) is committed close in time to or during the sexual assault, and directly related to the incident that formed the basis of the sexual assault allegation; 
  (B) is discovered as a direct result of the report of sexual assault or the ensuing investigation into the sexual assault; and 
  (C) does not involve aggravating circumstances (as specified in the regulations prescribed under subsection (c)) that increase the gravity of the minor misconduct or its impact on good order and discipline.

  (a) 24-hour child care If the Secretary of Defense determines it feasible, the Secretary shall furnish child care to each child of a member of the Armed Forces or employee of the Department of Defense while that member or employee works on rotating shifts at a military installation. 
  (b) Metrics Not later than six months after the date of the enactment of this Act, the Secretary of Defense shall develop and implement metrics to evaluate the effectiveness of the child care priority system of the Department of Defense, including—

  (5) to generate novel concepts and solutions to problems and requirements articulated by entities within the Department through programs, such as the Hacking for Defense program, that combine end users from the Department, students and faculty from academic institutions, and the early-stage dual-use venture community;

  (4) To develop and manage a portfolio of research initiatives in fundamental and applied social science, management science, and information science that is stable, consistent, and balanced across relevant disciplines. 
  (5) To accelerate efforts to transition and deploy technologies and concepts derived from research and development in the fields of social science, management science, and information science into the Department of Defense, and to establish policies, procedures, and standards for measuring the success of such efforts. 
  (6) To collect, synthesize, and disseminate critical information on research and development in the fields of social science, management science, and information science. 
  (7) To support the missions and systems of the Department by developing the fields of social science, management science, and information science, including by supporting— 
  (A) appropriate research and innovation in such fields; and 
  (B) the development of an industrial base in such fields, including development of the facilities, workforce, and infrastructure that comprise such industrial base. 
  (c) Administration The Under Secretary of Defense for Research and Engineering shall supervise the planning, management, and coordination of the program under subsection (a). 
  (d) Activities The Under Secretary of Defense for Research and Engineering, in consultation with the Secretaries of the military departments and the heads of relevant Defense Agencies, shall— 
  (1) prescribe a set of long-term challenges and a set of specific technical goals for the program, including— 
  (A) optimization of analysis of national security data sets; 
  (B) development of defense-related management innovation activities; 
  (C) improving the operational use of social science, management science, and information science innovations by military commanders and civilian leaders; 
  (D) improving understanding of the fundamental social, cultural, and behavioral forces that shape the strategic interests of the United States; and 
  (E) developing a Department of Defense workforce capable of developing and leveraging innovations and best practices in the fields of social science, management science, and information science to support defense missions; 
  (2) develop a coordinated and integrated research and investment plan for meeting near-term, mid-term, and long-term national security, defense-related, and Department management challenges that— 
  (A) includes definitive milestones; 
  (B) provides for achieving specific technical goals; and 
  (C) builds upon the investments of the Department, other departments and agencies of the Federal Government, and the commercial sector in the fields of social science, management science, and information science; 
  (3) develop plans for— 
  (A) the development of the Department’s workforce in social science, management science, and information science; and 
  (B) enhancing awareness of social science, management science, and information science within the Department; and 
  (4) develop memoranda of agreement, joint funding agreements, and such other cooperative arrangements as the Under Secretary determines necessary for carrying out the program under subsection (a). 
  (e) Guidance required 
  (1) In general Not later than 180 days after the date of the enactment of this Act, the Under Secretary of Defense for Research and Engineering shall develop and issue guidance for defense-related social science, management science, and information science activities, including— 
  (A) classification and data management plans for such activities; and 
  (B) policies for control of personnel participating in such activities to minimize the effects of the loss of intellectual property in social science, management science, and information science considered sensitive to the Federal Government. 
  (2) Updates Under Secretary of Defense for Research and Engineering shall regularly update the guidance issued under paragraph (4). 
  (f) Research centers

  (7) Monitor and provide recommendations to the Secretary on computing power, usage, storage, and other technical matters relating to artificial intelligence. 
  (c) Membership The Board of Directors shall be composed of the following members: 
  (1) The official within the Department of Defense to whom the Director of the Joint Artificial intelligence center directly reports. 
  (2) The Under Secretary of Defense for Policy. 
  (3) The Under Secretary of Defense for Research and Engineering. 
  (4) The Under Secretary of Defense for Acquisition and Sustainment. 
  (5) The Under Secretary of Defense for Intelligence and Security. 
  (6) The Under Secretary of Defense for Personnel and Readiness. 
  (7) Not more than five members from academic or private sector organizations outside the Department of Defense, who shall be appointed by the Secretary. 
  (d) Chairperson The chairperson of the Board of Directors shall be the official described in subsection (c)(1). 
  (e) Meetings The Board of Directors shall meet not less than once each fiscal quarter and may meet at other times at the call of the chairperson or a majority of the Board’s members.

  (III) estimates of costs to share that data with other state parties to the Treaty that are United States partners.  
  (C) A description of how the United States will replace intelligence information, other than imagery, obtained under the Treaty. 
  (D) A description of how the United States will ensure continued dialogue with Russia in a manner similar to formal communications as confidence-building measures to reinforce strategic stability required under the Treaty. 
  (E) All unedited responses to the questionnaire provided to United States allies by the United States in 2019 and all official statements provided to the United States by United States allies in 2019 or 2020 relating to United States withdrawal from the Treaty. 
  (F) An assessment of the impact of such withdrawal on— 
  (i) United States leadership in the North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO); and 
  (ii) cohesion and cooperation among NATO member states. 
  (G) A description of options to continue confidence-building measures under the Treaty with other state parties to the Treaty that are United States allies. 
  (H) An assessment of the Defense Intelligence Agency of the impact on national security of such withdrawal. 
  (I) An assessment of how the United States will influence decisions regarding certifications of new sensors, primarily synthetic aperture radar sensors, under the Treaty that could pose additional risk to deployed United States military forces and assets. 
  (3) Form The report required by paragraph (1) shall be submitted in unclassified form but may contain a classified annex. 
  (c) Definitions In this section: 
  (1) Appropriate congressional committees The term  appropriate congressional committees means— 
  (A) the congressional defense committees; 
  (B) the Committee on Foreign Affairs and the Permanent Select Committee on Intelligence of the House of Representatives; and 
  (C) the Committee on Foreign Relations and the Select Committee on Intelligence of the Senate. 
  (2) Observation flight The term  observation flight has the meaning given such term in Article II of the Open Skies Treaty.  
  (3) Open Skies Treaty; Treaty The term  Open Skies Treaty or  Treaty means the Treaty on Open Skies, done at Helsinki March 24, 1992, and entered into force January 1, 2002.   
  E Matters relating to the Indo-Pacific region 
  1241.  Log 71057 Indo-Pacific Reassurance Initiative
  (a) Sense of Congress It is the sense of Congress that—
  (1) a stable, peaceful, and secure Indo-Pacific region is vital to United States economic and national security;
  (2) revisionist states, rogue states, violent extremist organizations, and natural and manmade disasters are persistent challenges to regional stability and security;
  (3) maintaining stability and upholding a rules-based order requires a holistic United States strategy that—
  (A) synchronizes all elements of national power;
  (B) is inclusive of United States allies and partner countries; and
  (C) ensures a persistent, predictable United States presence to reinforce regional defense;
  (4) enhancing regional defense requires robust efforts to increase capability, readiness, and responsiveness to deter and mitigate destabilizing activities;
  (5) the Department of Defense should pursue an integrated program of activities to—
  (A) reassure United States allies and partner countries in the Indo-Pacific region;
  (B) appropriately prioritize activities and resources to implement the National Defense Strategy; and
  (C) enhance the ability of Congress to provide oversight of and support to Department of Defense efforts;
  (6) an integrated, coherent, and strategic program of activities in the Indo-Pacific region, similar to the European Deterrence Initiative (originally the European Reassurance Initiative), will enhance United States presence and positioning, allow for additional exercises, improve infrastructure and logistics, and build allied and partner capacity to deter aggression, strengthen ally and partner interoperability, and demonstrate United States commitment to Indo-Pacific countries;
  (7) an integrated, coherent, and strategic program of activities in the Indo-Pacific region will also assist in resourcing budgetary priorities and enhancing transparency and oversight of programs and activities to better enable a coordinated and strategic plan for Department of Defense programs;
  (8) not less than $3,578,360,000 of base funding should be allocated to fully support such program of activities in fiscal year 2021; and
  (9) the Department of Defense should ensure adequate, consistent planning is conducted for future funding and build upon the activities identified in fiscal year 2021 in future budget requests, as appropriate.
  (b) Indo-Pacific Reassurance Initiative The Secretary of Defense shall carry out a program of prioritized activities to reassure United States allies and partner countries in the Indo-Pacific region that shall be known as the  Indo-Pacific Reassurance Initiative (in this section referred to as the  Initiative).
  (c) Objectives The objectives of the Initiative shall include reassuring United States allies and partner countries in the Indo-Pacific region by—
  (1) optimizing the presence of United States Armed Forces in the region;
  (2) strengthening and maintaining bilateral and multilateral military exercises and training with such countries;
  (3) improving infrastructure in the region to enhance the responsiveness of United States Armed Forces;
  (4) enhancing the prepositioning of equipment and materiel in the region; and
  (5) building the defense and security capabilities, capacity, and cooperation of such countries.
  (d)  Plan relating to transparency for the Indo-Pacific Reassurance Initiative
  (1) Plan required
  (A) In general Not later than February 1, 2022, and annually thereafter, the Secretary of Defense, in consultation with the Commander of the United States Indo-Pacific Command, shall submit to the congressional defense committees a future years plan on activities and resources of the Initiative.
  (B) Applicability The plan shall apply to the Initiative with respect to the first fiscal year beginning after the date of submission of the plan and at least the four succeeding fiscal years.
  (2) Matters to be included The plan required under paragraph (1) shall include each of the following:
  (A) A summary of progress made towards achieving the objectives of the Initiative.
  (B) An assessment of resource requirements to achieve such objectives.
  (C) An assessment of capabilities requirements to achieve such objectives.
  (D) An assessment of logistics requirements, including force enablers, equipment, supplies, storage, and maintenance requirements, to achieve such objectives.
  (E) An identification of the intended force structure and posture of the assigned and allocated forces within the area of responsibility of the United States Indo-Pacific Command for the last fiscal year of the plan and the manner in which such force structure and posture support such objectives.
  (F) An identification and assessment of required infrastructure and military construction investments to achieve such objectives, including potential infrastructure investments proposed by host countries, new construction or modernization of existing sites that would be funded by the United States, and a master plan that includes the following:
  (i) A list of specific locations, organized by country, in which the Commander of the United States Indo-Pacific Command anticipates requiring infrastructure investments to support an enduring or periodic military presence in the region.
  (ii) A list of specific infrastructure investments required at each location identified under clause (i), to include the project title and estimated cost of each project.
  (iii) A brief explanation for how each location identified under clause (i) and infrastructure investments identified under clause (ii) support a validated requirement or component of the overall strategy in the region.
  (iv) A discussion of any gaps in the current infrastructure authorities that would preclude implementation of the infrastructure investments identified under clause (ii).
  (v) A description of the type and size of military force elements that would maintain an enduring presence or operate periodically from each location identified under clause (i).
  (vi) A summary of kinetic and non-kinetic vulnerabilities for current locations and each location identified in clause (i), to include—
  (I) the level of risk associated with each vulnerability; and
  (II) the proposed mitigations and projected costs to address each such vulnerability, to include—
  (aa) hardening and other resilience measures;
  (bb) active and passive counter-Intelligence, Surveillance, and Reconnaissance;
  (cc) active and passive counter Positioning, Navigation, and Timing;
  (dd) air and missile defense capabilities;
  (ee) enhanced logistics and sea lines of communication security; and
  (ff) other issues identified by the Commander of the United States Indo-Pacific Command.
  (G) An assessment of logistics requirements, including force enablers, equipment, supplies, storage, fuel storage and distribution, and maintenance requirements, to achieve such objectives.
  (H) An analysis of the challenges to the ability of the United States to deploy significant forces from the continental United States to the Indo-Pacific theater in the event of a major contingency, and a description of the plans of the Department of Defense, including military exercises, to address such challenges.
  (I) An assessment and plan for security cooperation investments to enhance such objectives.
  (J) A plan to resource United States force posture and capabilities, including—
  (i) the infrastructure capacity of existing locations and their ability to accommodate additional United States forces in the Indo-Pacific region;
  (ii) the potential new locations for additional United States Armed Forces in the Indo-Pacific region, including an assessment of infrastructure and military construction resources necessary to accommodate such forces;
  (iii) a detailed timeline to achieve desired posture requirements;
  (iv) a detailed assessment of the resources necessary to achieve the requirements of the plan, including specific cost estimates for each project under the Initiative to support optimized presence, exercises and training, enhanced prepositioning, improved infrastructure, and building partnership capacity; and
  (v) a detailed timeline to achieve the force posture and capabilities, including force requirements.
  (K) A detailed explanation of any significant modifications of the requirements or resources, as compared to plans previously submitted under paragraph (1).
  (L) Any other matters the Secretary of Defense determines should be included.
  (3) Form The plan required under paragraph (1) shall be submitted in unclassified form, but may include a classified annex.
  (e) Budget submission information For fiscal year 2022 and each fiscal year thereafter, the Secretary of Defense shall include in the budget justification materials submitted to Congress in support of the Department of Defense budget for that fiscal year (as submitted with the budget of the President under section 1105(a) of title 31, United States Code)—
  (1) the amounts, by budget function and as a separate item, requested for the Department of Defense for such fiscal year for all programs and activities under the Initiative; and
  (2) a detailed budget display for the Initiative, including—
  (A) with respect to procurement accounts—
  (i) amounts displayed by account, budget activity, line number, line item, and line item title; and
  (ii) a description of the requirements for each such amounts;
  (B) with respect to research, development, test, and evaluation accounts—
  (i) amounts displayed by account, budget activity, line number, program element, and program element title; and
  (ii) a description of the requirements for each such amount;
  (C) with respect to operation and maintenance accounts—
  (i) amounts displayed by account title, budget activity title, line number, and subactivity group title; and
  (ii) a description of how such amounts will specifically be used;
  (D) with respect to military personnel accounts—
  (i) amounts displayed by account, budget activity, budget subactivity, and budget subactivity title; and
  (ii) a description of the requirements for each such amount; and
  (E) with respect to each project under military construction accounts (including with respect to unspecified minor military construction and amounts for planning and design), the country, location, project title, and project amount for each fiscal year.
  (f) End of fiscal year report Not later than November 20, 2022, and annually thereafter, the Secretary of Defense shall submit to the congressional defense committees a report that contains—
  (1) a detailed summary of funds obligated for the Initiative during the preceding fiscal year; and
  (2) a detailed comparison of funds obligated for the Initiative during the preceding fiscal year to the amount of funds requested for the Initiative for such fiscal year in the materials submitted to Congress by the Secretary in support of the budget of the President for that fiscal year as required by subsection (e), including with respect to each of the accounts described in subparagraphs (A), (B), (C), (D), and (E) of subsection (e)(2) and the information required under each such subparagraph.
  (g) Briefings required Not later than March 1, 2023, and annually thereafter, the Secretary of Defense shall provide to the congressional defense committees a briefing on the status of all matters covered by the report required by section (f).
  (h) Relationship to budget Nothing in this section shall be construed to affect section 1105(a) of title 31, United States Code.
  (i) Conforming repeal Section 1251 of the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2018 (Public Law 115–91; 131 Stat. 1676) is repealed.  
  1242.  Log 71195 Report on China’s One Belt, One Road Initiative in Africa 
  (a) In general Not later than one year after the date of the enactment of this Act, the Secretary of Defense, in coordination with the Secretary of State and the Director of National Intelligence, shall submit to the appropriate congressional committees a report on the military and defense implications of China’s One Belt, One Road Initiative in Africa and a strategy to address impacts on United States military and defense interests in Africa. 
  (b) Matters to be included The report required by subsection (a) shall include the following: 
  (1) An assessment of Chinese dual-use investments in Africa, including a description of which investments that are of greatest concern to United States military or defense interests. 
  (2) A description of such investments that are associated with People’s Liberation Army cooperation with African countries. 
  (3) An assessment of the potential military, intelligence, and logistical threats facing United States’ key regional military infrastructure, supply chains, and staging grounds due to such investments. 
  (4) An identification of Department of Defense measures taken to mitigate the risk posed to United States forces and defense interests by such investments. 
  (5) A strategy to address ongoing military and defense implications posed by the expansion of such investments.  
  (c) Definitions In this section: 
  (1) Appropriate congressional committees The term  appropriate congressional committees means— 
  (A) the Committee on Armed Services, the Committee on Foreign Affairs, and the Permanent Select Committee on Intelligence of the House of Representatives; and 
  (B) the Committee on Armed Services, the Committee on Foreign Relations, and Select Committee on Intelligence of the Senate. 
  (2) Chinese dual-use investments in Africa The term  Chinese dual-use investments in Africa means investments made by the Government of the People’s Republic of China, the Chinese Communist Party, or companies owned or controlled by such Government or Party in the infrastructure of African countries or related projects for both commercial and military or proliferation purposes. 
  (d) Form The report required by subsection (a) shall— 
  (1) be submitted in unclassified form but may contain a classified annex; and 
  (2) be made available to the public on the website of the Department of Defense.  
  1243.  Log 71378 Implementation of GAO recommendations on preparedness of United States forces to counter North Korean chemical and biological weapons 
  (a) Plan required 
  (1) In general The Secretary of Defense shall develop a plan to address the recommendations in the U.S. Government Accountability Office’s report entitled  Preparedness of U.S. Forces to Counter North Korean Chemical and Biological Weapons (GAO-20-79C).  
  (2) Elements The plan required under paragraph (1) shall, with respect to each recommendation in the report described in paragraph (1) that the Secretary of Defense has implemented or intends to implement, include— 
  (A) a summary of actions that have been or will be taken to implement the recommendation; and  
  (B) a schedule, with specific milestones, for completing implementation of the recommendation. 
  (b) Submittal to Congress Not later than one year after the date of the enactment of this Act, the Secretary of Defense shall submit to the congressional defense committees the plan required under subsection (a). 
  (c) Deadline for implementation 
  (1) In general Except as provided in paragraph (2), not later than 18 months after the date of the enactment of this Act, the Secretary of Defense shall carry out activities to implement the plan developed under subsection (a).  
  (2) Exception for implementation of certain recommendations 
  (A) Delayed implementation The Secretary of Defense may initiate implementation of a recommendation in the report described in subsection (a)(1) after the date specified in paragraph (1) if the Secretary provides the congressional defense committees with a specific justification for the delay in implementation of such recommendation on or before such date.  
  (B) Nonimplementation The Secretary of Defense may decide not to implement a recommendation in the report described in subsection (a)(1) if the Secretary provides to the congressional defense committees, on or before the date specified in paragraph (1)— 
  (i) a specific justification for the decision not to implement the recommendation; and  
  (ii) a summary of alternative actions the Secretary plans to take to address the conditions underlying the recommendation.  
  1244.  Log 71056 Limitation on use of funds to reduce the total number of members of the Armed Forces serving on active duty who are deployed to South Korea None of the funds authorized to be appropriated by this Act may be used to reduce the total number of members of the Armed Forces serving on active duty who are deployed to South Korea below 28,500 until 180 days after the date on which the Secretary of Defense certifies to the congressional defense committees the following: 
  (1) Such a reduction is in the national security interest of the United States and will not significantly undermine the security of United States allies in the region.  
  (2) Such a reduction is commensurate with a reduction in the threat posed to the United States and its allies in the region by the Democratic People’s Republic of Korea.

