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ment of Defense shall submit to the congressional 1

defense committees the information technology en-2

terprise architecture developed under section 3

2222(e)(4)(B) of title 10, United States Code, which 4

shall include the plan for improving the information 5

technology and computing infrastructure described 6

in such section and a schedule for implementing the 7

plan. 8

(3) DEFENSE BUSINESS ENTERPRISE ARCHI-9

TECTURE.—Not later than March 31, 2020, the 10

Chief Management Officer of the Department of De-11

fense and the Chief Information Officer of the De-12

partment of Defense shall jointly submit to the con-13

gressional defense committees a plan and schedule 14

for integrating the defense business enterprise archi-15

tecture developed under subsection (e) of section 16

2222 of title 10, United States Code, into the infor-17

mation technology enterprise architecture, as re-18

quired under paragraph (4)(A) of such subsection. 19

(c) LIMITATION.—20

(1) None of the funds authorized to be appro-21

priated by this Act or otherwise made available for 22

fiscal year 2020 for the Department of Defense may 23

be obligated or expended for the Office of the Sec-24

retary of Defense after December 31, 2019, until 25
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the date on which the Secretary of Defense submits 1

the report required under subsection (b)(1)(A). 2

(2) None of the funds authorized to be appro-3

priated by this Act or otherwise made available for 4

fiscal year 2020 for the Department of Defense may 5

be obligated or expended for the Office of the Sec-6

retary of Defense after March 31, 2020, until the 7

date on which the Secretary of Defense submits the 8

report required under subsection (b)(1)(B). 9

(3) None of the funds authorized to be appro-10

priated by this Act or otherwise made available for 11

fiscal year 2020 for the Department of Defense may 12

be obligated or expended for the Office of the Chief 13

Information Officer after December 31, 2019, until 14

the date on which the Secretary of Defense submits 15

the report required under subsection (b)(2). 16

(4) None of the funds authorized to be appro-17

priated by this Act or otherwise made available for 18

fiscal year 2020 for the Department of Defense may 19

be obligated or expended for the Office of the Chief 20

Management Officer and the Office of the Chief In-21

formation Officer after March 31, 2020, until the 22

date on which the Secretary of Defense submits the 23

report required under subsection (b)(3). 24
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SEC. 102. PILOT PROGRAM ON DATA RIGHTS AS AN EVAL-1

UATION FACTOR. 2

(a) PILOT PROGRAM.—Not later than February 1, 3

2020, the Secretary of Defense and the Secretaries of the 4

military departments shall jointly carry out a pilot pro-5

gram to assess and evaluate the costs of intellectual prop-6

erty rights in the major defense acquisition programs (as 7

defined in section 2430 of title 10, United States Code) 8

selected pursuant to subsection (b). 9

(b) SELECTION OF MAJOR DEFENSE ACQUISITION 10

PROGRAMS.—Each Secretary of a military department 11

shall select one major defense acquisition program for 12

which such Secretary has responsibility to include in the 13

pilot program established under subsection (a). 14

(c) CADRE OF INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY EX-15

PERTS.—At Milestone A and Milestone B for each major 16

defense acquisition program selected pursuant to sub-17

section (b), the cadre of intellectual property experts es-18

tablished under section 2322(b) of title 10, United States 19

Code, shall identify, to the maximum extent practicable, 20

techniques to obtain quantitative and qualitative analysis 21

related to the costs of intellectual property rights during 22

the procurement, production, and deployment, and oper-23

ations and support phases of the acquisition of each such 24

major defense acquisition program. 25
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(d) ACTIVITIES.—The pilot program established 1

under this section shall include the following: 2

(1) Assessment of commercial valuation tech-3

niques for the costs of intellectual property rights 4

for use by the Department of Defense. 5

(2) Assessment of feasibility of oversight by the 6

Secretary of Defense to standardize practices and 7

procedures to evaluate the costs of intellectual prop-8

erty rights. 9

(3) Assessment of contracting mechanisms to 10

increase the speed of delivery of major defense ac-11

quisition programs selected under subsection (b) to 12

the Armed Forces or to reduce sustainment costs. 13

(4) Assessment of acquisition planning nec-14

essary to ensure access to intellectual property 15

rights for sustainment activities. 16

(5) Engagement with private-sector entities 17

to—18

(A) support the development of strategies 19

and program requirements to aid in acquisition 20

and transition planning for the costs of intellec-21

tual property rights; 22

(B) support the development and improve-23

ment of valuation techniques for the costs of in-24
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tellectual property rights as part of life-cycle 1