  (i) amounts displayed by account, budget activity, line number, program element, and program element title; and  
  (ii) a description of the requirements for each such amount.  
  (C) With respect to operation and maintenance accounts— 
  (i) amounts displayed by account title, budget activity title, line number, and subactivity group title; and  
  (ii) a description of the specific manner in which each such amount would be used.  
  (D) With respect to military personnel accounts— 
  (i) amounts displayed by account, budget activity, budget subactivity, and budget subactivity title; and  
  (ii) a description of the requirements for each such amount.  
  (E) With respect to each project under military construction accounts (including with respect to unspecified minor military construction and amounts for planning and design), the country, location, project title, and project amount for each fiscal year. 
  (b) Report 
  (1) In general Not later than 180 days after the date of the enactment of this Act, and annually thereafter in conjunction with the submission of the budget of President (as submitted to Congress pursuant to section 1105 of title 31, United States Code) for each of fiscal years 2022 and 2023, the Secretary of Defense shall submit to the Committee on Armed Services of the House of Representatives and the Committee on Armed Services of the Senate a report on Operation Spartan Shield. 
  (2) Matters to be included The report required by paragraph (1) should include— 
  (A) 
  (i) for the first report, a history of the operation and its objectives; and 
  (ii) for each subsequent report, a description of the operation and its objectives during the prior year; 
  (B) a list and description of significant activities and exercises carried out under the operation during the prior year; 
  (C) a description of the purpose and goals of such activities and exercises and an assessment of the degree to which stated goals were achieved during the prior year; 
  (D) a description of criteria used to judge the effectiveness of joint exercises to build partner capacity under the operation during the prior year; 
  (E) an identification of incremental and estimated total costs of the operation during the prior year, including a separate identification of incremental costs of increased force presence in the United States Central Command area of responsibility to counter Iran since May 2019; and 
  (F) any other matters the Secretary determines appropriate. 
  (3) Form The report required by paragraph (1) shall be submitted in unclassified form but may include a classified annex.  
  1252.  Log 71223 Report on Operation Freedom Sentinel 
  (a) In general Not later than 90 days after the date of the enactment of this Act, and as part of the materials relating to Operation Freedom Sentinel submitted to Congress by the Secretary of Defense in support of the budget of the President for the following two fiscal years, the Secretary shall submit to the Committee on Armed Services of the House of Representatives and the Committee on Armed Services of the Senate a report on Operation Freedom Sentinel. 
  (b) Matters to be included The report required by subsection (a) shall include a list and description of activities, exercises, and funding amounts carried out under the operation, including—

  (b) Report
  (1) In general A report described in this subsection is a report that includes each of the following:
  (A) A strategic plan to—
  (i) degrade each of the violent extremist organizations described in paragraph (2) within the AFRICOM AOR, to include an assessment of the extent to which such violent extremist organizations pose a direct threat to the United States; and
  (ii) counter the military influence of China and Russia within the AFRICOM AOR.
  (B) The average number of United States Armed Forces that are under the direct authority of the Commander of United States Africa Command and deployed to AFRICOM AOR and the amount of associated expenditures, to be listed by month for each of the fiscal years 2019 and 2020 and disaggregated by mission and country, to include those forces deployed to secure United States embassies.
  (C) The average number of United States Armed Forces that are planned to be under the direct authority of the Commander of United States Africa Command and deployed to AFRICOM AOR and the amount of projected associated expenditures, to be listed by month for fiscal years 2021 and 2022 and disaggregated by mission and country, to include those forces deployed to secure United States embassies. 
  (D) The effect that a reduction described in subsection (a) would have on military and intelligence efforts to combat each of the violent extremist organizations described in paragraph (2), including a statement of the current objectives of the Secretary of Defense with respect to such efforts.
  (E) A description of any consultation or coordination with the Department of State or the United States Agency for International Development with respect to such a reduction and the effect that such a reduction would have on diplomatic, developmental, or humanitarian efforts in Africa, including statements of the current objectives of the Secretary of State and the Administrator of the United States Agency for International Development with respect to such efforts.
  (F) The strength, regenerative capacity, and intent of such violent extremist organizations in the AFRICOM AOR, including—
  (i) an assessment of the number of fighters in the Sahel, the Horn of Africa, and West Africa who are members of such violent extremist organizations;
  (ii) the threat such violent extremist organizations pose to host nations and United States allies and partners, and the extent to which such violent extremist organizations pose a direct threat to the United States; and
  (iii) the likely reaction of such violent extremist organizations to the withdrawal of United States Armed Forces. 
  (G) The strategic risks involved with countering such violent extremist organizations following such a reduction. 
  (H) The operational risks involved with conducting United States led or enabled operations in Africa against such violent extremist organizations following such a reduction.
  (I) For any region of the AFRICOM AOR in which United States Armed Forces currently are present or conduct activities, the effect such a reduction would have on power and influence of China and Russia in such region.
  (J) Any consultation or coordination with United States allies and partners concerning such a reduction.
  (K) An assessment of the response from the governments and military forces of France, the United Kingdom, and Canada to such a reduction.
  (2) Violent extremist organizations described The violent extremist organizations described in this paragraph are adversarial groups and forces in the AFRICOM AOR, as determined by the Secretary of Defense.
  (c) Additional reporting requirement Not later than 60 days after the date of the enactment of this Act, the Secretary of Defense shall submit to the appropriate congressional committees a report that includes the information required by subsection (b)(1)(B).
  (d) Form The reports required by subsections (b) and (c) shall be submitted in unclassified form, but may contain a classified annex.
  (e) Appropriate congressional committees defined In this section, the term “appropriate congressional committees” means—
  (1) the congressional defense committees (which has the meaning given the term in section 101(a)(16) of title 10, United States Code); 
  (2) the Committee on Foreign Affairs and the Permanent Select Committee on Intelligence of the House of Representatives; and

Nonapplicability of requirement relating to minimum number of operating days for vessels operating under MSP Operating Agreements Notwithstanding part 296 of title 46, Code of Federal Regulations, until December 31, 2020, or upon the written determination of the Secretary of Transportation until June 31, 2021, the operator of a vessel operating such vessel under an MSP Operating Agreement (as such term is defined in section 296.2 of title 46, Code of Federal Regulations)—