costs; and 2

(C) propose and implement alternative and 3

innovative methods of valuation techniques for 4

the costs of intellectual property rights. 5

(6) Recommend to the program manager for a 6

major defense acquisition program selected pursuant 7

to subsection (b) such evaluation techniques and 8

contracting mechanisms for implementation into the 9

acquisition and sustainment activities of that major 10

defense acquisition program. 11

(7) The development of criteria to assess and 12

evaluate the costs of intellectual property rights in 13

acquisitions that are not major defense acquisition 14

programs, including products developed through the 15

Small Business Innovation Research Program (es-16

tablished under section 9 of the Small Business Act 17

(15 U.S.C. 638)), commercial products (as defined 18

under section 103 of title 41, United States Code), 19

and nondevelopmental items other than commercial 20

products. 21

(e) ASSESSMENT.—Not later than February 1, 2020, 22

and annually thereafter until the termination date of the 23

pilot program, the Secretary of Defense shall submit to 24

the congressional defense committees a report on the pilot 25
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program established under subsection (a). The report shall 1

include—2

(1) a description of the major defense acquisi-3

tion programs selected pursuant to subsection (b); 4

(2) a description of the specific activities in 5

subsection (d) that were performed with respect to 6

each major defense acquisition program selected 7

pursuant to subsection (b); 8

(3) an assessment of the effectiveness of such 9

activities; 10

(4) an assessment of improvements to acquisi-11

tion or sustainment activities related to the pilot 12

program; and 13

(5) an assessment of cost savings from the ac-14

tivities related to the pilot program, including any 15

improvement to mission success during the oper-16

ations and support phase of a major defense acquisi-17

tion program selected pursuant to subsection (b). 18

(f) TERMINATION.—The authority to carry out the 19

pilot program under this section shall expire on September 20

30, 2025. 21

  (a) Establishment of Center for Acquisition Innovation

  (a) Establishment The Secretary of Defense, acting through the Under Secretary of Defense for Acquisition and Sustainment, shall establish and maintain a Center for Acquisition Innovation (hereinafter referred to as the  Center) at one of the university-affiliated research centers. The Center shall operate as an academic entity specializing in innovation relating to the defense acquisition system. 
  (b) Mission 
  (1) The mission of the Center is to provide to policymakers in the Department of Defense, Congress, and throughout the Government, academic analyses and policy alternatives for innovation in the defense acquisition system. The Center shall accomplish that mission by a variety of means intended to widely disseminate the research findings of the Center. 
  (2) In carrying out the mission under paragraph (1), the Center shall, on an ongoing basis, review the statutes and regulations applicable to the defense acquisition system. The objective of such review is to provide policy alternatives for streamlining and improving the efficiency and effectiveness of the defense acquisition process in order to ensure a defense technology advantage for the United States over potential adversaries. 
  (c) Implementation review of section 809 panel recommendations and center policy alternatives 
  (1) The Center shall, on an ongoing basis, review implementation of the recommendations of the Section 809 Panel and policy alternatives provided by the Center. As part of such review, the Center shall— 
  (A) for recommendations or policy alternatives for the enactment of legislation, identify whether (or to what extent) the recommendations or policy alternatives have been adopted by being enacted into law by Congress; 
  (B) for recommendations or policy alternatives for the issuance of regulations, identify whether (or to what extent) the recommendations or policy alternatives have been adopted through issuance of new agency or Government-wide regulations; and 
  (C) for recommendations or policy alternatives for revisions to policies and procedures in the executive branch, identify whether (or to what extent) the recommendations or policy alternatives have been adopted through issuance of an appropriate implementing directive or other form of guidance. 
  (2) In this subsection, the term  Section 809 Panel means the panel established by the Secretary of Defense pursuant to section 809 of the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2016 (Public Law 114–92), as amended by section 863(d) of the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2017 (Public Law 114–328) and sections 803(c) and 883 of the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2018 (Public Law 115–91). 
  (d) Funding There shall be available for the Center for any fiscal year from the Defense Acquisition Workforce and Development Fund not less than the amount of $3,000,000 (in fiscal year 2019 constant dollars), in addition to any other amount available for that fiscal year for the university-affiliated research center at which the Center is established. 
  (e) Annual report 
  (1) Not later than September 30 each year, the Center shall submit to the Secretary of Defense and the Committees on Armed Services of the Senate and House of Representatives concurrently a report describing the activities of the Center during the previous year and providing the findings, analysis, and policy alternatives of the Center relating to the defense acquisition system. 
  (2) Each such report shall be submitted in accordance with paragraph (1) without further review within the executive branch. 
  (3) Each report under paragraph (1) shall include the following: 
  (A) Results of academic research and analysis. 
  (B) Results of the implementation reviews conducted pursuant to subsection (d). 
  (C) Policy alternatives for such legislative and executive branch action as the Center considers warranted. 
  (D) Specific implementation language for any statutory changes recommended.

  (2) Status of records Working papers, records of interview, and any other draft work products generated for any purpose by the Section 809 Panel during its research are covered by the deliberative process privilege exemption under paragraph (5) of section 552(b) of title 5, United States Code.