  53201. Definitions In this chapter: 
  (1) Foreign commerce The term  foreign commerce means— 
  (A) commerce or trade between the United States, its territories or possessions, or the District of Columbia, and a foreign country; and 
  (B) commerce or trade between foreign countries including trade between foreign ports in accordance with normal commercial bulk shipping practices in such a manner as will permit vessels of the United States freely to compete with foreign-flag liquid bulk carrying vessels in their operation or in competing charters, subject to rules and regulations promulgated by the Secretary of Transportation pursuant to this chapter or subtitle. 
  (2) Participating Fleet vessel The term  participating Fleet vessel means any tank vessel covered by an operating agreement under this chapter on or after January 1, 2021. 
  (3) Person The term  person includes corporations, partnerships, and associations existing under, or authorized by, laws of the United States, or any State, territory, district, or possession thereof, or any foreign country. 
  (4) Tank vessel The term  tank vessel has the meaning that term has under section 2101. 
  (5) United states citizen trust The term  United States citizen trust— 
  (A) means a trust for which— 
  (i) each of the trustees is a citizen of the United States; and 
  (ii) the application for documentation of the vessel under chapter 121 includes an affidavit of each trustee stating that the trustee is not aware of any reason involving a beneficiary of the trust that is not a citizen of the United States, or involving any other person who is not a citizen of the United States, as a result of which the beneficiary or other person would hold more than 25 percent of the aggregate power to influence or limit the exercise of the authority of the trustee with respect to matters involving any ownership or operation of the vessel that may adversely affect the interests of the United States; 
  (B) does not include a trust for which any person that is not a citizen of the United States has authority to direct, or participate in directing, a trustee for a trust in matters involving any ownership or operation of the vessel that may adversely affect the interests of the United States or in removing a trustee without cause, either directly or indirectly through the control of another person, unless the trust instrument provides that persons who are not citizens of the United States may not hold more than 25 percent of the aggregate authority to so direct or remove a trustee; and 
  (C) may include a trust for which a person who is not a citizen of the United States holds more than 25 percent of the beneficial interest in the trust. 
  53202. Establishment of the Tanker Security Fleet 
  (a) In general The Secretary of Transportation, in consultation with the Secretary of Defense, shall establish a fleet of active, commercially viable, militarily useful, privately owned product tankers to meet national defense and other security requirements and maintain a United States presence in international commercial shipping. The fleet shall consist of privately owned vessels of the United States for which there are in effect operating agreements under this chapter, and shall be known as the  Tanker Security Fleet (hereinafter in this chapter referred to as the  Fleet). 
  (b) Vessel Eligibility A vessel is eligible to be included in the Fleet if the vessel— 
  (1) meets the requirements under paragraph (1), (2), (3), or (4) of subsection (c); 
  (2) is operated (or in the case of a vessel to be constructed, will be operated) in providing transportation in United States foreign commerce; 
  (3) is self-propelled; 
  (4) is not more than ten years of age on the date the vessel is first included in the Fleet and not more than 25 years of age at any time during which the vessel is included in the Fleet; 
  (5) is determined by the Secretary of Defense to be suitable for use by the United States for national defense or military purposes in time of war or national emergency; and 
  (6) is commercially viable, as determined by the Secretary of Transportation; and 
  (7) is— 
  (A) a vessel of the United States; or 
  (B) not a vessel of the United States, but— 
  (i) the owner of the vessel has demonstrated an intent to have the vessel documented under chapter 121 if it is included in the Fleet; and 
  (ii) at the time an operating agreement is entered into under this chapter, the vessel is eligible for documentation under chapter 121. 
  (c) Requirements regarding citizenship of owners, charterers, and operators 
  (1) Vessels owned and operated by section 50501 citizens A vessel meets the requirements of this paragraph if, during the period of an operating agreement under this chapter that applies to the vessel, the vessel will be owned and operated by one or more persons that are citizens of the United States under section 50501. 
  (2) Vessels owned by a section 50501 citizen, or United States citizen trust, and chartered to a documentation citizen A vessel meets the requirements of this paragraph if— 
  (A) during the period of an operating agreement under this chapter that applies to the vessel, the vessel will be— 
  (i) owned by a person that is a citizen of the United States under section 50501 or that is a United States citizen trust; and 
  (ii) demise chartered to a person— 
  (I) that is eligible to document the vessel under chapter 121; 
  (II) the chairman of the board of directors, chief executive officer, and a majority of the members of the board of directors of which are citizens of the United States under section 50501, and are appointed and subjected to removal only upon approval by the Secretary; and 
  (III) that certifies to the Secretary that there are no treaties, statutes, regulations, or other laws that would prohibit the owner or operator for the vessel from performing its obligations under an operating agreement under this chapter; 
  (B) in the case of a vessel that will be demise chartered to a person that is owned or controlled by another person that is not a citizen of the United States under section 50501, the other person enters into an agreement with the Secretary not to influence the operation of the vessel in a manner that will adversely affect the interests of the United States; and 
  (C) the Secretary of Transportation and the Secretary of Defense notify the Committee on Armed Services and the Committee on Commerce, Science, and Transportation of the Senate and the Committee on Armed Services and the Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure of the House of Representatives that the Secretaries concur with the certification required under subparagraph (A)(ii)(III), and have reviewed and agree that there are no legal, operational, or other impediments that would prohibit the owner or operator for the vessel from performing its obligations under an operating agreement under this chapter. 
  (3) Vessels owned and operated by a defense owner or operator A vessel meets the requirements of this paragraph if— 
  (A) during the period of an operating agreement under this chapter that applies to the vessel, the vessel will be owned and operated by a person that— 
  (i) is eligible to document a vessel under chapter 121; 
  (ii) operates or manages other vessels of the United States for the Secretary of Defense, or charters other vessels to the Secretary of Defense; 
  (iii) has entered into a special security agreement for the purpose of this paragraph with the Secretary of Defense; 
  (iv) makes the certification described in paragraph (2)(A)(ii)(III); and 
  (v) in the case of a vessel described in paragraph (2)(B), enters into an agreement referred to in that subparagraph; and 
  (B) the Secretary of Transportation and the Secretary of Defense notify the Committee on Armed Services and the Committee on Commerce, Science, and Transportation of the Senate and the Committee on Armed Services and the Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure of the House of Representatives that they concur with the certification required under subparagraph (A)(iv), and have reviewed and agree that there are no legal, operational, or other impediments that would prohibit the owner or operator for the vessel from performing its obligations under an operating agreement under this chapter. 
  (4) Vessels owned by documentation citizens and chartered to section 50501 citizens A vessel meets the requirements of this paragraph if, during the period of an operating agreement under this chapter, the vessel will be— 
  (A) owned by a person who is eligible to document a vessel under chapter 121; and 
  (B) demise chartered to a person that is a citizen of the United States under section 50501. 
  (d) Request by secretary of defense The Secretary of Defense shall request that the Commandant of the Coast Guard issue any waiver under section 501 that the Secretary of Defense determines is necessary for purposes of this chapter. 
  (e) Vessel standards 
  (1) Certificate of Inspection A vessel used to provide oceangoing transportation that the Commandant of the Coast Guard determines meets the criteria of subsection (b) but which, on the date of enactment of this section, is not documented under chapter 121, shall be eligible for a certificate of inspection if the Commandant of the Coast Guard determines that— 
  (A) the vessel is classed by and designed in accordance with the rules of the American Bureau of Shipping, or another classification society accepted by the Commandant of the Coast Guard; 
  (B) the vessel complies with applicable international agreements and associated guidelines, as determined by the country in which the vessel was documented immediately before becoming documented under chapter 121; and 
  (C) the country has not been identified by the Commandant of the Coast Guard as inadequately enforcing international vessel regulations as to that vessel. 
  (2) Reliance on classification society 
  (A) In general The Commandant of the Coast Guard may rely on a certification from the American Bureau of Shipping or, subject to subparagraph (B), another classification society accepted by the Commandant of the Coast Guard, to establish that a vessel is in compliance with the requirements of paragraph (1). 
  (B) Foreign classification society The Secretary may accept certification from a foreign classification society under subparagraph (A) only— 
  (i) to the extent that the government of the foreign country in which the society is headquartered provides access on a reciprocal basis to the American Bureau of Shipping; and 
  (ii) if the foreign classification society has offices and maintains records in the United States. 
  53203. Vessel standards 
  (a) Certificate of inspection A vessel used to provide transportation service as a common carrier that the Secretary of Transportation determines meets the criteria of section 53102(b), which on the date of enactment of this section is not a documented vessel, shall be eligible for a certificate of inspection if the Secretary determines that— 
  (1) the vessel is classed by and designed in accordance with the rules of the American Bureau of Shipping or another classification society accepted by the Secretary; 
  (2) the vessel complies with applicable international agreements and associated guidelines, as determined by the country in which the vessel was documented immediately before becoming a documented vessel (as defined in that section); and 
  (3) that country has not been identified by the Secretary as inadequately enforcing international vessel regulations as to that vessel. 
  (b) Continued Eligibility for Certificate Subsection (a) does not apply to any vessel that has failed to comply with the applicable international agreements and association guidelines referred to in subsection (a)(2). 
  (c) Reliance on Classification Society  
  (1) In general The Secretary may rely on a certification from the American Bureau of Shipping or, subject to paragraph (2), another classification society accepted by the Secretary, to establish that a vessel is in compliance with the requirements of subsections (a) and (b). 
  (2) Foreign classification society The Secretary may accept certification from a foreign classification society under paragraph (1) only— 
  (A) to the extent that the government of the foreign country in which the society is headquartered provides access on a reciprocal basis to the American Bureau of Shipping; and 
  (B) if the foreign classification society has offices and maintains records in the United States. 
  53204. Award of operating agreements 
  (a) In general The Secretary of Transportation shall require, as a condition of including any vessel in the Fleet, that the owner or operator of the vessel enter into an operating agreement with the Secretary under this section. 
  (b) Procedure for applications 
  (1) Participating Fleet vessels 
  (A) In General The Secretary of Transportation shall accept an application for an operating agreement for a participating Fleet vessel under the priority under paragraph (2) only from a person that has authority to enter into an operating agreement under this chapter. 
  (B) Vessel under demise charter For purposes of subparagraph (A), in the case of a vessel that is subject to a demise charter that terminates by its own terms on September 30, 2035 (without giving effect to any extension provided therein for completion of a voyage or to effect the actual redelivery of the vessel), or that is terminable at the will of the owner of the vessel after such date, only the owner of the vessel shall be treated as having the authority referred to in subparagraph (A). 
  (C) Vessel owned by a united states citizen trust For purposes of subparagraph (B), in the case of a vessel owned by a United States citizen trust, the term  owner of the vessel includes the beneficial owner of the vessel with respect to such trust. 
  (2) Discretion within priority The Secretary of Transportation— 
  (A) may award operating agreements under paragraph (1) according to such priorities as the Secretary considers appropriate; and 
  (B) shall award operating agreements within any such priority— 
  (i) in accordance with operational requirements specified by the Secretary of Defense; 
  (ii) in the case of operating agreements awarded under subparagraph (B) of paragraph (1), according to applicants’ records of owning and operating vessels; and 
  (iii) subject to approval of the Secretary of Defense. 
  (c) Limitation For any fiscal year, the Secretary may not award operating agreements under this chapter that require payments under section 53207 for more than 10 vessels. 
  53205. Effectiveness of operating agreements 
  (a) In general Subject to the availability of appropriations for such purpose, the Secretary of Transportation may enter into an operating agreement under this chapter for fiscal year 2021 and any subsequent fiscal year. Each such agreement may be renewed annually for up to seven years. 
  (b) Vessels under charter to the United States The owner or operator of a vessel under charter to the United States is eligible to receive payments pursuant to any operating agreement that covers such vessel. 
  (c) Termination 
  (1) Termination by Secretary for lack of owner or operator compliance If the owner or operator with respect to an operating agreement materially fails to comply with the terms of the agreement— 
  (A) the Secretary shall notify the owner or operator and provide a reasonable opportunity to comply with the operating agreement; and  
  (B) the Secretary shall terminate the operating agreement if the owner or operator fails to achieve such compliance. 
  (2) Termination by owner or operator 
  (A) In general If an owner or operator provides notice of the intent to terminate an operating agreement under this chapter by not later than 60 days prior to the date specified by the owner or operator for such termination, such agreement shall terminate on the date specified by the owner or operator. 
  (B) Replacement An operating agreement with respect to a vessel shall terminate on the date that is three years after the date on which the vessel begins operating under the agreement, if— 
  (i) the owner or operator notifies the Secretary, by not later than two years after the date the vessel begins operating under the agreement, that the owner or operator intends to terminate the agreement under this subparagraph; and 
  (ii) the Secretary of Transportation, in coordination with the Secretary of Defense, determines that— 
  (I) an application for an operating agreement under this chapter has been received for a replacement vessel that is acceptable to the Secretaries; and 
  (II) during the period of an operating agreement under this chapter that applies to the replacement vessel, the replacement vessel will be— 
  (aa) owned and operated by one or more persons that are citizens of the United States under section 50501; or 
  (bb) owned by a person who is eligible to document the vessel under chapter 121, and operated by a person that is a citizen of the United States under section 50501. 
  (d) Nonrenewal for lack of funds 
  (1) In general If sufficient funds are not made available to carry out an operating agreement under this chapter— 
  (A) the Secretary of Transportation shall submit to the Committee on Armed Services and the Committee on Commerce, Science, and Transportation of the Senate and the Committee on Armed Services and the Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure of the House of Representatives notice that such agreement shall be not renewed effective on the 60th day of the fiscal year, unless such funds are made available before such day; and 
  (B) effective on the 60th day of such fiscal year, terminate such agreement and provide notice of such termination to the owner or operator of the vessel covered by the agreement. 
  (2) Release of vessels from obligations If an operating agreement for a vessel under this chapter is not renewed pursuant to paragraph (1), then the owner or operator of the vessel is released from any further obligation under the operating agreement as of the date of such termination or nonrenewal. 
  (3) Foreign transfer and registration The owner or operator of a vessel covered by an operating agreement under this chapter may transfer and register such vessel under a foreign registry that is acceptable to the Secretary and the Secretary of Defense, notwithstanding section 53201. 
  (4) Requisition If chapter 563 is applicable to a vessel after registration, then the vessel is available to be requisitioned by the Secretary pursuant to chapter 563. 
  53206. Obligations and rights under operating agreements 
  (a) Operation of Vessel An operating agreement under this chapter shall require that, during the period the vessel covered by the agreement is operating under the agreement the vessel shall— 
  (1) be operated in the United States foreign commerce, mixed United States foreign commerce and domestic trade allowed under a registry endorsement issued under section 12111, in foreign-to-foreign commerce, or under a charter to the United States; 
  (2) not be operated in the coastwise trade except as described in paragraph (1); and 
  (3) be documented under chapter 121. 
  (b) Operating agreement is an obligation of the United States Government An operating agreement under this chapter constitutes a contractual obligation of the United States Government to pay the amounts provided for in the agreement to the extent of actual appropriations. 
  (c) Obligations of owner or operator 
  (1) In general The owner or operator of a vessel covered by an operating agreement under this chapter shall agree, as a condition of such agreement, to remain obligated to carry out the requirements described in paragraph (2) until the termination date specified in the agreement, even in the case of early termination of the agreement under section 53205(c). This subsection shall not apply in the case of an operating agreement terminated for lack of funds under section 53205(d). 
  (2) Requirements The requirements described in this paragraph are the following: 
  (A) To continue the documentation of the vessel under chapter 121. 
  (B) To be bound by the requirements of section 53208. 
  (C) That all terms and conditions of an emergency preparedness agreement entered into under section 53208 shall remain in effect, except that the terms of such emergency preparedness agreement may be modified by the mutual consent of the owner or operator, the Secretary and the Secretary of Defense as provided in such section. 
  (d) Transfer of operating agreements The owner or operator of a vessel covered by an operating agreement under this chapter may transfer that agreement (including all rights and obligations under the agreement) to any person that is eligible to enter into that operating agreement under this chapter, if the transfer is approved by the Secretary of Transportation and the Secretary of Defense. 
  (e) Replacement of vessels covered by agreements An owner or operator of a vessel covered by an operating agreement under this chapter may replace the vessel with another vessel that is eligible to be included in the Fleet under section 53202(b), if the Secretary of Transportation, in coordination with the Secretary of Defense, approves the replacement of the vessel. In selecting a replacement vessel, the owner or operator shall give primary consideration to— 
  (1) the commercial viability of the vessel; 
  (2) the utility of the vessel with respect to the operating requirements of the owner or operator; and 
  (3) ensuring that the commercial and military utility of any replacement vessel is not less than that of the initial vessel. 
  53207. Payments 
  (a) Annual payment Subject to the availability of appropriations for such purpose and the other provisions of this chapter, the Secretary shall pay to the owner or operator of a vessel covered by an operating agreement under this chapter an amount equal to $6,000,000 for each vessel covered by the agreement for each fiscal year that the vessel is covered by the agreement. Such amount shall be paid in equal monthly installments on the last day of each month. The amount payable under this subsection may not be reduced except as provided by this section. 
  (b) Certification required for payment As a condition of receiving payment under this section for a fiscal year for a vessel, the owner or operator of the vessel shall certify, in accordance with regulations issued by the Secretary, that the vessel has been and will be operated in accordance with section 53206 for at least 320 days during the fiscal year. Days during which the vessel is drydocked, surveyed, inspected, or repaired shall be considered days of operation for purposes of this subsection. 
  (c) General limitations The Secretary may not make any payment under this chapter for a vessel with respect to any days for which the vessel is— 
  (1) not operated or maintained in accordance with an operating agreement under this chapter; or 
  (2) more than 25 years of age. 
  (d) Reductions in payments With respect to payments under this chapter for a vessel covered by an operating agreement, the Secretary— 
  (1) except as provided in paragraph (2), may not reduce such a payment for the operation of the vessel to carry military or other preference cargoes under section 55302(a), 55304, 55305, or 55314, section 2631 of title 10, or any other cargo preference law of the United States; 
  (2) may not make such a payment for any day that the vessel is engaged in transporting more than 7,500 tons of civilian bulk preference cargoes pursuant to section 55302(a), 55305, or 55314, that is bulk cargo; and 
  (3) shall make a pro rata reduction for each day less than 320 in a fiscal year that the vessel is not operated in accordance with section 53206. 
  (e) Limitations regarding noncontiguous domestic trade 
  (1) In general No owner or operator shall receive payments pursuant to this chapter during a period in which it participates in noncontiguous domestic trade. 
  (2) Limitation on application Paragraph (1) shall not apply to a owner or operator that is a citizen of the United States within the meaning of section 50501, applying the 75 percent ownership requirement of that section. 
  (3) Participates in a noncontiguous trade defined In this subsection the term  participates in a noncontiguous domestic trade means directly or indirectly owns, charters, or operates a vessel engaged in transportation of cargo between a point in the contiguous 48 States and a point in Alaska, Hawaii, or Puerto Rico, other than a point in Alaska north of the Arctic Circle. 
  53208. National security requirements 
  (a) Emergency preparedness agreement required The Secretary of Transportation, in coordination with the Secretary of Defense, shall establish an emergency preparedness program under this section under which the owner or operator of a vessel covered by an operating agreement under this chapter shall agree, as a condition of the operating agreement, to enter into an emergency preparedness agreement with the Secretaries. Each such emergency preparedness agreement shall be entered into as promptly as practicable after the owner or operator has entered into the operating agreement. 
  (b) Terms of agreement The terms of an agreement under this section— 
  (1) shall provide that upon request by the Secretary of Defense during time of war or national emergency, or whenever determined by the Secretary of Defense to be necessary for national security or contingency operation (as that term is defined in section 101 of title 10), the owner or operator shall make available commercial transportation resources (including services) described in subsection (d) to the Secretary of Defense; 
  (2) shall include such additional terms as may be established by the Secretary of Transportation and the Secretary of Defense; and 
  (3) shall allow for the modification or addition of terms upon agreement by the Secretary of Transportation and the owner or operator and the approval by the Secretary of Defense. 
  (c) Participation after expiration of operating agreement Except as provided by section 53206, the Secretary may not require, through an emergency preparedness agreement or an operating agreement, that an owner or operator of a vessel covered by an operating agreement continue to participate in an emergency preparedness agreement after the operating agreement has expired according to its terms or is otherwise no longer in effect. After the expiration of an emergency preparedness agreement, a owner or operator may voluntarily continue to participate in the agreement. 
  (d) Resources made available The commercial transportation resources to be made available under an emergency preparedness agreement shall include vessels or capacity in vessels, terminal facilities, management services, and other related services, or any agreed portion of such nonvessel resources for activation as the Secretary of Defense may determine to be necessary, seeking to minimize disruption of the owner or operator’s service to commercial customers. 
  (e) Compensation 
  (1) In general Each emergency preparedness agreement under this section shall provide that the Secretary of Defense shall pay fair and reasonable compensation for all commercial transportation resources provided pursuant to this section. 
  (2) Specific requirements Compensation under this subsection— 
  (A) shall not be less than the owner or operator’s commercial market charges for like transportation resources; 
  (B) shall be fair and reasonable considering all circumstances; 
  (C) shall be provided from the time that a vessel or resource is required by the Secretary of Defense until the time it is redelivered to the owner or operator and is available to reenter commercial service; and 
  (D) shall be in addition to and shall not in any way reflect amounts payable under section 53207. 
  (f) Temporary replacement vessels Notwithstanding section 55302(a), 55304, 55305, or 55314, section 2631 of title 10, or any other cargo preference law of the United States— 
  (1) an owner or operator may operate or employ in foreign commerce a foreign-flag vessel or foreign-flag vessel capacity as a temporary replacement for a vessel of the United States or vessel of the United States capacity that is activated by the Secretary of Defense under an emergency preparedness agreement or a primary Department of Defense sealift readiness program; and 
  (2) such replacement vessel or vessel capacity shall be eligible during the replacement period to transport preference cargoes subject to sections 55302(a), 55304, 55305, and 55314 and section 2631 of title 10 to the same extent as the eligibility of the vessel or vessel capacity replaced. 
  (g) Redelivery and Liability of the United States for Damages 
  (1) In general All commercial transportation resources activated under an emergency preparedness agreement shall, upon termination of the period of activation, be redelivered to the owner or operator in the same good order and condition as when received, less ordinary wear and tear, or the Secretary of Defense shall fully compensate the owner or operator for any necessary repair or replacement. 
  (2) Limitation on United States liability Except as may be expressly agreed in an emergency preparedness agreement, or as otherwise provided by law, the Government shall not be liable for disruption of an owner or operator’s commercial business or other consequential damages to an owner or operator arising from the activation of commercial transportation resources under an emergency preparedness agreement. 
  53209. Regulatory relief 
  (a) Operation in foreign commerce An owner or operator for a vessel included in an operating agreement under this chapter may operate the vessel in the foreign commerce of the United States without restriction. 
  (b) Other restrictions The restrictions of section 55305(a) concerning the building, rebuilding, or documentation of a vessel in a foreign country shall not apply to a vessel for any day the operator of the vessel is receiving payments for the operation of that vessel under an operating agreement under this chapter. 
  (c) Telecommunications equipment The telecommunications and other electronic equipment on an existing vessel that is redocumented under the laws of the United States for operation under an operating agreement under this chapter shall be deemed to satisfy all Federal Communications Commission equipment certification requirements, if—

  (B) to support innovation for national security launches under phase three contracts. 
  (2) Competitive procedures The Secretary shall carry out paragraph (1) by conducting a full and open competition among all National Security Space Launch providers that may submit bids for a phase three contract. 
  (3) Agreements An agreement described in this paragraph is an agreement that provides a National Security Space Launch provider with not more than $150,000,000 for the provider to conduct either or both of the following activities: 
  (A) Meet the certification and infrastructure requirements that are— 
  (i) unique to national security space missions; and 
  (ii) necessary for a phase three contract. 
  (B) Develop transformational technologies in support of the national security space launch capability for phase three contracts (such as technologies regarding launch, maneuver, and transport capabilities for enhanced resiliency and security technologies, as identified in the National Security Launch Architecture study of the Space and Missile Systems Center of the Space Force).  
  (4) Report Not later than 30 days after the date on which the Secretary enters into an agreement under paragraph (1), the Secretary shall submit to the appropriate congressional committees a report explaining how the Secretary determined the certification and infrastructure requirements and the transformational technologies covered under paragraph (3). 
  (d) Briefing Not later than December 31, 2020, the Secretary shall provide to the congressional defense committees a briefing on the progress made by the Secretary in ensuring that full and open competition exists for phase three contracts, including— 
  (1) a description of progress made to establish the requirements for phase three contracts, including such requirements that the Secretary determines cannot be met by the commercial market; 
  (2) whether the Secretary determines that additional development funding will be necessary for such phase; 
  (3) a description of the estimated costs for the development described in subparagraphs (A) and (B) of subsection (c)(3); and 
  (4) how the Secretary will— 
  (A) ensure full and open competition for technology development for phase three contracts; and 
  (B) maintain competition. 
  (e) Rule of construction Nothing in this section may be construed to delay the award of phase two contracts. 
  (f) Definitions In this section: 
  (1) The term  appropriate congressional committees means— 
  (A) the congressional defense committees; and 
  (B) the Permanent Select Committee on Intelligence of the House of Representatives and the Select Committee on Intelligence of the Senate. 
  (2) The term  down-selected National Security Launch provider means a National Security Space Launch provider that the Secretary of the Air Force selected to be awarded phase two contracts. 
  (3) The term  phase three contract means a contract awarded using competitive procedures for launch services under the National Security Space Launch program after fiscal year 2024. 
  (4) The term  phase two acquisition strategy means the process by which the Secretary of the Air Force enters into phase two contracts during fiscal year 2020, orders launch missions during fiscal years 2020 through 2024, and carries out such launches under the National Security Space Launch program. 
  (5) The term  phase two contract means a contract awarded during fiscal year 2020 using competitive procedures for launch missions ordered under the National Security Space Launch program during fiscal years 2020 through 2024.

  1612. Log 70950 National Academies Climate Security Roundtable 
  (a) In general The Under Secretary of Defense for Intelligence and Security, in coordination with the Director of National Intelligence, shall enter into a joint agreement with the Academies to create a new  National Academies Climate Security Roundtable (in this section referred to as the  roundtable). 
  (b) Participants The roundtable shall include— 
  (1) the members of the Climate Security Advisory Council established under section 120 of the National Security Act of 1947 (50 U.S.C. 3060); 
  (2) senior representatives and practitioners from Federal science agencies, elements of the intelligence community, and the Department of Defense, who are not members of the Council; and 
  (3) key stakeholders in the United States scientific enterprise, including institutions of higher education, Federal research laboratories (including the national security laboratories), industry, and nonprofit research organizations. 
  (c) Purpose The purpose of the roundtable is— 
  (1) to support the duties and responsibilities of the Climate Security Advisory Council under section 120(c) of the National Security Act of 1947 (50 U.S.C. 3060(c)); 
  (2) to develop best practices for the exchange of data, knowledge, and expertise among elements of the intelligence community, elements of the Federal Government that are not elements of the intelligence community, and non-Federal researchers; 
  (3) to facilitate dialogue and collaboration about relevant collection and analytic priorities among participants of the roundtable with respect to climate security; 
  (4) to identify relevant gaps in the exchange of data, knowledge, or expertise among participants of the roundtable with respect to climate security, and consider viable solutions to address such gaps; and 
  (5) to provide any other assistance, resources, or capabilities that the Director of National Intelligence or the Under Secretary determines necessary with respect to the Council carrying out the duties and responsibilities of the Council under such section 120(c). 
  (d) Meetings The roundtable shall meet at least quarterly, in coordination with the meetings of the Climate Security Advisory Council under section 120(c)(1) of the National Security Act of 1947 (50 U.S.C. 3060(c)(1)). 
  (e) Reports and briefings The joint agreement under subsection (a) shall specify that— 
  (1) the roundtable shall organize workshops, on at least a biannual basis, that include both participants of the roundtable and persons who are not participants, and may be conducted in classified or unclassified form in accordance with subsection (f); 
  (2) on a regular basis, the roundtable shall produce classified and unclassified reports on the topics described in subsection (c) and the activities of the roundtable, and other documents in support of the duties and responsibilities of the Climate Security Advisory Council under section 120(c) of the National Security Act of 1947 (50 U.S.C. 3060(c)); 
  (3) the Academies shall provide recommendations by consensus to the Council on both the topics described in subsection (c) and specific topics as identified by participants of the roundtable; 
  (4) not later than March 1, 2021, and annually thereafter during the life of the roundtable, the Academies shall provide a briefing to the appropriate congressional committees on the progress and activities of the roundtable; and 
  (5) not later than September 30, 2025, the Academies shall submit a final report to the appropriate congressional committees on the activities of the roundtable. 
  (f) Security clearances Each participant of the roundtable shall have a security clearance at the appropriate level to carry out the duties of the participant under this section. A person who is not a participant who attends a workshop under subsection (e)(1) is not required to have a security clearance, and the roundtable shall ensure that any such workshop is held at the appropriate classified or unclassified level. 
  (g) Termination The roundtable shall terminate on September 30, 2025. 
  (h) Definitions In this section: 
  (1) The term  Academies means the National Academies of Sciences, Engineering, and Medicine. 
  (2) The term  appropriate congressional committees means—

  (5) The term  national security laboratory has the meaning given the term in section 4002 of the Atomic Energy Defense Act (50 U.S.C. 2501).  
  1613. Log 70965 Report on risk to national security posed by quantum computing technologies

  (E) Recommendations to counter the threats and risks posed by quantum computing technologies that prioritize, secure, and resource the defense of national security systems identified under subparagraph (A). 
  (b) Briefings During the period preceding the date on which the Secretary submits the report under subsection (a), the Secretary shall include in the quarterly briefings under section 484 of title 10, United States Code, an update on the assessment conducted under such subsection. 
  (c) Form The report under subsection (a) may be submitted in classified form.

Such counterpart organizations shall have the same authorities as the NCWDG. Not later than 30 days after receipt by each of the service secretaries and the Commander under subsection (d) of the study required under subsection (a), each such service secretary and Commander, as the case may be, shall brief the congressional defense committees regarding whether or not each such service secretary or Commander intends to utilize the authority under this subsection.

  (2) Reference Any reference to a Sector-Specific Agency in any law, regulation, map, document, record, or other paper of the United States shall be deemed to be a reference to the Sector Risk Management Agency of the Federal Government for the relevant critical infrastructure sector. 
  (b) Designation The Secretary of Defense shall designate the Principal Cyber Advisor of the Department of Defense as the lead official, and the Office of the Principal Cyber Advisor as the lead component, for the Department’s role and functions as the Sector Risk Management Agency for the Defense Industrial Base. 
  (c) Responsibilities As the lead official for the Department of Defense’s Sector Risk Management Agency functions, the Principal Cyber Advisor of the Department shall be responsible for all activities performed by the Department in its support of the Defense Industrial Base, as one of the critical infrastructure sectors of the United States. Such activities shall include the following: 
  (1) Synchronization, harmonization, de-confliction, and management for the execution of all Department programs, initiatives, efforts, and communication related to the Department’s Sector Risk Management Agency function, including any Department program, initiative, or effort that addresses the cybersecurity of the Defense Industrial Base. 
  (2) Leadership and management of the Defense Industrial Base Government Coordinating Council. 
  (3) Direct interface and sponsorship of the Defense Industrial Base Sector Coordinating Council. 
  (4) Organization of quarterly in-person meetings of both the Defense Industrial Base Government Coordinating Council and the Defense Industrial Base Sector Coordinating Council. 
  (d) Additional functions In carrying out this section, the Principal Cyber Advisor of the Department of Defense shall— 
  (1) coordinate with relevant Federal departments and agencies, and collaborate with critical infrastructure owners and operators, where appropriate with independent regulatory agencies, and with State, local, territorial, and Tribal entities, as appropriate; 
  (2) serve as a day-to-day Federal interface for the dynamic prioritization and coordination of sector-specific activities; 
  (3) carry out incident management responsibilities; 
  (4) provide, support, or facilitate technical assistance and consultations for the Defense Industrial Base to identify cyber or physical vulnerabilities and help mitigate incidents, as appropriate; and 
  (5) support the statutorily required reporting requirements of such relevant Federal departments and agencies by providing to such departments and agencies on an annual basis sector-specific critical infrastructure information.  
  1625. Log 71262 Department of Defense Cyber Workforce Efforts 
  (a) Resources for cyber education 
  (1) In general The Chief Information Officer of the Department of Defense, in consultation with the Director of the National Security Agency (NSA), shall examine the current policies permitting National Security Agency employees to use up to 140 hours of paid time toward NSA’s cyber education programs. 
  (2) Report 
  (A) In general Not later than 90 days after the date of the enactment of this Act, the Chief Information Officer shall submit to the congressional defense committees and the congressional intelligence committees a strategy for expanding the policies described in paragraph (1) to— 
  (i) individuals who occupy positions described in section 1599f of title 10, United States Code; and 
  (ii) any other individuals who the Chief Information Officer determines appropriate. 
  (B) Implementation plan The report required under subparagraph (A) shall detail the utilization of the policies in place at the National Security Agency, as well as an implementation plan that describes the mechanisms needed to expand the use of such policies to accommodate wider participation by individuals described in such subparagraph. Such implementation plan shall detail how such individuals would be able to connect to the instructional and participatory opportunities available through the efforts, programs, initiatives, and investments accounted for in the report required under section 1649 of the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2020 (Public Law 116–92), including the following programs: 
  (i) GenCyber. 
  (ii) Centers for Academic Excellence – Cyber Defense. 
  (iii) Centers for Academic Excellence – Cyber Operations. 
  (C) Deadline Not later than 120 days after the submission of the report required under subparagraph (A), the Chief Information Officer of the Department of Defense shall carry out the implementation plan contained in such report. 
  (b) Improving the training with industry program 
  (1) In general Not later than 120 days after the date of the enactment of this Act, the Principal Cyber Advisor of the Department of Defense, in consultation with the Principal Cyber Advisors of the military services and the Under Secretary of Defense for Personnel and Readiness, shall submit to the congressional defense committees a review of the current utilization and utility of the Training With Industry (TWI) programs, including relating to the following: 
  (A) Recommendations regarding how to improve and better utilize such programs, including regarding individuals who have completed such programs. 
  (B) An implementation plan to carry out such recommendations. 
  (2) Additional  Not later than 90 days after the submission of the report required under paragraph (1), the Principal Cyber Advisor of the Department of Defense shall carry out the implementation plan required under paragraph (1). 
  (c) Alignment of cybersecurity training programs 
  (1) In general Not later than 120 days after the date of the enactment of this Act, the Secretary of Defense shall submit to the congressional defense committees a report containing recommendations on how cybersecurity training programs described in section 1649 of the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2020 can be better aligned and harmonized. 
  (2) Report The report required under paragraph (1) shall provide recommendations concerning the following topics and information: 
  (A) Developing a comprehensive mechanism for utilizing and leveraging the Cyber Excepted Service workforce of the Department of Defense referred to in subsection (a), as well as mechanisms for military participation. 
  (B) Unnecessary redundancies in such programs, or in any related efforts, initiatives, or investments. 
  (C) Mechanisms for tracking participation and transition of participation from one such program to another.

Each such report shall include other relevant information pertaining to each such exemption, including relating to the following: 
  (1) Risk categorization. 
  (2) Duration. 
  (3) Estimated time remaining.  
  1627. Log 70958 Assessing private-public collaboration in cybersecurity 
  (a) Requirement Not later than 120 days after the date of the enactment of this Act, the Secretary of Defense shall— 
  (1) conduct a review and assessment of any ongoing public-private collaborative initiatives involving the Department of Defense and the private sector related to cybersecurity and defense of critical infrastructure, including— 
  (A) the United States Cyber Command’s Pathfinder initiative and any derivative initiative; 
  (B) the Department’s support to and integration with existing Federal cybersecurity centers and organizations; and 
  (C) comparable initiatives led by other Federal departments or agencies that support long-term public-private cybersecurity collaboration; and 
  (2) make recommendations for improvements and the requirements and resources necessary to institutionalize and strengthen the initiatives described in subparagraphs (A) through (C) of paragraph (1). 
  (b) Report 
  (1) In general The Secretary of Defense shall submit to the congressional defense committees a report on the review, assessment, and recommendations under subsection (a). 
  (2) Form The report required under paragraph (1) may be submitted in unclassified or classified form, as necessary. 
  (c) Definition In this section, the term  critical infrastructure has the meaning given such term in section 1016(e) of the Uniting and Strengthening America by Providing Appropriate Tools Required to Intercept and Obstruct Terrorism (USA PATRIOT ACT) Act of 2001 (42 U.S.C. 5195c(e)).  
  1628. Log 70944 Cyber capabilities and interoperability of the National Guard 
  (a) Evaluation Not later than 180 days after the date of the enactment of this Act, the Secretary of Defense, in conjunction with the Chief of the National Guard Bureau, shall submit to the congressional defense committees, the Committee on Appropriations of the House of Representatives, and the Committee on Appropriations of the Senate a review of the statutes, rules, regulations, and standards that pertain to the use of the National Guard for the response to and recovery from significant cyber incidents. 
  (b) Recommendations The review required under subsection (a) shall address the following:: 
  (1) Regulations promulgated under section 903 of title 32, United States Code, to allow the National Guard to conduct homeland defense activities that the Secretary of Defense determines to be necessary and appropriate in accordance with section 902 of such title in response to a cyber attack. 
  (2) Compulsory guidance from the Chief of the National Guard Bureau regarding how the National Guard shall collaborate with the Cybersecurity and Infrastructure Security Agency of the Department of Homeland Security and the Federal Bureau of Investigation of the Department of Justice through multi-agency task forces, information-sharing groups, incident response planning and exercises, and other relevant forums and activities. 
  (3) A plan for how the Chief of the National Guard Bureau will collaborate with the Secretary of Homeland Security to develop an annex to the National Cyber Incident Response Plan that details the regulations and guidance described in paragraphs (1) and (2). 
  (c) Definition The term  significant cyber incident means a cyber incident that results, or several related cyber incidents that result, in demonstrable harm to— 
  (1) the national security interests, foreign relations, or economy of the United States; or 
  (2) the public confidence, civil liberties, or public health and safety of the American people.  
  1629. Log 70945 Evaluation of non-traditional cyber support to the Department of Defense

  (E) The manning, training, and sustainment needed to support such architecture. 
  (F) A detailed schedule for the development, testing, production, and deployment of such systems. 
  (G) A lifecycle cost estimate of such architecture. 
  (H) A comparison of the capabilities, costs, schedules, and policies with respect to— 
  (i) deploying regional systems described in subsection (a) to conduct homeland defense missions; and 
  (ii) deploying future ground-based midcourse defense systems for such missions. 
  (3) Submission Not later than 90 days after the date of the enactment of this Act, the Secretary of Defense shall submit to the congressional defense committees a report containing— 
  (A) the analysis of alternatives under paragraph (1); and 
  (B) a certification by the Secretary that such analysis is sufficient. 
  (b) Assessment Not later than February 28, 2021, the Director of the Defense Intelligence Agency, and the head of any other element of the intelligence community that the Secretary of Defense determines appropriate, shall submit to the congressional defense committees an assessment of the following:

  (E) A description of how the requirements for land- and sea-based strategic hypersonic weapons will be addressed with the Joint Requirements Oversight Council, and how such requirements will be formally provided to the military departments procuring such weapons through an acquisition program described under section 804 of the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2016 (10 U.S.C. 2302 note). 
  (F) A basing strategy for land-based launch platforms and a description of the actions needed to be taken for future deployment of such platforms. 
  (3) Form The report under paragraph (1) shall be submitted in unclassified form, but may include a classified annex. 
  (c) Annual reports on acquisition 
  (1) Army and Navy programs Except as provided by paragraph (3), not later than 30 days after the date on which the budget of the President for each of fiscal years 2022 through 2025 is submitted to Congress pursuant to section 1105 of title 31, United States Code, the Secretary of the Army and the Secretary of the Navy shall jointly submit to the congressional defense committees a report on the conventional prompt global strike programs of the Army and the Navy, including— 
  (A) the total costs to the respective military departments for such programs; 
  (B) the strategy for such programs with respect to manning, training, and equipping, including cost estimates; and 
  (C) a testing strategy and schedule for such programs.

  (A) An assessment of the strategic and tactical maritime logistics force (including non-military assets provided by Military Sealift Command and through the Voluntary Intermodal Sealift Agreement) required to support sealift and at sea logistics requirements of forces to meet steady state and contingency requirements. 
  (B) An assessment of the strategic and tactical airlift and tankers (including non-military assets provided by the Civil Reserve Air Fleet and through the Voluntary Tanker Agreement) required to support movement of forces to meet steady state and contingency requirements. 
  (C) An assessment of the location, configuration, and inventory of prepositioned materiel and equipment programs required to meet steady state and contingency requirements. 
  (D) An assessment of the location, infrastructure, and storage capacity for petroleum, oil, and lubricant products, as well as the ability to distribute such products from storage supply points to deployed military forces, required to meet steady state and contingency requirements. 
  (E) An assessment of the capabilities, capacity, and infrastructure of the Department of Defense organic industrial base and private sector industrial base required to meet steady-state and surge software and depot maintenance requirements. 
  (F) An assessment of the production capability, capacity, and infrastructure, of the Department of Defense organic industrial base and private sector industrial base required to meet steady-state and surge production requirements for ammunition and other military munitions. 
  (G) An assessment of the condition, capacity, and location of military infrastructure required to project military forces to meet steady-state and contingency requirements. 
  (H) An assessment of the cybersecurity risks to military and commercial logistics networks and information technology systems. 
  (I) An assessment of the gaps between the requirements identified under subparagraphs (A) through (H) compared to the actual force structure and infrastructure capabilities, capacity, and posture and the risks associated with each gap as it relates to the ability to meet the national defense strategy. 
  (J) A discussion of the identified mitigations being pursued to address each gap and risk identified under subparagraph (I) as well as the initiatives and resources planned to address such gaps, as included in the Department of Defense budget request submitted during the same year as the report and the applicable future-years defense program. 
  (K) An assessment of the extent to which wargames conducted by the Department of Defense, Joint Staff, geographic combatant commands, and military departments incorporate logistics capabilities and threats and a description of the logistics constraints to operations identified through such wargames. 
  (L) Such other matters the Secretary of Defense considers appropriate. 
  (2) The report required under this subsection shall be submitted in classified form and shall include an unclassified summary. 
  (c) Comptroller General review Not later than 180 days after the date on which Secretary submits each report required under subsection (b), the Comptroller General shall submit to the congressional defense committees a report that includes an assessment of each of the following: 
  (1) Whether the report includes each of the elements referred to in subsection (b). 
  (2) The strengths and weaknesses of the approach and methodology used in conducting the review required under subsection (a) that is covered by the report. 
  (3) Any other matters relating to sustainment that may arise from the report, as the Comptroller General considers appropriate. 
  (d) Relationship to budget Nothing in this section shall be construed to affect section 1105(a) of title 31. 
  (e) Termination The requirement to submit a report under this section shall terminate on the date that is 10 years after the date of the enactment of this section. .

  (B) reducing overall life-cycle costs of weapon systems during fielding, operation and sustainment; and

  (2) using information from the review of the weapon system sustainment ecosystem, make recommendations related to statutory, regulatory, policy, or operational best practices the panel considers necessary. 
  (d) Report 
  (1) Interim report Not later than one year after the date on which all members of the panel have been appointed, the panel shall provide to the Secretary of Defense and the Committees on Armed Services of the Senate and House of Representatives a briefing on the interim findings and recommendations of the panel. 
  (2) Final report Not later than two years after the date on which all members of the panel have been appointed, the panel shall submit to the Secretary of Defense and the Committees on Armed Services of the Senate and House of Representatives a report setting for a detailed statement of the findings and conclusions the panel as a result of the review described in subsection (c), together with such recommendations related to statutory, regulatory, policy, or operational practices as the panel considers appropriate in light of the results of the review. 
  (e) Administrative matters 
  (1) In general The Secretary of Defense shall provide the panel with timely access to appropriate information, data, resources, analysis, and logistics support so that the panel may conduct a thorough and independent assessment as required under this section. 
  (2) Effect of lack of appointment by appointment date If any member has not been appointed by the date specified in subsection (b)(3), the authority to appoint such member under subsection (b)(1) shall expire, and the number of members of the panel shall be reduced by the number equal to the number of appointments so not made. 
  (3) Period of appointment; vacancies Members of the panel shall be appointed for the duration of the panel. Any vacancy in the panel shall not affect its powers, but shall be filled in the same manner as the original appointment.

  (1) To act as the principal executive representative and advisor of the Secretary on explosive and chemical agent safety matters related to Department of Defense military munitions.

  (3) To preside over meetings of the explosive safety board.

  (6) To provide impartial and objective advice related to explosives safety management to the Secretary of Defense and the heads of the military departments.

  (8) To provide assistance and advice to the Under Secretary of Defense for Acquisition and Sustainment and the Deputy Director of Land Warfare and Munitions in munitions acquisition oversight and technology advancement for Department of Defense military munitions, especially in the areas of explosives and chemical agent safety and demilitarization. 
  (9) To provide assistance and advice to the Assistant Secretary of Defense for Logistics and Material Readiness in sustainment oversight of Department of Defense military munitions, especially in the areas of explosives and chemical agent safety, storage, transportation, and demilitarization. 
  (10) To develop and recommend issuances to define the functions of the explosive safety board. 
  (11) To establishes joint hazard classification procedures with covered components of the Department. 
  (12) To make recommendations to the Under Secretary of Defense for Acquisition and Sustainment with respect to explosives and chemical agent safety tenets and requirements.  
  (13) To conducts oversight of Department of Defense explosive safety management programs. 
  (14) To carry out such other responsibilities as the Secretary of Defense determines appropriate. 
  (d) Responsibilities of executive director and civilian members The executive director and civilian members of the explosive safety board shall—

  (6) The Department of Defense field activities. 
  (7) All other organizational entities within the Department. . 
  (b) Deadline for appointment By not later than 90 days after the date of the enactment of this Act, the Secretary of Defense shall take such steps as may be necessary to ensure that the explosive safety board of the Department of Defense, as authorized under section 172 of title 10, United States Code, has a chair who is a military officer and whose responsibilities include the day-to-day management of the explosive safety board and the responsibilities provided in subsection (c) of such section.

  (1) The status of the establishment and organization of the Program and the compliance with the requirements of such section, as amended by section 1052 of the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2020. 
  (2) An assessment of the feasibility and advisability of designating the Joint Program Executive Officer for Armaments and Ammunition as the joint program executive officer for the explosive ordnance disposal program or establishing a rotation of the role between an Army, Navy, and Air Force entity on a periodic basis. 
  (3) An assessment of the feasibility and advisability of designating the Director of the Defense Threat Reduction Agency with management responsibility for a Defense-wide program element for explosive ordnance disposal research, development, test, and evaluation transactions other than contracts, cooperative agreements, and grants related to section 2371 of title 10, United States Code, during research projects including rapid prototyping and limited procurement urgent activities and acquisition.

  (c) Report and briefings The Secretary shall— 
  (1) submit to the congressional defense committees a report on the results of assessment conducted under this section by not later than December 31, 2021; and 
  (2) provide for such committees interim briefings on such assessment upon request. 
  (d) Point of failure In this section, the term  point of failure means, with respect to the munitions enterprise, an aspect of the enterprise, that, if it were to fail or be significantly negatively impacted would cause the portion of the enterprise it supports to either fail or be significantly negatively impacted.

  (1) Authority Upon determination by the Secretary of Defense that such action is necessary in the national interest, the Secretary may transfer amounts of authorizations made available to the Department of Defense in this division for fiscal year 2021 between any such authorizations for that fiscal year (or any subdivisions thereof). Amounts of authorizations so transferred shall be merged with and be available for the same purposes as the authorization to which transferred. 
  (2) Limitation Except as provided in paragraph (3), the total amount of authorizations that the Secretary may transfer under the authority of this section may not exceed $4,000,000,000.

  (B) does not include a trust for which any person that is not a citizen of the United States has authority to direct, or participate in directing, a trustee for a trust in matters involving any ownership or operation of the vessel that may adversely affect the interests of the United States or in removing a trustee without cause, either directly or indirectly through the control of another person, unless the trust instrument provides that persons who are not citizens of the United States may not hold more than 25 percent of the aggregate authority to so direct or remove a trustee; and 
  (C) may include a trust for which a person who is not a citizen of the United States holds more than 25 percent of the beneficial interest in the trust. 
  53202. Establishment of the Tanker Security Fleet 
  (a) In general The Secretary of Transportation, in consultation with the Secretary of Defense, shall establish a fleet of active, commercially viable, militarily useful, privately owned product tankers to meet national defense and other security requirements and maintain a United States presence in international commercial shipping. The fleet shall consist of privately owned vessels of the United States for which there are in effect operating agreements under this chapter, and shall be known as the  Tanker Security Fleet (hereinafter in this chapter referred to as the  Fleet).

  (5) is determined by the Secretary of Defense to be suitable for use by the United States for national defense or military purposes in time of war or national emergency; and 
  (6) is commercially viable, as determined by the Secretary of Transportation; and 
  (7) is— 
  (A) a vessel of the United States; or 
  (B) not a vessel of the United States, but— 
  (i) the owner of the vessel has demonstrated an intent to have the vessel documented under chapter 121 if it is included in the Fleet; and 
  (ii) at the time an operating agreement is entered into under this chapter, the vessel is eligible for documentation under chapter 121. 
  (c) Requirements regarding citizenship of owners, charterers, and operators 
  (1) Vessels owned and operated by section 50501 citizens A vessel meets the requirements of this paragraph if, during the period of an operating agreement under this chapter that applies to the vessel, the vessel will be owned and operated by one or more persons that are citizens of the United States under section 50501. 
  (2) Vessels owned by a section 50501 citizen, or United States citizen trust, and chartered to a documentation citizen A vessel meets the requirements of this paragraph if— 
  (A) during the period of an operating agreement under this chapter that applies to the vessel, the vessel will be— 
  (i) owned by a person that is a citizen of the United States under section 50501 or that is a United States citizen trust; and 
  (ii) demise chartered to a person— 
  (I) that is eligible to document the vessel under chapter 121; 
  (II) the chairman of the board of directors, chief executive officer, and a majority of the members of the board of directors of which are citizens of the United States under section 50501, and are appointed and subjected to removal only upon approval by the Secretary; and 
  (III) that certifies to the Secretary that there are no treaties, statutes, regulations, or other laws that would prohibit the owner or operator for the vessel from performing its obligations under an operating agreement under this chapter; 
  (B) in the case of a vessel that will be demise chartered to a person that is owned or controlled by another person that is not a citizen of the United States under section 50501, the other person enters into an agreement with the Secretary not to influence the operation of the vessel in a manner that will adversely affect the interests of the United States; and 
  (C) the Secretary of Transportation and the Secretary of Defense notify the Committee on Armed Services and the Committee on Commerce, Science, and Transportation of the Senate and the Committee on Armed Services and the Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure of the House of Representatives that the Secretaries concur with the certification required under subparagraph (A)(ii)(III), and have reviewed and agree that there are no legal, operational, or other impediments that would prohibit the owner or operator for the vessel from performing its obligations under an operating agreement under this chapter. 
  (3) Vessels owned and operated by a defense owner or operator A vessel meets the requirements of this paragraph if— 
  (A) during the period of an operating agreement under this chapter that applies to the vessel, the vessel will be owned and operated by a person that— 
  (i) is eligible to document a vessel under chapter 121; 
  (ii) operates or manages other vessels of the United States for the Secretary of Defense, or charters other vessels to the Secretary of Defense; 
  (iii) has entered into a special security agreement for the purpose of this paragraph with the Secretary of Defense; 
  (iv) makes the certification described in paragraph (2)(A)(ii)(III); and 
  (v) in the case of a vessel described in paragraph (2)(B), enters into an agreement referred to in that subparagraph; and 
  (B) the Secretary of Transportation and the Secretary of Defense notify the Committee on Armed Services and the Committee on Commerce, Science, and Transportation of the Senate and the Committee on Armed Services and the Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure of the House of Representatives that they concur with the certification required under subparagraph (A)(iv), and have reviewed and agree that there are no legal, operational, or other impediments that would prohibit the owner or operator for the vessel from performing its obligations under an operating agreement under this chapter. 
  (4) Vessels owned by documentation citizens and chartered to section 50501 citizens A vessel meets the requirements of this paragraph if, during the period of an operating agreement under this chapter, the vessel will be— 
  (A) owned by a person who is eligible to document a vessel under chapter 121; and 
  (B) demise chartered to a person that is a citizen of the United States under section 50501. 
  (d) Request by secretary of defense The Secretary of Defense shall request that the Commandant of the Coast Guard issue any waiver under section 501 that the Secretary of Defense determines is necessary for purposes of this chapter. 
  (e) Vessel standards 
  (1) Certificate of Inspection A vessel used to provide oceangoing transportation that the Commandant of the Coast Guard determines meets the criteria of subsection (b) but which, on the date of enactment of this section, is not documented under chapter 121, shall be eligible for a certificate of inspection if the Commandant of the Coast Guard determines that— 
  (A) the vessel is classed by and designed in accordance with the rules of the American Bureau of Shipping, or another classification society accepted by the Commandant of the Coast Guard; 
  (B) the vessel complies with applicable international agreements and associated guidelines, as determined by the country in which the vessel was documented immediately before becoming documented under chapter 121; and 
  (C) the country has not been identified by the Commandant of the Coast Guard as inadequately enforcing international vessel regulations as to that vessel. 
  (2) Reliance on classification society 
  (A) In general The Commandant of the Coast Guard may rely on a certification from the American Bureau of Shipping or, subject to subparagraph (B), another classification society accepted by the Commandant of the Coast Guard, to establish that a vessel is in compliance with the requirements of paragraph (1). 
  (B) Foreign classification society The Secretary may accept certification from a foreign classification society under subparagraph (A) only— 
  (i) to the extent that the government of the foreign country in which the society is headquartered provides access on a reciprocal basis to the American Bureau of Shipping; and 
  (ii) if the foreign classification society has offices and maintains records in the United States. 
  53203. Vessel standards 
  (a) Certificate of inspection A vessel used to provide transportation service as a common carrier that the Secretary of Transportation determines meets the criteria of section 53102(b), which on the date of enactment of this section is not a documented vessel, shall be eligible for a certificate of inspection if the Secretary determines that— 
  (1) the vessel is classed by and designed in accordance with the rules of the American Bureau of Shipping or another classification society accepted by the Secretary; 
  (2) the vessel complies with applicable international agreements and associated guidelines, as determined by the country in which the vessel was documented immediately before becoming a documented vessel (as defined in that section); and 
  (3) that country has not been identified by the Secretary as inadequately enforcing international vessel regulations as to that vessel. 
  (b) Continued Eligibility for Certificate Subsection (a) does not apply to any vessel that has failed to comply with the applicable international agreements and association guidelines referred to in subsection (a)(2). 
  (c) Reliance on Classification Society  
  (1) In general The Secretary may rely on a certification from the American Bureau of Shipping or, subject to paragraph (2), another classification society accepted by the Secretary, to establish that a vessel is in compliance with the requirements of subsections (a) and (b). 
  (2) Foreign classification society The Secretary may accept certification from a foreign classification society under paragraph (1) only— 
  (A) to the extent that the government of the foreign country in which the society is headquartered provides access on a reciprocal basis to the American Bureau of Shipping; and 
  (B) if the foreign classification society has offices and maintains records in the United States. 
  53204. Award of operating agreements 
  (a) In general The Secretary of Transportation shall require, as a condition of including any vessel in the Fleet, that the owner or operator of the vessel enter into an operating agreement with the Secretary under this section. 
  (b) Procedure for applications 
  (1) Participating Fleet vessels 
  (A) In General The Secretary of Transportation shall accept an application for an operating agreement for a participating Fleet vessel under the priority under paragraph (2) only from a person that has authority to enter into an operating agreement under this chapter. 
  (B) Vessel under demise charter For purposes of subparagraph (A), in the case of a vessel that is subject to a demise charter that terminates by its own terms on September 30, 2035 (without giving effect to any extension provided therein for completion of a voyage or to effect the actual redelivery of the vessel), or that is terminable at the will of the owner of the vessel after such date, only the owner of the vessel shall be treated as having the authority referred to in subparagraph (A). 
  (C) Vessel owned by a united states citizen trust For purposes of subparagraph (B), in the case of a vessel owned by a United States citizen trust, the term  owner of the vessel includes the beneficial owner of the vessel with respect to such trust. 
  (2) Discretion within priority The Secretary of Transportation— 
  (A) may award operating agreements under paragraph (1) according to such priorities as the Secretary considers appropriate; and 
  (B) shall award operating agreements within any such priority— 
  (i) in accordance with operational requirements specified by the Secretary of Defense; 
  (ii) in the case of operating agreements awarded under subparagraph (B) of paragraph (1), according to applicants’ records of owning and operating vessels; and 
  (iii) subject to approval of the Secretary of Defense. 
  (c) Limitation For any fiscal year, the Secretary may not award operating agreements under this chapter that require payments under section 53207 for more than 10 vessels. 
  53205. Effectiveness of operating agreements 
  (a) In general Subject to the availability of appropriations for such purpose, the Secretary of Transportation may enter into an operating agreement under this chapter for fiscal year 2021 and any subsequent fiscal year. Each such agreement may be renewed annually for up to seven years. 
  (b) Vessels under charter to the United States The owner or operator of a vessel under charter to the United States is eligible to receive payments pursuant to any operating agreement that covers such vessel. 
  (c) Termination 
  (1) Termination by Secretary for lack of owner or operator compliance If the owner or operator with respect to an operating agreement materially fails to comply with the terms of the agreement— 
  (A) the Secretary shall notify the owner or operator and provide a reasonable opportunity to comply with the operating agreement; and  
  (B) the Secretary shall terminate the operating agreement if the owner or operator fails to achieve such compliance. 
  (2) Termination by owner or operator 
  (A) In general If an owner or operator provides notice of the intent to terminate an operating agreement under this chapter by not later than 60 days prior to the date specified by the owner or operator for such termination, such agreement shall terminate on the date specified by the owner or operator. 
  (B) Replacement An operating agreement with respect to a vessel shall terminate on the date that is three years after the date on which the vessel begins operating under the agreement, if— 
  (i) the owner or operator notifies the Secretary, by not later than two years after the date the vessel begins operating under the agreement, that the owner or operator intends to terminate the agreement under this subparagraph; and 
  (ii) the Secretary of Transportation, in coordination with the Secretary of Defense, determines that— 
  (I) an application for an operating agreement under this chapter has been received for a replacement vessel that is acceptable to the Secretaries; and 
  (II) during the period of an operating agreement under this chapter that applies to the replacement vessel, the replacement vessel will be— 
  (aa) owned and operated by one or more persons that are citizens of the United States under section 50501; or 
  (bb) owned by a person who is eligible to document the vessel under chapter 121, and operated by a person that is a citizen of the United States under section 50501. 
  (d) Nonrenewal for lack of funds 
  (1) In general If sufficient funds are not made available to carry out an operating agreement under this chapter— 
  (A) the Secretary of Transportation shall submit to the Committee on Armed Services and the Committee on Commerce, Science, and Transportation of the Senate and the Committee on Armed Services and the Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure of the House of Representatives notice that such agreement shall be not renewed effective on the 60th day of the fiscal year, unless such funds are made available before such day; and 
  (B) effective on the 60th day of such fiscal year, terminate such agreement and provide notice of such termination to the owner or operator of the vessel covered by the agreement. 
  (2) Release of vessels from obligations If an operating agreement for a vessel under this chapter is not renewed pursuant to paragraph (1), then the owner or operator of the vessel is released from any further obligation under the operating agreement as of the date of such termination or nonrenewal. 
  (3) Foreign transfer and registration The owner or operator of a vessel covered by an operating agreement under this chapter may transfer and register such vessel under a foreign registry that is acceptable to the Secretary and the Secretary of Defense, notwithstanding section 53201. 
  (4) Requisition If chapter 563 is applicable to a vessel after registration, then the vessel is available to be requisitioned by the Secretary pursuant to chapter 563. 
  53206. Obligations and rights under operating agreements 
  (a) Operation of Vessel An operating agreement under this chapter shall require that, during the period the vessel covered by the agreement is operating under the agreement the vessel shall— 
  (1) be operated in the United States foreign commerce, mixed United States foreign commerce and domestic trade allowed under a registry endorsement issued under section 12111, in foreign-to-foreign commerce, or under a charter to the United States; 
  (2) not be operated in the coastwise trade except as described in paragraph (1); and 
  (3) be documented under chapter 121. 
  (b) Operating agreement is an obligation of the United States Government An operating agreement under this chapter constitutes a contractual obligation of the United States Government to pay the amounts provided for in the agreement to the extent of actual appropriations. 
  (c) Obligations of owner or operator 
  (1) In general The owner or operator of a vessel covered by an operating agreement under this chapter shall agree, as a condition of such agreement, to remain obligated to carry out the requirements described in paragraph (2) until the termination date specified in the agreement, even in the case of early termination of the agreement under section 53205(c). This subsection shall not apply in the case of an operating agreement terminated for lack of funds under section 53205(d). 
  (2) Requirements The requirements described in this paragraph are the following: 
  (A) To continue the documentation of the vessel under chapter 121. 
  (B) To be bound by the requirements of section 53208. 
  (C) That all terms and conditions of an emergency preparedness agreement entered into under section 53208 shall remain in effect, except that the terms of such emergency preparedness agreement may be modified by the mutual consent of the owner or operator, the Secretary and the Secretary of Defense as provided in such section. 
  (d) Transfer of operating agreements The owner or operator of a vessel covered by an operating agreement under this chapter may transfer that agreement (including all rights and obligations under the agreement) to any person that is eligible to enter into that operating agreement under this chapter, if the transfer is approved by the Secretary of Transportation and the Secretary of Defense. 
  (e) Replacement of vessels covered by agreements An owner or operator of a vessel covered by an operating agreement under this chapter may replace the vessel with another vessel that is eligible to be included in the Fleet under section 53202(b), if the Secretary of Transportation, in coordination with the Secretary of Defense, approves the replacement of the vessel. In selecting a replacement vessel, the owner or operator shall give primary consideration to— 
  (1) the commercial viability of the vessel; 
  (2) the utility of the vessel with respect to the operating requirements of the owner or operator; and 
  (3) ensuring that the commercial and military utility of any replacement vessel is not less than that of the initial vessel. 
  53207. Payments 
  (a) Annual payment Subject to the availability of appropriations for such purpose and the other provisions of this chapter, the Secretary shall pay to the owner or operator of a vessel covered by an operating agreement under this chapter an amount equal to $6,000,000 for each vessel covered by the agreement for each fiscal year that the vessel is covered by the agreement. Such amount shall be paid in equal monthly installments on the last day of each month. The amount payable under this subsection may not be reduced except as provided by this section. 
  (b) Certification required for payment As a condition of receiving payment under this section for a fiscal year for a vessel, the owner or operator of the vessel shall certify, in accordance with regulations issued by the Secretary, that the vessel has been and will be operated in accordance with section 53206 for at least 320 days during the fiscal year. Days during which the vessel is drydocked, surveyed, inspected, or repaired shall be considered days of operation for purposes of this subsection. 
  (c) General limitations The Secretary may not make any payment under this chapter for a vessel with respect to any days for which the vessel is— 
  (1) not operated or maintained in accordance with an operating agreement under this chapter; or 
  (2) more than 25 years of age. 
  (d) Reductions in payments With respect to payments under this chapter for a vessel covered by an operating agreement, the Secretary— 
  (1) except as provided in paragraph (2), may not reduce such a payment for the operation of the vessel to carry military or other preference cargoes under section 55302(a), 55304, 55305, or 55314, section 2631 of title 10, or any other cargo preference law of the United States; 
  (2) may not make such a payment for any day that the vessel is engaged in transporting more than 7,500 tons of civilian bulk preference cargoes pursuant to section 55302(a), 55305, or 55314, that is bulk cargo; and 
  (3) shall make a pro rata reduction for each day less than 320 in a fiscal year that the vessel is not operated in accordance with section 53206. 
  (e) Limitations regarding noncontiguous domestic trade 
  (1) In general No owner or operator shall receive payments pursuant to this chapter during a period in which it participates in noncontiguous domestic trade. 
  (2) Limitation on application Paragraph (1) shall not apply to a owner or operator that is a citizen of the United States within the meaning of section 50501, applying the 75 percent ownership requirement of that section. 
  (3) Participates in a noncontiguous trade defined In this subsection the term  participates in a noncontiguous domestic trade means directly or indirectly owns, charters, or operates a vessel engaged in transportation of cargo between a point in the contiguous 48 States and a point in Alaska, Hawaii, or Puerto Rico, other than a point in Alaska north of the Arctic Circle. 
  53208. National security requirements 
  (a) Emergency preparedness agreement required The Secretary of Transportation, in coordination with the Secretary of Defense, shall establish an emergency preparedness program under this section under which the owner or operator of a vessel covered by an operating agreement under this chapter shall agree, as a condition of the operating agreement, to enter into an emergency preparedness agreement with the Secretaries. Each such emergency preparedness agreement shall be entered into as promptly as practicable after the owner or operator has entered into the operating agreement. 
  (b) Terms of agreement The terms of an agreement under this section— 
  (1) shall provide that upon request by the Secretary of Defense during time of war or national emergency, or whenever determined by the Secretary of Defense to be necessary for national security or contingency operation (as that term is defined in section 101 of title 10), the owner or operator shall make available commercial transportation resources (including services) described in subsection (d) to the Secretary of Defense; 
  (2) shall include such additional terms as may be established by the Secretary of Transportation and the Secretary of Defense; and 
  (3) shall allow for the modification or addition of terms upon agreement by the Secretary of Transportation and the owner or operator and the approval by the Secretary of Defense. 
  (c) Participation after expiration of operating agreement Except as provided by section 53206, the Secretary may not require, through an emergency preparedness agreement or an operating agreement, that an owner or operator of a vessel covered by an operating agreement continue to participate in an emergency preparedness agreement after the operating agreement has expired according to its terms or is otherwise no longer in effect. After the expiration of an emergency preparedness agreement, a owner or operator may voluntarily continue to participate in the agreement. 
  (d) Resources made available The commercial transportation resources to be made available under an emergency preparedness agreement shall include vessels or capacity in vessels, terminal facilities, management services, and other related services, or any agreed portion of such nonvessel resources for activation as the Secretary of Defense may determine to be necessary, seeking to minimize disruption of the owner or operator’s service to commercial customers. 
  (e) Compensation 
  (1) In general Each emergency preparedness agreement under this section shall provide that the Secretary of Defense shall pay fair and reasonable compensation for all commercial transportation resources provided pursuant to this section. 
  (2) Specific requirements Compensation under this subsection— 
  (A) shall not be less than the owner or operator’s commercial market charges for like transportation resources; 
  (B) shall be fair and reasonable considering all circumstances; 
  (C) shall be provided from the time that a vessel or resource is required by the Secretary of Defense until the time it is redelivered to the owner or operator and is available to reenter commercial service; and 
  (D) shall be in addition to and shall not in any way reflect amounts payable under section 53207. 
  (f) Temporary replacement vessels Notwithstanding section 55302(a), 55304, 55305, or 55314, section 2631 of title 10, or any other cargo preference law of the United States— 
  (1) an owner or operator may operate or employ in foreign commerce a foreign-flag vessel or foreign-flag vessel capacity as a temporary replacement for a vessel of the United States or vessel of the United States capacity that is activated by the Secretary of Defense under an emergency preparedness agreement or a primary Department of Defense sealift readiness program; and 
  (2) such replacement vessel or vessel capacity shall be eligible during the replacement period to transport preference cargoes subject to sections 55302(a), 55304, 55305, and 55314 and section 2631 of title 10 to the same extent as the eligibility of the vessel or vessel capacity replaced. 
  (g) Redelivery and Liability of the United States for Damages 
  (1) In general All commercial transportation resources activated under an emergency preparedness agreement shall, upon termination of the period of activation, be redelivered to the owner or operator in the same good order and condition as when received, less ordinary wear and tear, or the Secretary of Defense shall fully compensate the owner or operator for any necessary repair or replacement. 
  (2) Limitation on United States liability Except as may be expressly agreed in an emergency preparedness agreement, or as otherwise provided by law, the Government shall not be liable for disruption of an owner or operator’s commercial business or other consequential damages to an owner or operator arising from the activation of commercial transportation resources under an emergency preparedness agreement. 
  53209. Regulatory relief 
  (a) Operation in foreign commerce An owner or operator for a vessel included in an operating agreement under this chapter may operate the vessel in the foreign commerce of the United States without restriction. 
  (b) Other restrictions The restrictions of section 55305(a) concerning the building, rebuilding, or documentation of a vessel in a foreign country shall not apply to a vessel for any day the operator of the vessel is receiving payments for the operation of that vessel under an operating agreement under this chapter. 
  (c) Telecommunications equipment The telecommunications and other electronic equipment on an existing vessel that is redocumented under the laws of the United States for operation under an operating agreement under this chapter shall be deemed to satisfy all Federal Communications Commission equipment certification requirements, if— 
  (1) such equipment complies with all applicable international agreements and associated guidelines as determined by the country in which the vessel was documented immediately before becoming documented under the laws of the United States; 
  (2) that country has not been identified by the Secretary as inadequately enforcing international regulations as to that vessel; and 
  (3) at the end of its useful life, such equipment shall be replaced with equipment that meets Federal Communications Commission equipment certification standards. 
  53210. Special rule regarding age of participating Fleet vessels Any age restriction under section 53202(b)(4) shall not apply to a participating Fleet vessel during the 30-month period beginning on the date the vessel begins operating under an operating agreement under this chapter, if the Secretary of Transportation determines that the owner or operator of the vessel has entered into an arrangement to obtain and operate under the operating agreement for the participating Fleet vessel a replacement vessel that, upon commencement of such operation, will be eligible to be included in the Fleet under section 53202(b). 
  53211. Regulations The Secretary of Transportation and the Secretary of Defense may each prescribe rules as necessary to carry out their respective responsibilities under this chapter. 
  53212. Authorization of appropriations There is authorized to be appropriated for payments under section 53207, $60,000,000 for each of fiscal years 2021 through 2035, to remain available until expended. 
  53213. Acquisition of Fleet vessels 
  (a) In general Upon replacement of a Fleet vessel under an operating agreement under this chapter, and subject to agreement by the owner or operator of the vessel, the Secretary of Transportation may, subject to the concurrence of the Secretary of Defense, acquire the vessel being replaced for inclusion in the National Defense Reserve Fleet. 
  (b) Requirements To be eligible for acquisition by the Secretary of Transportation under this section a vessel shall— 
  (1) have been covered by an operating agreement under this chapter for not less than three years; and 
  (2) meet recapitalization requirements for the Ready Reserve Force. 
  (c) Fair market value A fair market value shall be established by the Maritime Administration for acquisition of an eligible vessel under this section. 
  (d) Appropriations Vessel acquisitions under this section shall be subject to the availability of appropriations. Amounts made available to carry out this section shall be derived from amounts authorized to be appropriated for the National Defense Reserve Fleet. Amounts authorized to be appropriated to carry out the Maritime Security Program may not be use to carry out this section. . 
  (b) Clerical amendment The table of chapters for subtitle VII of title 46, United States Code, is amended by adding at the end the following:

  (2) Approval Not later than 90 days after receipt of an application for the enrollment of a vessel in the Tanker Security Fleet, the Secretary, in coordination with the Secretary of Defense, shall— 
  (A) approve the application and enter into an operating agreement with the applicant; or 
  (B) provide to the applicant a written explanation for the denial of the application.

  (D) A description of how the United States will ensure continued dialogue with Russia in a manner similar to formal communications as confidence-building measures to reinforce strategic stability required under the Treaty. 
  (E) All unedited responses to the questionnaire provided to United States allies by the United States in 2019 and all official statements provided to the United States by United States allies in 2019 or 2020 relating to United States withdrawal from the Treaty. 
  (F) An assessment of the impact of such withdrawal on— 
  (i) United States leadership in the North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO); and 
  (ii) cohesion and cooperation among NATO member states. 
  (G) A description of options to continue confidence-building measures under the Treaty with other state parties to the Treaty that are United States allies. 
  (H) An assessment of the Defense Intelligence Agency of the impact on national security of such withdrawal. 
  (I) An assessment of how the United States will influence decisions regarding certifications of new sensors, primarily synthetic aperture radar sensors, under the Treaty that could pose additional risk to deployed United States military forces and assets.

  (B) appropriately prioritize activities and resources to implement the National Defense Strategy; and 
  (C) enhance the ability of Congress to provide oversight of and support to Department of Defense efforts; 
  (6) an integrated, coherent, and strategic program of activities in the Indo-Pacific region, similar to the European Deterrence Initiative (originally the European Reassurance Initiative), will enhance United States presence and positioning, allow for additional exercises, improve infrastructure and logistics, and build allied and partner capacity to deter aggression, strengthen ally and partner interoperability, and demonstrate United States commitment to Indo-Pacific countries; 
  (7) an integrated, coherent, and strategic program of activities in the Indo-Pacific region will also assist in resourcing budgetary priorities and enhancing transparency and oversight of programs and activities to better enable a coordinated and strategic plan for Department of Defense programs; 
  (8) not less than $3,578,360,000 of base funding should be allocated to fully support such program of activities in fiscal year 2021; and 
  (9) the Department of Defense should ensure adequate, consistent planning is conducted for future funding and build upon the activities identified in fiscal year 2021 in future budget requests, as appropriate. 
  (b) Indo-Pacific Reassurance Initiative The Secretary of Defense shall carry out a program of prioritized activities to reassure United States allies and partner countries in the Indo-Pacific region that shall be known as the  Indo-Pacific Reassurance Initiative (in this section referred to as the  Initiative). 
  (c) Objectives The objectives of the Initiative shall include reassuring United States allies and partner countries in the Indo-Pacific region by— 
  (1) optimizing the presence of United States Armed Forces in the region; 
  (2) strengthening and maintaining bilateral and multilateral military exercises and training with such countries; 
  (3) improving infrastructure in the region to enhance the responsiveness of United States Armed Forces; 
  (4) enhancing the prepositioning of equipment and materiel in the region; and 
  (5) building the defense and security capabilities, capacity, and cooperation of such countries. 
  (d)  Plan relating to transparency for the Indo-Pacific Reassurance Initiative 
  (1) Plan required 
  (A) In general Not later than February 1, 2022, and annually thereafter, the Secretary of Defense, in consultation with the Commander of the United States Indo-Pacific Command, shall submit to the congressional defense committees a future years plan on activities and resources of the Initiative. 
  (B) Applicability The plan shall apply to the Initiative with respect to the first fiscal year beginning after the date of submission of the plan and at least the four succeeding fiscal years. 
  (2) Matters to be included The plan required under paragraph (1) shall include each of the following: 
  (A) A summary of progress made towards achieving the objectives of the Initiative. 
  (B) An assessment of resource requirements to achieve such objectives. 
  (C) An assessment of capabilities requirements to achieve such objectives. 
  (D) An assessment of logistics requirements, including force enablers, equipment, supplies, storage, and maintenance requirements, to achieve such objectives. 
  (E) An identification of the intended force structure and posture of the assigned and allocated forces within the area of responsibility of the United States Indo-Pacific Command for the last fiscal year of the plan and the manner in which such force structure and posture support such objectives. 
  (F) An identification and assessment of required infrastructure and military construction investments to achieve such objectives, including potential infrastructure investments proposed by host countries, new construction or modernization of existing sites that would be funded by the United States, and a master plan that includes the following: 
  (i) A list of specific locations, organized by country, in which the Commander of the United States Indo-Pacific Command anticipates requiring infrastructure investments to support an enduring or periodic military presence in the region. 
  (ii) A list of specific infrastructure investments required at each location identified under clause (i), to include the project title and estimated cost of each project. 
  (iii) A brief explanation for how each location identified under clause (i) and infrastructure investments identified under clause (ii) support a validated requirement or component of the overall strategy in the region. 
  (iv) A discussion of any gaps in the current infrastructure authorities that would preclude implementation of the infrastructure investments identified under clause (ii). 
  (v) A description of the type and size of military force elements that would maintain an enduring presence or operate periodically from each location identified under clause (i). 
  (vi) A summary of kinetic and non-kinetic vulnerabilities for current locations and each location identified in clause (i), to include— 
  (I) the level of risk associated with each vulnerability; and 
  (II) the proposed mitigations and projected costs to address each such vulnerability, to include— 
  (aa) hardening and other resilience measures; 
  (bb) active and passive counter-Intelligence, Surveillance, and Reconnaissance; 
  (cc) active and passive counter Positioning, Navigation, and Timing; 
  (dd) air and missile defense capabilities; 
  (ee) enhanced logistics and sea lines of communication security; and 
  (ff) other issues identified by the Commander of the United States Indo-Pacific Command. 
  (G) An assessment of logistics requirements, including force enablers, equipment, supplies, storage, fuel storage and distribution, and maintenance requirements, to achieve such objectives. 
  (H) An analysis of the challenges to the ability of the United States to deploy significant forces from the continental United States to the Indo-Pacific theater in the event of a major contingency, and a description of the plans of the Department of Defense, including military exercises, to address such challenges. 
  (I) An assessment and plan for security cooperation investments to enhance such objectives. 
  (J) A plan to resource United States force posture and capabilities, including— 
  (i) the infrastructure capacity of existing locations and their ability to accommodate additional United States forces in the Indo-Pacific region; 
  (ii) the potential new locations for additional United States Armed Forces in the Indo-Pacific region, including an assessment of infrastructure and military construction resources necessary to accommodate such forces; 
  (iii) a detailed timeline to achieve desired posture requirements; 
  (iv) a detailed assessment of the resources necessary to achieve the requirements of the plan, including specific cost estimates for each project under the Initiative to support optimized presence, exercises and training, enhanced prepositioning, improved infrastructure, and building partnership capacity; and 
  (v) a detailed timeline to achieve the force posture and capabilities, including force requirements. 
  (K) A detailed explanation of any significant modifications of the requirements or resources, as compared to plans previously submitted under paragraph (1). 
  (L) Any other matters the Secretary of Defense determines should be included. 
  (3) Form The plan required under paragraph (1) shall be submitted in unclassified form, but may include a classified annex. 
  (e) Budget submission information For fiscal year 2022 and each fiscal year thereafter, the Secretary of Defense shall include in the budget justification materials submitted to Congress in support of the Department of Defense budget for that fiscal year (as submitted with the budget of the President under section 1105(a) of title 31, United States Code)— 
  (1) the amounts, by budget function and as a separate item, requested for the Department of Defense for such fiscal year for all programs and activities under the Initiative; and 
  (2) a detailed budget display for the Initiative, including— 
  (A) with respect to procurement accounts— 
  (i) amounts displayed by account, budget activity, line number, line item, and line item title; and 
  (ii) a description of the requirements for each such amounts; 
  (B) with respect to research, development, test, and evaluation accounts— 
  (i) amounts displayed by account, budget activity, line number, program element, and program element title; and 
  (ii) a description of the requirements for each such amount; 
  (C) with respect to operation and maintenance accounts— 
  (i) amounts displayed by account title, budget activity title, line number, and subactivity group title; and 
  (ii) a description of how such amounts will specifically be used; 
  (D) with respect to military personnel accounts— 
  (i) amounts displayed by account, budget activity, budget subactivity, and budget subactivity title; and 
  (ii) a description of the requirements for each such amount; and 
  (E) with respect to each project under military construction accounts (including with respect to unspecified minor military construction and amounts for planning and design), the country, location, project title, and project amount for each fiscal year. 
  (f) End of fiscal year report Not later than November 20, 2022, and annually thereafter, the Secretary of Defense shall submit to the congressional defense committees a report that contains— 
  (1) a detailed summary of funds obligated for the Initiative during the preceding fiscal year; and 
  (2) a detailed comparison of funds obligated for the Initiative during the preceding fiscal year to the amount of funds requested for the Initiative for such fiscal year in the materials submitted to Congress by the Secretary in support of the budget of the President for that fiscal year as required by subsection (e), including with respect to each of the accounts described in subparagraphs (A), (B), (C), (D), and (E) of subsection (e)(2) and the information required under each such subparagraph. 
  (g) Briefings required Not later than March 1, 2023, and annually thereafter, the Secretary of Defense shall provide to the congressional defense committees a briefing on the status of all matters covered by the report required by section (f). 
  (h) Relationship to budget Nothing in this section shall be construed to affect section 1105(a) of title 31, United States Code. 
  (i) Conforming repeal Section 1251 of the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2018 (Public Law 115–91; 131 Stat. 1676) is repealed.

  (3) An assessment of the potential military, intelligence, and logistical threats facing United States’ key regional military infrastructure, supply chains, and staging grounds due to such investments. 
  (4) An identification of Department of Defense measures taken to mitigate the risk posed to United States forces and defense interests by such investments. 
  (5) A strategy to address ongoing military and defense implications posed by the expansion of such investments.  
  (c) Definitions In this section: 
  (1) Appropriate congressional committees The term  appropriate congressional committees means— 
  (A) the Committee on Armed Services, the Committee on Foreign Affairs, and the Permanent Select Committee on Intelligence of the House of Representatives; and 
  (B) the Committee on Armed Services, the Committee on Foreign Relations, and Select Committee on Intelligence of the Senate. 
  (2) Chinese dual-use investments in Africa The term  Chinese dual-use investments in Africa means investments made by the Government of the People’s Republic of China, the Chinese Communist Party, or companies owned or controlled by such Government or Party in the infrastructure of African countries or related projects for both commercial and military or proliferation purposes. 
  (d) Form The report required by subsection (a) shall— 
  (1) be submitted in unclassified form but may contain a classified annex; and 
  (2) be made available to the public on the website of the Department of Defense.  
  1243.  Log 71378 Implementation of GAO recommendations on preparedness of United States forces to counter North Korean chemical and biological weapons 
  (a) Plan required 
  (1) In general The Secretary of Defense shall develop a plan to address the recommendations in the U.S. Government Accountability Office’s report entitled  Preparedness of U.S. Forces to Counter North Korean Chemical and Biological Weapons (GAO-20-79C).  
  (2) Elements The plan required under paragraph (1) shall, with respect to each recommendation in the report described in paragraph (1) that the Secretary of Defense has implemented or intends to implement, include— 
  (A) a summary of actions that have been or will be taken to implement the recommendation; and  
  (B) a schedule, with specific milestones, for completing implementation of the recommendation. 
  (b) Submittal to Congress Not later than one year after the date of the enactment of this Act, the Secretary of Defense shall submit to the congressional defense committees the plan required under subsection (a). 
  (c) Deadline for implementation 
  (1) In general Except as provided in paragraph (2), not later than 18 months after the date of the enactment of this Act, the Secretary of Defense shall carry out activities to implement the plan developed under subsection (a).  
  (2) Exception for implementation of certain recommendations 
  (A) Delayed implementation The Secretary of Defense may initiate implementation of a recommendation in the report described in subsection (a)(1) after the date specified in paragraph (1) if the Secretary provides the congressional defense committees with a specific justification for the delay in implementation of such recommendation on or before such date.

  (4) The Secretary has appropriately consulted with allies of the United States, including South Korea and Japan, regarding such a reduction.  
  F Other matters 
  1251.  Log 71084 Consolidated budget display and report on Operation Spartan Shield 
  (a) Budget display submission 
  (1) In general The Secretary of Defense shall include in the budget materials submitted by the Secretary in support of the budget of the President (as submitted to Congress pursuant to section 1105 of title 31, United States Code) for each of fiscal years 2022 and 2023 a detailed budget display for funds requested for the Department of Defense for such fiscal year for Operation Spartan Shield and Iran deterrence-related programs and activities of the Department of Defense in the United States Central Command area of operation. 
  (2) Matters to be included The detailed budget display required under paragraph (1) shall include the following: 
  (A) With respect to procurement accounts— 
  (i) amounts displayed by account, budget activity, line number, line item, and line item title; and  
  (ii) a description of the requirements for each such amount.  
  (B) With respect to research, development, test, and evaluation accounts— 
  (i) amounts displayed by account, budget activity, line number, program element, and program element title; and  
  (ii) a description of the requirements for each such amount.  
  (C) With respect to operation and maintenance accounts— 
  (i) amounts displayed by account title, budget activity title, line number, and subactivity group title; and  
  (ii) a description of the specific manner in which each such amount would be used.  
  (D) With respect to military personnel accounts— 
  (i) amounts displayed by account, budget activity, budget subactivity, and budget subactivity title; and  
  (ii) a description of the requirements for each such amount.  
  (E) With respect to each project under military construction accounts (including with respect to unspecified minor military construction and amounts for planning and design), the country, location, project title, and project amount for each fiscal year. 
  (b) Report 
  (1) In general Not later than 180 days after the date of the enactment of this Act, and annually thereafter in conjunction with the submission of the budget of President (as submitted to Congress pursuant to section 1105 of title 31, United States Code) for each of fiscal years 2022 and 2023, the Secretary of Defense shall submit to the Committee on Armed Services of the House of Representatives and the Committee on Armed Services of the Senate a report on Operation Spartan Shield. 
  (2) Matters to be included The report required by paragraph (1) should include— 
  (A) 
  (i) for the first report, a history of the operation and its objectives; and 
  (ii) for each subsequent report, a description of the operation and its objectives during the prior year; 
  (B) a list and description of significant activities and exercises carried out under the operation during the prior year; 
  (C) a description of the purpose and goals of such activities and exercises and an assessment of the degree to which stated goals were achieved during the prior year; 
  (D) a description of criteria used to judge the effectiveness of joint exercises to build partner capacity under the operation during the prior year; 
  (E) an identification of incremental and estimated total costs of the operation during the prior year, including a separate identification of incremental costs of increased force presence in the United States Central Command area of responsibility to counter Iran since May 2019; and 
  (F) any other matters the Secretary determines appropriate. 
  (3) Form The report required by paragraph (1) shall be submitted in unclassified form but may include a classified annex.  
  1252.  Log 71223 Report on Operation Freedom Sentinel 
  (a) In general Not later than 90 days after the date of the enactment of this Act, and as part of the materials relating to Operation Freedom Sentinel submitted to Congress by the Secretary of Defense in support of the budget of the President for the following two fiscal years, the Secretary shall submit to the Committee on Armed Services of the House of Representatives and the Committee on Armed Services of the Senate a report on Operation Freedom Sentinel. 
  (b) Matters to be included The report required by subsection (a) shall include a list and description of activities, exercises, and funding amounts carried out under the operation, including— 
  (1) specific direct war costs; 
  (2) activities that occur in Afghanistan; 
  (3) activities that occur outside of Afghanistan, including training and costs relating to personnel;  
  (4) activities that provide funding to any of the services that is part of the operation’s budget request; and 
  (5) activities related to transportation, logistics, and other support.  
  1253.  Log 71193 Report relating to reduction in the total number of United States Armed Forces deployed to United States Africa Command area of responsibility 
  (a) Reduction described 
  (1) In general If the Department of Defense reduces the number of United States Armed Forces deployed to the United States Africa Command area of responsibility (in this section referred to as  AFRICOM AOR) (other than United States Armed Forces described in paragraph (2)) to a number that is below 80 percent of the number deployed as of the day before the date of the enactment of this Act, the Secretary of Defense, in consultation with the Secretary of State and the Director of National Intelligence, shall, not later than 90 days after date of such a reduction, submit to the appropriate congressional committees a report described in subsection (b). 
  (2) United States Armed Forces described United States Armed Forces described in this paragraph are United States Armed Forces that are deployed to AFRICOM AOR but are not under the direct authority of the Commander of United States Africa Command, including— 
  (A) forces deployed in conjunction with other Commands; 
  (B) forces participating in joint exercises; 
  (C) forces identified for pre-planned activities; 
  (D) forces used to assist in emergency situations; and 
  (E) forces designated or assigned for diplomatic or embassy security. 
  (b) Report 
  (1) In general A report described in this subsection is a report that includes each of the following: 
  (A) A strategic plan to— 
  (i) degrade each of the violent extremist organizations described in paragraph (2) within the AFRICOM AOR, to include an assessment of the extent to which such violent extremist organizations pose a direct threat to the United States; and 
  (ii) counter the military influence of China and Russia within the AFRICOM AOR. 
  (B) The average number of United States Armed Forces that are under the direct authority of the Commander of United States Africa Command and deployed to AFRICOM AOR and the amount of associated expenditures, to be listed by month for each of the fiscal years 2019 and 2020 and disaggregated by mission and country, to include those forces deployed to secure United States embassies. 
  (C) The average number of United States Armed Forces that are planned to be under the direct authority of the Commander of United States Africa Command and deployed to AFRICOM AOR and the amount of projected associated expenditures, to be listed by month for fiscal years 2021 and 2022 and disaggregated by mission and country, to include those forces deployed to secure United States embassies.  
  (D) The effect that a reduction described in subsection (a) would have on military and intelligence efforts to combat each of the violent extremist organizations described in paragraph (2), including a statement of the current objectives of the Secretary of Defense with respect to such efforts. 
  (E) A description of any consultation or coordination with the Department of State or the United States Agency for International Development with respect to such a reduction and the effect that such a reduction would have on diplomatic, developmental, or humanitarian efforts in Africa, including statements of the current objectives of the Secretary of State and the Administrator of the United States Agency for International Development with respect to such efforts. 
  (F) The strength, regenerative capacity, and intent of such violent extremist organizations in the AFRICOM AOR, including— 
  (i) an assessment of the number of fighters in the Sahel, the Horn of Africa, and West Africa who are members of such violent extremist organizations; 
  (ii) the threat such violent extremist organizations pose to host nations and United States allies and partners, and the extent to which such violent extremist organizations pose a direct threat to the United States; and 
  (iii) the likely reaction of such violent extremist organizations to the withdrawal of United States Armed Forces.  
  (G) The strategic risks involved with countering such violent extremist organizations following such a reduction.  
  (H) The operational risks involved with conducting United States led or enabled operations in Africa against such violent extremist organizations following such a reduction. 
  (I) For any region of the AFRICOM AOR in which United States Armed Forces currently are present or conduct activities, the effect such a reduction would have on power and influence of China and Russia in such region. 
  (J) Any consultation or coordination with United States allies and partners concerning such a reduction. 
  (K) An assessment of the response from the governments and military forces of France, the United Kingdom, and Canada to such a reduction. 
  (2) Violent extremist organizations described The violent extremist organizations described in this paragraph are adversarial groups and forces in the AFRICOM AOR, as determined by the Secretary of Defense. 
  (c) Additional reporting requirement Not later than 60 days after the date of the enactment of this Act, the Secretary of Defense shall submit to the appropriate congressional committees a report that includes the information required by subsection (b)(1)(B). 
  (d) Form The reports required by subsections (b) and (c) shall be submitted in unclassified form, but may contain a classified annex. 
  (e) Appropriate congressional committees defined In this section, the term “appropriate congressional committees” means— 
  (1) the congressional defense committees (which has the meaning given the term in section 101(a)(16) of title 10, United States Code);  
  (2) the Committee on Foreign Affairs and the Permanent Select Committee on Intelligence of the House of Representatives; and 
  (3) the Committee on Foreign Relations and the Select Committee on Intelligence of the Senate.  
  1254.  Log 71441 Rule of construction relating to use of military force Nothing in this Act or any amendment made by this Act may be construed to authorize the use of military force.
